The circumstances sonvected with the sur-
render of this position, with all its guns, am-
munition, &o., are h in_the ex-
treme. The daily bulletin from Iesland No. 10
for many daye represented that the enemy, af-
ey aa tnocessant bombardment of many hours,
bad inflicted no ivjary. We were constantly
assured that the place was impregnable, and
that the enemy never could pass it. Brigadier-
Geveral Makall assumed command of the post
on the 5th in a flamivg order, in which he
pronounced himeelf a *‘General made by Bean-
regard—a (General selested by Generals Besu.
regard and Bragg” Two days aflerwards
the island was surrendered, and along with it,
acoording to the Federal Commodore Footes
seventy cannon, varying from 32 to 100-pound-
ors, rifled. He adde: “The magazines are
well supplied with powder, and there are
large quantities of shot, shell, and other
munitions of war, and also great quan-
tities of provisions. Four steamers afloat
have fallen into our (their) bands.”” The.Com-
modore says that the works were “erected
with the bighest engineering ekill,” were ‘“‘of
great strength, and with their nataral advan-
tages would have been impregnable, if de-
feuded by men,” he chooses to say, “fighting
for a better cause.” It may be that Foote de-
sired to maguify his own achievement by
representing the' place as etronger than it
reully waa; but, then, did not our own ac-
counte, and the vain boasting of the Memphis
telegrapha, make the defencea just a3 strong
and impregnable as the burnt-foot Commo-
dore does? They certainly did; and were it
not that we have been so often surprised by
the surrender of forts and fortifications that
were boasted of as impreguable, we ehould,
jodeed, be amazed at the surrender -of the
famed Island No. 10, which has farnished
#0 miany parsgraphs for telegraphing.

Bat eveu the surrender need not have car.
1ied necessarily along with it the ammanition
and the boats! Could they not have been
destroyed 1 Why add all this and the provi-
sion: to the new present of cannon to the Fed.
eralists 7 Our gifts of cannon have beeg quite
munificent--even to impoverishing ourseives
—und we need not add eo liberally of cther
things in our cfferinge to those why are better
supplied than we are.

We do not know that we would inquire
into these matters. We are utterly disgusted
with these islande, and trust that they are
ended with Island No. 10. They and the lost
forts were &'l fruitful enough of disappoint-
ment and mortification; but Island No. 10
seems to have capped the elimax, aud by right
excellonce ought to wind up this miserable
history :

but we shonld have thought that any man who
Las eufficient pretentions to entitle Rim to a
seat upon the editorial tripod of: the Z'%imes,
would have had eense egpugh' to entertain
gome doubt in such a case s this, where the
person or persons had not been on board ihe
Merrimac, and could not poesibly know the
extent of the damage sustained by her. The
fact is, that although the vessel in question re-
ceived at least one hundred shot of the heaviest
weight—eome of them rifled, and cne weigh-
ing upwarde of one hundred and sixty pounds
—fired at very short distauces, sometimes not
more than fifteen feet—they affected
nothing more than so mauny indentationg
upon her armor. In some places—from
the heat and weight of the shot-—the
plates were welded together. In other
places, the plates were broken, but not broken
through, and . the damage was repaired by

+ eimply taking off theinjured plates and putting
on others. Her prow, which was made of
cast iron, was ®roken when she ran into the
Cumberland, but ehe supplied . herself with a
better one. 8o far from flying herself, she
made the Monitor tuck tail and ran into shoal
water, ander the protection of the gaps of
Fortrees Monroe, and there she still lies, not
daring to poke her noee outside, in spite of
the Virginia’s insalts and challenges.

In the whole course of the war there has
never been baser or more palpable lying, on

_ the part of the Yaukees, than that in connec-
tion with this fight. And yet Yankesz mean-
daeity has been unbounded, and ceutinuegs to
be so. We have bafore us tihe dirpatch of
Gencral Beauregard, aunorncing the capture
of 3,000 prisoners ard fourteen guus at Shi-
lob; and yet the Yankees are offering up
thenks to heaven fora splendid victory !—
What thsy aay or do is & matter of very little
importance to us; but it is a little hard that
foreign jdurnals, knowing their mendacious
propensities, and often commenting upon them
in terms of just indignation, ghould yev give
them curreney.

Allow me, through the columas of your
r‘wr to give publicity to the tact that the
8th Nortt. Carolina regiment, commanded
by Col. Jas, H. Lane, has reorganized for the
war. Six of the compauies composing the
regiment re-enlisted and reoiganized about
the 1st of March. The remaining four oomfn-
nies reorganized last week, whereupon the
company officers were ordered to hold an
election for Field Ufficers, when Uol. Laue
and Lieut. Col. Lowe were.elected.to their
former positions by acclamation, and Oapt.
Bamugl D. Lowe was elected ﬁajor. The
original term of servicer of the 38th would
not have expired till the 31stSeptember, and
proud are we to be thefirst North Uarolina
regiment to “go it for the war.”

1'he regiment is very large, now numbering
about 1,250 as good and as brave men as the
Qonfederate army contains. We have gal-
lant, kind-hearted fleld officers. Much of
the alacrity which the men have exhibited
in re-enlisting is attributed to the popularity
of Ool. Lane. Whilst he has been rigid in
enforcing discipline and exact in carying ont
the reguiations, he has always treated the
officers and men of his command with the
utmost kindness and courtesy.

Hzape'rs Trans-Miss. Disraicr,
Jacksonport, Ark., March 27, 1663.

General: 1 have the honor to report that,
while at Pocahontas, I recelved dispatches
or the 32d of February, informing me that
Gen. Price had rapiily fallen back from
Springfield before a superior foree of the en-
emy, and was endeavoring to form a junction
with the division of Gen. MoUulioch on Bos-
ton Mountain.

For reasons which seemed to me imperative
I resolved 10 g0 in person and take command
of the conshined forces of Price and McQul-
loch. 1reached their headquarters on the Sd
of March, snd being satisfled that the enemy,
who had halted on Sugar Ureek, 66 mwiles
distant, was only awaiting la reinforce-
ments before he would advance, I resolved to
attack him at once, Accordingly, I seut for
Gen. Pike to join me near Elm Springs with
the forces under his command, and, on the
morning of the éth of March, moved with the
divisions of Price and McUulloch, by way of
Fayetteville and Bentonville, to attack the
enemy’s main camp op Sugar Oreek. The
whole force under my command was about
16,000 men,

On the6th we left Elm Springs for Ben-
tonville, and from prisoners captared by our
scouting parties ‘on the Sth I became con-
vinced that up to that time no suspicion was
entertained of our advante, and that there
were strong hopes of our oﬂ'ocﬂn‘ a complete
surprise, and attacking the enemy before the
large detach'ments encamped at various points
in the surrouuding couniry could rejoin the
main body. 1 therefore endeavored to reach-
Bentonviile, 11 miles distant, by a rapid
march; but the troops moved so very slowly
thatit was11 A. M. before the head of the
leading division (Price’s) reached the village,
and we had the mortification to see Siegel’s
division, 7,000 strong, leaving it as we en-
tered. Had we been an hour s0oner, we
sheuld have cut him off with his'whole force,
and certainly have beaten the enemy the next

day.

We followed him, our advance skirmish-
ing with his rear guard, which was admira
oly handled, uatil we had gaineda point on
Sagar Creek, about seven miles beyord Ben
tonviile, and within one or two miles of the
strongly entrenched camp of theenem 7.

In conference with nerals McCulloch
and McIntosh, who had an accurate know -

ledge of this 1 ty, 1 had ascertained that,
by making a our of eight miles, I counld
reach the telagraph road leading from

fleld to rcz:tuvﬂlo, and beimmediate.
1y in the rear of the enemy and his entrench-
ments. I had resolved to adopt this route,
and therefore halted the head of my column
near the yoint where the road by which I
proposed to move diverged, threw out my
:iekou, and bivouac] 98 if for the night.
