Englund bsa
lost the supremary of the seas, andi, for the
sime, the Yankees have it. Lord Raesell hae

Had he vpeunod Lhe porss ten monihe 8go, the
war would have been at au exd. There would
have been no Morrimae exploits aud no Yan-
koo fleet of gunboats.

We are by no means surprised at the over-
reaching of 0 swall s mau as Russell by eo
artfal a man as Seward. But that he should
ever have bean abie (0 impoge npou se able &
man a8 the Emperor of the Freush, is truly
astonishing. That potantate is, however, ip
the sams boat with the Euglish Foreign Sve-
retary, and he must share rhe asme fate. He
cannot now break the biockade, if he ehould
de:ire it, and he can ges mo cuitom umtil the
blockade is broken. The result of the Merri-

What must bsppen, in both France and

The loss
of eur sen port towns—of all our towns—is
pot deeisiva of the gumestion. We still have
vast bodics of men in the field, which need
bat ecnoentraiion to become irresistible. Our
foes have a vast extent of fertile eoun'ry,
which these armies can invade when their
ewn {8 no longer eapable ef supporting thew
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Sxpiciatlens of :hs Yankess.

The Hoase of Hanover has always been re+
warkable for & war lo each generstion, be®
tween the reigning Prince and the helr app: -
rent. Snch at least has been ita history since
: ascended the tlocne of Great Britain. The
Acst George hated bhia son and Leir, afier
warde George 11, with & deadly hatred, and
that hatred wus retnrned with interest. I
corumenoced while they were mill in Hanover,
ard arose probably out of the eruel treatmen:
of the Kloetreas, wife of (Foerge I., and mother
of George IL. by her brute of a husband. I
is remembered, deubtless, that this Princcs
was imprisened for tweaty-five yesrs, on snt.
plcton of an istrigue with the famon:
Count Konigemark, who was murdered on the
same suspieion. Her sou wus mueh devoted
to her, and would have restored her to liberty
when he eame t0 the throme ; but she died a
month or two befere that event happened —
Horase Walpole says thai the dispute be-
iween the King and the Prince ran 2o high s
oue time tbas the King had determined te
xidmap the Piinee and tend him to the Wesh
Indies, and that Admiral Terrington had ac
taslly comsented to psrferm that piece of ser-
vies. What prevented it, we do mot recollsct
Probably Bir Rebert Walpele, who eculd not
fail to see tho conmsequences, may have inter-
fered to prevent sueh a erime aud folly. Bu!
tke Prines beeame aware of the plot, and &l
ways afterwards honored Torringion with his
inveterste Latred.

George 11, notwithstasding hie experience,
pursued towards Frederiek, Prince of Wales,
the same conree that his father had pursued
towards him. In thie case, the Queen herself
took sides withh her husband. Frederick se
up & court of hiz own, and assembled at it al
the diseontestad spirits of England. He dic
all he oounid to embarrass and torment th:
King, and suceceded to his heart's content.—
Tothe great joy of hie father, he died euddenly,
while the ¢narrel was in full eareer, and we
do not read that the King vitited his sins upon
his son, afterwards George IIL

George III. kept up the family reputation,
with perhaps a little aecession of bitterness
He was atcpen war with the Prince of Wales
from the time that ‘“‘nice youog man'’ arrived
at the age of puberty. From the tims the
Prinee was old enough to sit in the House of
Lords, he went into oppoeition, and voted
against the King on all guestiens. Histreat-
ment of hiz wifs, who was niese of Gserge
IIL, embittered the quarrel, which rendered
all this part of the old King's life perfeetly
miserable. The worst of it was that the
Prinece carried all his brothers with him, ex-
oept the Dake of York.

George 1V. had no son to quarrel with, aud
his only daughter, the Princess Charlotse, died
while he was Prince Regent.

William IV. had no heir. Victoria has given
so many proofs of excellenee in private life
that we had hoped ehe would escape the curse.
Everybody feels a deep irterest in her, and is
grieved to hear that her heir is so unpromis-
ing. Fortunately, however, for Eogland, its
Coustitaticn ig sueh that the character of its
sovereign can make but little difference in its
political gituation.

To gratify 1hisvery genersi de-
sire, we have carefully examined the cflicial
records of the Uustoms, and are enabled to
present satjoined a complets listof all the
arrivals from the Confederate ports since tho
commencement of the Federal blockade.

1t is not with the view of ezpatiating on
the effoctiveness of the latier measure that
we bave compiled this taple, but to show to
our merchants the imporianoce of the trade
that nas rocently grown up, and which, 1f
properly fostered, may attain much wider
proportions, The majority of the vessels
mentionad below have again run the bloek-
ade into Uonfederate ports, bat of these we
reed not present a recerd.
