Ia the eventof
disaster to tbs .Northern forces that army
"woald rs-occupy Nashville, nor could any
large force pass fartherBooth and leave lt la
theiear. Hence we shall be likely tolled
this a prominent position ia ths future of the
war, ahoald the Soithern forces be driven out
of tha border States.
It Is, Indeed, true that all parties la the

North assume that the less of "Virginia would
tei-lnlnate the straggle. But they were equal-
ly certain that on the lossot Fort Dosslaon
the Southerners would throw down thslr
arms, and so strong was thia delusion that
cotton, which had touched forty cents per
pound, actua'ly fell to twenty. Tha loss of
both "Virginia snd North Carolina wcu'd
still leave tbe originalConfederacy Intact. It
was the viewof teany of the ablest pollti-
cians of the Gulf States that the adhesion of
the Border Stems won d bs a disadvantagetotbem?that, standing alone, theywars of ons
mind on all palate, while the accession of
thoae States wonld Introduce, to soms ex-
tent, other interests. Farther, thsyheld that
the Border States woald be of more valae as
their natural allies, within the camp of their
adversaries, than if enlisted on their side.
Hence, the loss of the whole of those States
would simply bring back ths movement to
is original dimensions, and to the position
which many of lv ableat men deemed from
tbe first to bs moat advantageous. It 1s true,
there would be for a time a great lost of
prestige, bnt that has not generally beeu
mnch considered bymen flghtiog for inde-
pendence. In a mill tarv sense, it would bring
into play tbe physical advaatages of ths
Soath, of which thslr opponents haveyst toBxparlance the offsets-

Many, indeed, believe that ths moral offset
would bs decisive; but here the divisionof tbe
country Into States, each la Itself thoroughly
aad independentlyorganised, and In ates akingdom, acts as a barrier to ths progress ofmor-1 lnfluencea To at, as we read or think,New Orleans snd Cnarleston come within thesame field of view, bat this te not co oaths
apot. Thera they are separated by a tost dis-
tance ; anoccurrence at oaeof them ls to theothsr a remote svent. if New Orleans wsre
taken, tiyie would be a panic for a timethroughout j_ouUiaua, bat at Oharlettoa tbe
effect woald probably be a burningdesire toretrieve the disgrace.

Our latest intelligence from B Uon Bongo,
I*t., is contained la the New Orleans Pica-
yune ol May l it. The Northern papera have
claimed that the place was occupied by the
Federals shortly after ths capture of New Or*
leans, but the following furnishes groundfcr
doubting ths assertion:

The passing of the Federal fleet above oor
forts was announced at the Capitalon Thurs-
day morning, aad Immediately thereupon
preparations were made for the removal of
tbe State archives, and for ths deetroction of
cotton aad sugar.
