The Forcesom the *13: and Ist,

We have heard varicus estimates placed
npon the forcea that fought the late battles in
Sront of this city. At first it was suid that the
enemy hud thrown over ubont 350 000 men,
wunad that ell our ariy wus about to tall apon
vhem. Why that was wot’'dous, we are not
moldier enough to know. It would have been
eminently in the style of the old maeters, and
would have resa'ted in the utter anuibiiation
©i the enemy this side of the river, comp2lling
him to & woet disastrons retreat, and proving
decieive of the campaign. There were, no
doubt, obsataclesin the way of which we are
not aware, and which will be cleared vp here-
ufter, when the historian, with all the decu-
mente in his poseession, shall cows to treat of
these eventfu! times.

The Whig, of yesterday, says that only
20,000 of our men fougnt, while the enemy
deployed a foree of &0 000 against us. From
other sources we are informed that we had
€30,00" men, wlile the enemy had 55,000 on
the field. From all the information we can
ather, it seems certain that they were nearly,
if mot yuite, two tooue. Now, while we can
hardly appland the tactice which, with eo great
a foroe ag we had, allowed the enemy to be
superior on the importaut point, we bave
learned a most important cecret from thege
battles. We can beat him two to one. If he
oome with only equal numbers, as he wiil Le
compelled to do hereafier, we can annibilate
him. It must be reecllected that cur brave
boys not only drove him from the field, bay
#tormed bis entrenchmente with the vigor and
impetuosity of veteran soldiere. ‘I've Impe-
rial Guard of Napoleon, or the 424 regiment of
Scotch Highlanders, could pot have acted more
courageously.

Our loes was heavy. of courge, where we
had to storm entrenghicents =o stroug and s
sitnated. But it has been wuch exeggrorated.
We learn that 2,500, ki'led and wounded,
would cover it all. Coneiderivgthe forces en
gaged, this not a heavy loes, at least in com.
parison with Eurcpean battles. There was,
'we learn a very unusual proportion of wounded,
to ewell the lis*, and of ihese a larger propor-
tion than usual received wounds ia the arme
and bands, and will recover. O! the enemy's
loes, we have no meunsof secertsining the ex-
aoct amount. That it was enormous, every-
body who saw the field of battle admite.—
Some eay that it wae two and a half to our
one; some that it was three, some that it
was a8 four; and some that it was even five
Negroes and deeerters, escaped from their
lines, say they buried four thousand. At least
they say the ctficers told chem so, and that the
wounded exceeded all caleulation. Kiiled,
wounded, prieoners, and drowned, we have
not the least dubt that this battle cost them
at least 10 000 men. Bat it bhas cost them,
morally, more thun this. It has taught them
the extreme difficulty of reecbing this eity,
and maust, of couree, have hud upon their
minds a demoralizing effect. Ou the cuntrary,
it bas inspired our troope with the highest
enthusisam. Eual in numbers uponthe whole,
they will be full of contidence hereafter.

It hiss been 3 matter of common remark thag
Yaukeo masters in the South are always more
exacting and driving than Southern men.—
When they tiad that the negro does not move
with the alacriy of the wlite laborer,snd ap-
parently does not accomplish sg much, they
are disappointed, irritated. £nd at Iast enraged,
and they whack and whale poor Cuttee as they
would a delinguent mule or ox. The way they
have worked vp the old iron ef thia contra-
bands tince this ‘war commenced, is a practical
exempli on of Northern Abolitioniem—
i. e, abolishing the negro. Oun one occasion a
corziderable number were shot because they
refnsed to work on Sanday! We heard of a
contraband not long ago, in the neighborhood
of Richmond, who retnrued from the Chicka-
Liominy with Lis eara cut off becanse he could
not accomplish g8 much labor as was reqaired
of kim! The negro must work or die! That
is true of every mat, excapt the few who pos-
s¢33 wealth, and the negro forme no exemp-
uon. Bai when he works for a Northern mas-
ter he will do both; he will work and die ; he
will, in & short time, be abolished, which is the
grand climax and corsummeation of Northern
anti slavery.

There is on one poiut an entire union of
sentiment between the contrabands and the
freeroilers. Tuae latter desire to subatitute
white labor for slave in the Border Siates.—
The contrabands think that an adwmirable ar-
rangement. Theiridea ot freedom is freedom
from work, with plenty to eat and drivk.—
Tnere are very few people of any color who
would nou relish that kind of freedom. Bat
we have uever hoard of the republic where
that desideratum was obtained, nor of any de-
scendant of Shem, Japhet or Ham who bas
bsen able to enjoy it. Lsast of all 1a it to be
found under Yaukee domination. It is no part
of their theory to put white men to work on
Southern fie!ds and permit the contrabands to
live ju idlences.  But what they will do with
them, thould they multiply to a great extent
on their handa, will soon become the most se-
ricus problem conzected with the war. Their
bankrupt Northern Treasury can never colo-
rizs the numbers whom Lincoln desires to
emancipate in the Border S ates. The South-
ern States will bar their doors aguins: them;
the Wes.ern bave laws already iu force re-
fusing them admission. Is the Yankee willing
to fill hig own poor houees and j1ils with teem-
ing multitndes of helpless and hopsless lezza-
roni’ We could imagzine no eucn retribution
for his crimes as to be overrun with eman ci

pated slaves, und impoverished and scourged
by their indolence and crimes.
