Indeed, Pederal
cavalry have been particularly active in and around
Charles City, we hear; squads are patrolling all the

The following extracts are from a letter
written by a lady of King George county, giving
some facts regarding matters in that sectiam :

*“ When 1 last wrote to you we thought the Yan-
kees were under good discipline, and taat the offi.
eere wouid prevent marauding, but we scon found
our mistake. They grow bolder and bolder every
day, finding no troops here to oppose them, en-
tirely destroying some farms, and wautonly shoot-
ing all the stock, while the influacuce they exerted
over the servants was almost beyond endurance.—
The Lieutenant-Colonel of a regiment now here,
with 200 men, rode through our quarters, telling the
wervants they were al free, and a8 good as their
masters; that they must not do any work: he had
cowe to fight for their freedom, and, if he could, he
would give ten lives for them. He also invited them
to come over to the camp, and bring fine horses
with thein. This discourse had the effect of making
all the avallable men go off. Among them our
coachman, in whom we had the greatest confidence,
‘They took all our carriages and riding horses, &e.
Learniog that these were sometimes returned, mama
went ap to the camp hereclf. The Colonel was very
polite, and gave her an order for the horses, which |
were 1ostored, but the men we shall never see. I
oannot deseribe to you the desolation of Predericks-
burg. The towu is entirely under the rule of ne-
groes. They go to thelr masters and say they will
uot work without wages, and demsod large sums
for the least service; the Yankees exulting over their

RENARKABLY ESCAPE.—The Chattanooga corre-
spondent of the Mobile Register describes the re
warkable escape of Mr. Green Roberts, one of Col.
Morgan's men, from the Nashville penit ntiary,
where he was beld a prisoner. He bribed the sen-
try to remove the iron grating from his window,
which was in the second story, and then took the
risk to jump to the ground, having to clear a wall
beneath the window of some fifteen foet in height-
It was a regular S8am Patch leap, of some forty feet
He made it, however, without breaking any bones ,
but he was so stunned by the fall that he lsy nearly
an hour unable to move, but finally crawled off, and
got away sowe two miles that night from town.—
He'was afterwards twice captared, but was let go
as an unoffending citizen, and finally made his way
to Chattanooga.

THE BTORY OF ONE REGIMENT.—The following,
which we copy from the New York Post, tells the
story of one Yankee regiment which came to Vir-
ginia to plunder and destroy. Many others will
meet a pimilar fate :

‘When the Muine Eleventh passed through Broad-
way last November, the *“Hallelujah Chorus’ chant-
ed by eight hundred and fifty sturdy fellows, few
persons who saw them could have auticipated that
those tall lumbermen would, within a twelvemonth,
be almost decimated. Arriving in Washington,
they built those famous barracks, which were visit-
ed by so many strawgers; but in spite of the fine shel-
ter, the typhoid was soon busy in their ranks, sud
when they went down with Casey's division they
were ouly seven hundred and ftifty strong; one-
eighth died of disease. While on the Penigsuls
they lived on hard biscuit and water for five weeks,
owing to the lneﬂiciene{ or rascality of some one,
so that when they took up the double-quiek for
Willismsburg, the men fell on the road and djed
from sheer exhaustion. At the battle of Pair Oaks
they numbered, fit for duty, only one hundred and
eighty men. One-half of this pumber were in uction,
and were nearly all killed wounded.

CAPTURE BY THE ENEMY.—Before daylight on
Friday, the 20th inst., two ¥ankee bnrge-? o‘gnuin-
ing about thirty men, went up the Santee river to
the steam pounding wmill ang cap d the sch
Louisa and crew; with a cargo of 147 bales of
cotton, the steamtug Treaty, (a small propeller
boat used for towing on the Santee river,) and two
lighters belon;l:l to the mill, partly loaded with
rough rice. ere Was one negro man ia the
steamtug.

To-day & report is eircu-
lated that one of our own men, in the regular ca-
valry, deserted to the enamy a week or two
ago, and-that he was recognized by several
as the guide of the First Virginia Cavalry, A gen-
tleman who appeared to know more about the
matter thaa any one here, says that the same day,
early in the morping, whiie the Fifth United States
regular cavalry were out foraging, the rebel caval-
ry charged the pickets, driving them rapidly ahead.
The regiment was sent off In pursuit, but without
success, a8 the enemy had a considerable start of
them. I have just heard that two of the men eap-
tured formerly belonged to the Eighth Penmsylva-
nia cavalry, aud that they have been sentenced to
be shot, the order to be executed to-morrow. This
report is from one of the Pennsylvania cavalry,
who saw the villains and recognized them. Twenty
wounded were in the covered cars on board the
train which the gnerrillas shot at. One of the poor
fellows, named Remysiamsley, a Frenchman, of the
55th New York volunigery, received two bullets in
his body and leg. His leg was amputated.

About noon to-day cur plckets were fired upon by
the enemy near Fair Oaks, Captain Shafer, or
Shaler, of the Eighty-first Penmsylvania regiment,
vras instantly killed by a shot through the head.—
M gjor Devereaux, fleld-officer of the day, had also
char, of a picket. He wis shot through the
shoaslder.

Iu its “Situstion” article, the Herald says :

Tle guerrilla parties were still hovering about
the rear of the Union army before Richmond. The
opersitions of these mea are more annoying than
really dangerous; still, at the sawe timne, if not put
a stop to, will be somewhat costly,

That portion of Gen. McCiellun's departmeat now
under Qen. Dix has been extended so asto give him
the contxol of the country in the vicinity of York-
town, Gloucester, Willizmsburg, aud West Point.
This change may operate somewhat disadvanta-
goously to these roving marauders,

The intelligence relative to the further reinforce-
wment of Jackson, and the dangerous condition of
Gen. Fremont’s corps, is of so unlikely a nature as
to cast some doubt upon its authenticity.

THE ARMY BEFOLE RICHMOND,
[From the Boston Traveller, June 1€ ]

We bave reccived from a gentleman who left
White House, Va., on Friday morning last, June 13,
some interesting information of ti:e state of affairs
in the army of Gen. McClellan before Richmond.

In regard to the strength of the Fedural army, he
states that no one outside of Gen. McClellan and
his staff has any accurate idea. "There is no doubt
that the strength of many regiments has been con-
siderably redaced by death, wounds in battle, and
siclness,

There are a'so some skunlkera. In regard to the
latter, the Provost Marshal, with his pesse, is gath-
ering theia np fgom all quarters of the Peninsula,
No less than three hundred were collected by the
Provost Marshal in one day. Another source of
complaint is the lurge number of officera on fur-
lough at the present crisis. *

As an offaet, however, to this depletion of the
Uuion army, our informan' states that reinforce-
ments are reaching Gen. McClellan in considerable
numbers. He himself met three regiments of in-
fantry and one of cavalry on the way to the front,
and at least ten thousand more would soon reach
White House.

From Fort Pulaski—A Flag of Truce,

The Confederate steamer Ida vislted Fort Pu’
laski under a flag of truce on Friday last. Her ob-
jeet was to take beyond our lines a number of par-
tie8 captured soim=s mouths ago wit h the brig Sauta
Clara by the privateer Jeff. Davis. On arriving
within a Lalf mile of the fort, a shot was fired across
her bow, when she laid to, and a Federal steamer
cama round from the South Channel aud took the
prisoners and our officers on board and econveyed
them to the wharf. The Savannah Republican
publishés the following information obtained by
the erew of the Ida:

Our officers were informed that both Charleston
and Savannah would be taken within thirty days.
The Federals had gunboats that counld readily pass
Fort Sumter, and this done they regarded the fall
of Charleston as acevmplished. Upon being in-
tormed of the Federal loss on James Island, as re-
ported in the Clarleston papers of some days ago,
the Federal officer expressod an agreeable surprise,
as they had learned it was at least nine hundred. -
The ofticors say they receive the Savannah aud
Charieston papers regularly, and heve a complete
file of them at the fort. They are vbtained through
messengers who comnunicate with the two citiea,
