| quate accommodations in the houses and pleasant
! hospitals of Richmond,wvhile ours were not taken
to the city till Tuesday week after the battle —
Mauy of them bhad in the meantime died of thelr
wouunds, and most of those were interred near the
station. At length our wounded were transferred
to Richmond, and regarded not as weunded, but as
prisoners of war. They were placed in various
warehouses, prisons where the air was impure and
the ventilation shocking. No surgeons were pro-
vided for them, save the siugle surgeon in charge of
each hospital, and thess took no means to relieve
our sufferers, save in a single case, when s rebel
surgeon produced a rusty saw and amputated a leg.
The patient afterwards died. Of all the rebel la-
dies that were 80 officicus in attending to their own
maimed, not one appeared among the wounded and
dying strangers that crowded their city.

FROM T #8 ARMY OF THE POTOMAC,
A letter from Westover, July i8th, says:

From the James river there scems to be little
news of interest, The defensive works are about
completed, which will protect tbe Army of the Po-
tomac from any efforts of the rebels to drive it
from its position. Still, while the army s safe, it is
not in #o healthy a state as one could wish. It has
brought with it the seeds of disease from the maia-
rious swamps of the Chicknhomin{, and in spite
of the increased heathfulness of the new position,
its pure air and dry land, the army is suffering con-
siderably from disease, I am happy to say, how-
ever, that the health of the troops has been greatly:
benefited by the change of location, and I thiak
that it will continue to improve, now that the
trenching is about completed and a time of rest has
arrived.

The James river flotilla, under Commodore
Wilkes, is in & constant state of activity, in con-
voying transports up and down the river, and shell-
ing out rebels from rifle pits and incipient batte-
ries along the river bank. For several days past
there has been but little firing on our vesse!s wavi-
gating the river; but nevertheless the gunboats
shell suspected points, and protect in other ways
the vessels passing. Btill, no one is deceived by
this silence of rebel guns and ritle batteries. No
one belleves that they have relinquished the idea of
obstructing the river by batteries, and every one
here on the river is prepared to hear any day that
a heavy cor a number of heavy batteries bave
sprang up amid the woods on the river baoks to
occasion us a good deal of trouble, if not loss, be-
fore they can be shelled out by the gunboats. ‘i'he
naval officers were very confident of their ability
to keep the river elear, and if the thing can be done
they will certainly do it. The gunbosts are judi-
ciously piaced at suspicious points along the river,
and are watchiul as cats for the first sign of newly-
turned earth which shall indicate arebel battery,

ARRIVAL OF COMNPEDRRATE PRISONERS.
OnSaturday moraing last three important State
prisoners arrived in this ¢ity from Martinsturg
Their names are as follows: Mozes S, Grautham, State
Scnator from Berkeley county to the Virginia State
Senate; [ Thornton Young, Confederate postmaster
at Martinsburg when in possession of the Coufed-
erates, and Adam Small, member from Martins-
burg to the Virginia House of Delegates. They
were all arrested in or near Martinsburg. Tley
were sent to Fort McHenry. On Saturday evening
seven Coufederzte prisoners arrived at the Camden
street depot, from Harper's Ferry. Their names
are ax follows: Traverse Payne, Andrew C. Groves,
and Jeptha Wintermine, all of Virginia, and all
held as State prisoners; J. D. Hexnly, Alabama;
George C. Glassford, Virginia; Edwd. W. Hartwell,
Louisiana, and Thomas Whatley, an Indian of the
Creck tribe, from Louiriana. The last four named
are held us priscners of war, The Indian was at-
tired in regular Confederate uniform, and converses
fluently in English. They were all marched to
the city jail, and transferred to the care of the war-
den, Capt. Thos. C James.— Baltimore Sun, 21st.
