The horses had given out in some place*, and
the hacks in others. The battle-field was in po*<
sestsion of tbe enemy ; and, ia fact, there was uoth
iug for the volunteers to do but walk back?a pleas-
ant prospect, which a number of tbem at once pro-
ceeded to realize. A few went forward at all risks
toward the held, to curry out the purpose which
led them there. These got captured by she rebels.
