OF MANASSAS,

‘Fhe Ist Virginia was haltiog alongside
the road-—a fine body of men, evidently atl of the
better order of Southern soviety, well mownted,
well armed, hand: , 1esolute looking fellows,
theirgray dress in better condition than that of the
mfantry, but very mnch varied. Some wera in
citizenn' clothes, Berides these, the road was filled
with their stragglers, among whow the Nerth and
Bouth « arolwmians were ducidedly the worae look
ing. The signs of battle were Lers painfully evi
dent, dead soldiers lay stark sn the 1oad and along
»ids the bank; dead horses filling the air with ca
rion swell edded to the herror of the place, Atthe
sfons-howse used at the first as well a3 this batileas
a bospital, was a laige pile of muskets, In the
peighhoring fislds, strewed with dead horses, were
aluo stray caissous, libers, apd canvons, here a
Parrot gun, therc a Lowit#r, while away to the
right a batlery of five Napoleon twslves waw
pointed out as having been taken in the last fight.

Soon the battle-fisid could be seen thickly dotted
witih carcases of horses and bodies of men. Neot
legs thaa 2,500 killed and wounded were lost here.
1o the rear of these fields, in a little erchard where
the enemy took the Napoleon battery, tho flag of
truce halted,

After a little delay the citizens, to the number of
30, formed a line by themaselves, and the soldiers
who bad been detailed to mccompany ihe expedi-
tion to bu-y the dead, made up another. The latter
went off iun detai's to perform their duty, and the
civilians, in squads of eight, accompanied the am-
bulances,carry ing stretchers, upon which they have
placed the wounded as fast as they found them,and
carried them to the ambulances, Attracted by the
red bags of Duryea's Zouaves we proceeded to the

shattered, torn, aud bloody, in every conceivable
stuge of misery. Exhaustion bad been the cause
of death with some whose wounds were not othei-
wise mortal. One mau still clutched the carth 28
in the last struggle for breath. Anotber, atall,
square browed, Roman faced hero, prone on bis
back, had his face turced to the sky in marhle re-
pose. By his ride a mere bey laid, as if in death
10 had sought the protection of the stalwart arm
which bad pefriendad hiz weaker nature in life.
All this was very sad ; but some of the horrors
of tLat place are almost nameless. Tbe blackened,
shattered corpses it is hotrible even to think of. As
for the wounded, their crse was infinitely worse.
Away.from help, on the bloody ground where they
full, dying by inches, to many recovery was iu-
possible  Although the stragglers of the rebel
army had taken shoes and clothing from the dead,
and even from the living, none bhad been ill-treated ;
on the corntrary, all spoke with gratitude of the
msaoner in which thay bad been supplied with wa-
ter, and even with a litilp corn bread, when their
victors, halfstarved thoaselves, could spare it —
They bad even bad a nnmber of them cellected at
differeat spets to favilitate their attendauce and
removal, aud when callad upon to help, never re
fused, but veluntarily came forward and expressed
a desire to do all they comtd for us. ‘I'he ambu
lances were soon filled and sterted for the orchard
l;;nddjz. OU7 ;. however, before a.violation of the

An English an, present as a volunteer,
made a strong renronstrance in the case of a free
colored man of Washington, whom a scoundrel in
citizen's clothing, with a Major’s star on the collar
of his greasy coat, bad claimed. This mav, dig-
mounting from bis horse, atter remarking that he
d:d net cars whether the negro was a slave or no,
took him by the collar, and, with the words “I'll
make aslave of you, and a siave you are from this
moment,” dealt him a flat-handed blow on the
cheek, which drew a rush of tears from the eyes of
the trembling wretch,

The rest of the rebels looked on approvingly, and
the fellow turned to the Englishman and asked him
what he had to cay to that? ‘I'he reply that the
flag of truce recognizes as sacred all benaath its
folds, and that he had grossly vielated it, made not
the least impression. Other efficers of the Con-
jederate army, to whom remonstrance was made,
utterly disclaimed such proceedings, and said that
Gen. Lee, to whom they would report the outrage,
would doubtless return the negro=s, 1f he gould find
them. Several of the civilians were robbed and
others made prisoners ; but this last was their owy
fault, as they straggled away on their ind: vidual
responsibility 1a search of tropbies.

On returning to the beadquarters, in the orchard,
we found the doctovs hard at work, operating on
the wounded, i was noticed that gome ot the
surgeons, not being appointed on the amputation
detail, looked with contempt on minor wounds, and
walked about doing nothing One of them sported
a black eye, gained in a quarrsl over the wounded,
and one, at least, was tipsy. The best wmavage-
ment did not prevail; but it iz considered a standing
rule in the army for correspondents to wink at all
shortcowings, as otherwise it might tend to throw
odinm on those who deserve it and are rezponsible
for failare. The afternoon passad, and no srrange
mwents were mads tor carryiog tho wounded within
tho lines, but blaukets were not wanting to covar
them, Large fives were nade, around whi‘h the
party, now tired out, was soon grouped, wondaring
how they should paws the night without b'ankets
or shelter, It scon begsn to rain heavily; the
wounded were crowded inside some baros and a
farmbouse near by till no more could be got in,
and the rest had to pass the night on the ground,
rolled in blanketa. Till a late hour the doctors
continued their werk., ‘T'he body of a dead man,
shot in Friday's fight, which laid on the porch,
and smelt cfiensive, was buried by three citi-
zens by the light of candles, under some trees
alongside the houss, A miserable pight—ram
aud then a strong, cold North wind, was final-
ly suceeeded by dawn, when work began
again; fetching water for the wounded, dressing
and amputatag, tilliag into the carriages, and dis
tributing the tew spoonfuls of beel soup in camp
Not staying for the main body, a small party of us
atarted for Centreville by way ot thaStone Bridge,
sseing very little of the Secession army, now well |
on its way by the Guilford and Gum Spring roada
to the Upper Potowac. On reaching Centrevilje,
we fouud only one company of the 50th Georgia
volunteers prescut, acting as Provost guard io the
village. They were making themswives happy
with the liquors sud other wedical éteres jott in
the plrce; and were & lank, lewn, hard looking ret
of half starved fellows, in light Hannel colorad
dress. ‘Their Cuptdin gave us passes to the Union
lmes, He looked a cuuniag fellow encugh, and bad
more whixkey in him tban appeared at first sight ;
still he waa decidediy in good temper with himselt,
his pesition, his dirty gang. and al the world.—
While waiting, we had a&n opportunity to see the
operation ot relieving guard. It would have wwale
a NortLern soldier cpen his eyes. The Nergesnot
bronght the reliet up one at a time, aud would say,
“Brown, Jones relieves you now, and is to stay
hefe tili the Captain sends some one elye.” Brown,
eppareatly uncertain, remains on post. Sergoant
takeg his arm and leads him off a little distance,
but seeing & man relieviog another on his owa
hook, leaves B. to go and look into it.

We also left, and. esteemed ourselves in luck to
find some crackers, thrown down and wasted by the
retrenting Wuion army. From these we melected
{be cleanest, and again went on, the Georgian pick-
ety demanding our passes a short distance from
Centreville. \When about four mies trom Fairfax
wa wet Colonel Qlark, of the 2ist Massachusetts,
and four privates, all usarmed, seeking to get wi hin
the Ualon liney. It would have been easy to bave
added bis vame to the list with the flag, but honer
forbade the use. The best thet could be done was
to direct him us nearly as eou.d be judged in what

ition the rebel force was least likely to be found.
lis regiment bad been surprised by the Georgians,
hed the L] g their inten-
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tion to surreuder, till they were. close enough for

THE PANIC AT CINCINNATE — DRILLING THE

TROOP3—EFFECT OF MARTIAL LAW—THE FOR"

TIFICATIONS, &€., &1,

The city of Cincipnati for the last two weeks has
been the seene of a regular panic, and to quiet the
peopla, a little martial law has been put on them,
A letter iuthe Philadelphia fnguires, witlen at Cin-
cinnati on the 9th, gives the following account of
the state of affaira there: E

Upon the first day that the city was placed nader
the control of the mi'itary authorities, the order to
sse all places of vusiness” was cairied into effect
with a vigor which threatened. it not scon abated,
to cause the utmost distress among the citizens, —
Every grocery, drug store, and even the markets,
were cloged, and, during the latter portion of the
day, nuwbers of persons—in some iostances, whole
families—might have been seon, with backet on
arm, hurrying hither and thither, trying to buy hoi-
row, or beg ihe wherewith to sustam the wner man
from their more fortunate neighbors, who had made
hetter provisions than themsolves for a “rainy
day ¢

'I"',\ en the ice wagoos were compelled, for the
time heing, to suspend their daily visita, and many
were the curies, hoth loud and deep, which were
heaped upon ibe mwilitary authoritios by these who
were compalied to resort io the hydrant ivstead of
the cooler, as was their usual went. But upon the
second day the state of things was somewhat
changed, and the order slightly modided, allowing
provision dealers, draggists, sud ice venders, to re-
sume their usval occupations; but cther places of
business are still kept closed. |

Were it not for the vast amount of actual suf
fering which is entailed upon cortain classes of the
comnuuity, the closing of all the taverns and li-
quor shops prodiuces an etfzet which might be
somewbat amusing. Hundrveds, aimost thousaundy,
of dram drinkers and babitual loafers, who are
fortunate enough to escape the spade and u place
vpon the fortifications, may be tound &t all hours
ot the day loungieg idly upen the shady side ot
the walks, or huddled together upon some inviting
cellar door, discussing the merita and demerits of
the order which has robhed them of their occupa
tion and grog at tbe came time; and wond-ring
when tlhus state of thiugs will cease to exint.  The
German poriion of the communily are indigaant,
because the supply of lager is »o suddenly eut
short.

The work upon the fortitications aud entrénch-
ments, upon tho Kentucky side of the river, isstill
going rapudiy forward, and will be completed in a
few days. Upou thess dafences svery able-bodied
citizen of Cincidnati is obliged to perform a por-
tion of the labor; none are exempt unless they can
show that their absence from their usual plsce of
business would Le actuzlly prejudicial to the inter.
ests of the Govermnent. Even the army contrac-
tors, altbcugh a portion ol their operatives aro
sowetimes ailowed to remaia, must take their turn
at the work, and speud ut least every other day in
digging jor Uncle Bamuel's bepefit. Yon wmay be
sure that thid causes Guite an ainount of yrumbling
among the uppr tendom; but there is no help (or
it, snd over they must go.

The troops wio are encamped upon the grounds
are not compeliud to perform any portion of this
work, but are kept almest coustautly at drill, in or-
der that they may be abje tomeot the enemy, when
ho comes, in proper style  In this respect General

Wallace bax shown that he has a proper appracia-
tion of a soldier and bis duties; aud he says it would
be madness to wear out the meu who must do the
fighting, with havd work, while there are so many
c.viliang whoe will answer the purpose just as well,
and wko, when a battle takes place, have nothing
to do but to lvok on. T'roops are constantly pour
ng int> (L city from all poiuts both nort's and
west of this. beveral Obio, Iudiaca, and Ili.ois
regiments have aviived and crossed the river to
day. Amoug thes were several regimeats of cav-
airy avd two batteries of light arti lery. We pow
bavs in and around the city a force sutlicient 10 re-
pel any enemy which can be brought against it by
the rebels.

Of course, I am not allowed to give the oxact
numbers, but ‘here need now be no fear for the
watety of Ciuciunati; for in the event of a tight,
which sesms imminent, our troops will surely wia
& vietery; and should the ensmy lep: o of our foree
here, and decline the attack, it l*hot improbabl
that onr forees will be thrown forward, and thus
foree a fight or disastrous retreat upon them. There
are still large numbais of Ohioans voiunteering and
coming forward tor thirty days, to act as a rifle
corps for the city defance. Kach of these men
biiogs bis owa weapon, with which many of them
are able to kill & aquitrel at the distance of froin
oae hundred and flity to two hundced yards. ‘l'bg
are, of course, entirely undisciplined; but bet!

DESCRIPTION.

Tho Baltimore American describes l_ilv first ap.
pearance of Confederate troops in Marylagd as
very quict and ord but it Is very muech out
raged at “some of them baving passed off Confed,
erate money,” which it doesn’t think is esactly on
the siqusre, It says:

They made their appearancs In the city about 10
o'clock in the morning, and mar.bed in quictly, evi-
dently baving full knowledge that there was no op
position to be made te them. The f ree was halted
on Markeot street and a preclamation insued to the
people.  We kave not been able to obiain é copy of
the prociamation, but legi n that it was to the effect

Tevs he FRopie. of Sgnt oot vy
which they were enchained ; that thay dtd'not pro-
poss to jutesfere with any non combatants, to dis-
turb private propeity, or to inquire into their
oplnivns; and that whatever stores they might re-
quire would he paid for either in Confederate nofes
or Unitel Blates Treasury notes, as the people
wight prefer. Ot the latier money the wen are rep
resented as having a good swupply, supposed to have
bean vitfled from the bodies of the dead en the bat-
tle-tield, .

A rebel Provost Marshipl wa< appoioted, with a
atroug guard to preserve ovder, and during the ef-
ternoon the streets ware thropged with rebel nol-
diers, vistting the stores,wh.ch the Frovost Marshal
ordered to be opeued, aud purchasing shoes and
clothing, of which they were in great want. 8o fa
as wa conld lemrn, striet order was preserved.

One ot our informants gtates that a meetingof the
citizeus way called on Baturday eveniog, at which
an address was delivered by Bradley Jobuson, who
uved the wost conciliatory language, and mads great
predictions as to the power of the rehel army not
only to hold Weatern Maryland, but to capture
Baltimore and Washington, aud dictate terms of
prace m lndependence Square at Philadelpbia —
The rvebel sympathizers generclly atteuded the
meeting, but the few Union men who had remained
kept (o their homes. At 10 o'clock at night the
men were all ordered to their camps on the outskirts
of the city, and the first day of rebel rule in Frede-
rick passod off qu’etiy and peacefully.

in Frederick, and the rebel Stars and Bars boisted
in their place,  Most of the officers were quartered
at the hotels. and at the houses of prominent re-
bely, though a gocd many of the latter had also fled
the city.

The foraging parties sent out in various direc-
tions to secure cattle returned duripg the evening
with droves of sheep, hogy, beaves, cows, and
horses  They seized oeverything they wanted, and
are said to bave tendered payment in Federal
‘“green backs,” whetlier covnterfeit or good is not
kuown. These cattle were all driven towards the
Potomac, rendering it probable that the whole in-
vagion is only for foraging purposes, and to furnish
aupplies for the main body of the rebel army on the
otuer kide of the Potomac.

The purchases made in Frederick are said to
have been paid for partly in Federal money, but
mostly in Virginia and South Carolina money,

A correspondent of the Philadelphia Inguirer,
writing from Pooleaville, Md, on the 9th, differs a
little from the above. He says:

They are still sending all the cattle over iato
Virginia, but are not paying Treasury notes, as at
first stated; but, where a man declines’ Contederato
wmoney, give him roceipts. Some few who are con-
sidered Union men, because they come from the
North and do not own nigger, received no receipts
or money, and had corntields swept away, cattle
driven off, and were nearly ruined. Many who
have taken the oath of allegiance threw open their
houses and feted and feasted the rebel oflicors and
scldiers, and evinced every token of delight.

FROM HARPPR'S FERRY—THE EVACUATION OF
POINT UF ROCKS,

The Philadelplia Juquirer contains the following
letter:

w  HARP'ER'S PERRY, Sept. 6th,
