Extensive Conflagration—Ten Houses Burnt —An
alzerm of fire was given by the bells sbout 1 o’elock
yeaterday, caused by the burning of the row (con-
sisting of ten houser) well known 1a the local aa-
nals of the town as Tyler's, at Rocketts. The fire
originated in the upper part of the third house, oe-
cupled and owsed by John Echwariz, a baieher,
and from thence (owing to the combustible natare
of the materials of which most of them were com-
posed) spread quickly to the roofs of the adjoining
tenements, which were soon in a light blazs.
