LOCAL MATTERS.

Destructive Conflagration—BRurning of the
Crenshaw Woollen Mill and a Porlim of the
T'redegar Works—About ? o’clock Q_leﬂel’dﬂ’
morning & fire Lroke out in the Crenshaw
Woollan Mill, of thia city, reaul{iog in one of
the mo:t destructive and disastrous contlegra.
tious which $he city has ever Leen called upon
to euffer. The tire crig'nated, aud was first
dlecovered, in the picking room of the.Cren-
shaw Woollen INY sitnabed on the cunal, and
although it had made Lu little headway when
diacovered, ench was the combustible natnre
of the material in the room that the fiames
epread with a rapidity that soon enveloped the
whole building, and preveuted anything from
being rescugd from the destructive element.
The eplendid machinary of the factory—the
lors of which ut the preseut time js irrepara-
ble—ia involved in the ruiu, besides a heavy
stock of imaterial veed ia the mannfactore of
clotke. This waterial inclades® over 30,000
pounda of wool, i the various stages of pre-
paration for maunfactaring purposes. In ad-
dition to this thers were in the building and
destroyed, with everything elee, some forty
-pieces of tivi-hed goors,double width, amoant-
ieg in all to about 1,000 yarde, and eome 3,000
to 1000 yarde of the same goods woven, but
not completed.

This miil was the most extensive and valua-
ble of ita character in the Confedcracy, aud its
loss wili Le eeriouely felt. Since tbe com-
mencement of tly® war it has been suppiying
large amounts of tke most gerviceable c’otha
for our eoldieis, besides a finer uxticle of goods
for citizens’ wear and officers’ ruiforms. * At
the time of itz destruction it was makiug abont
2000 yards of double width gocds per week,
with a cami&w wanufacture anuvally geods
suflicient to clothe from 40,000 to 50,000 men.
By this diraster about 150 operatives gre
thrown out of employment. Ths iusurance on
tiie buildizg, machinery, stock, & ¢, smounted
to eomething over §170,000. * It is impozgible
at present to form aoything spproximating au
accurate estimate of the losa sustained.

From the woocilen mill the fire rapidiy spread
to the valual'e ehops of the 'I'redegar worka,
aund before the tames cculd be arrested the
machiue shepa, boring mills, pattern shops,
Llacksmith aod carpenter shops of that exten-
sive and valuable eetabiishment were destroy-
ed. The extant of damage done to the machi-
nery in these ehops could not be asceriained
yes.eiday, as much of the machinery was of
au indestrgetible character, and may poseibly
not have received any serions injnry. The
rolling mills aud casting departments of the es-
tablishment were not ivjured, aud it wus the
opision of the superintendent of the works
tont in a few weeks operations wight be re-
cumed in the Loring depariment. There was
a large number of heavy guns cn haond, ready
for eervice, which, wa are gladto s'u'e, receiv’
ed little or no injary. 1hs loss in the pattern
sliopa, it i3 presnmed, will be1uther Leavy, ew-
ing to the ditliculty in replacing patterns. A
large number of bands were yesterday at work
clearing away the rabbish, and rescoing the
wachinery from the ruive. The Toas to the
proprietors of the works will be very heavy,
and the delay in manuficturing guna will, to
soma extent, ba fe't by the Goverament; bu®,
as etated, it is not thought that this delay will
ba protracted bayoud a few wlbks.
