A paroled Confederate cfficer is now on trial
for having imprisoned some Yaukee traitors
when the city was in our hands.

A gentleman has been heavily fined for tell-
ing a child to stop sioging the “Star ngmgled
Banner,” and ealling it a “nasty Yaukes
song."” .

The programmes of the theatres of each night
have to be eubmitted to the Proves: Marshal,
acd it is ordered that all perivrmances be
“interspersed-wiih appropriate national airs.”

A general order of Gen. Banks declares
that “‘any person who shall bs convicted before
the Commanding Genera! of farnishing sup-
plies to the enemies of the United Statesin
arma shall euffor tife penalty of death.”
