*Gutting of houses’’ is a terrible trade, and
tho-e who follow iv are dangerous. Like all
fascirating occupatione, it must Le hard to
abandon. The pirate must die a pirate. The
freebooter cen never be content to live hon-
estiy and earn an honest living. The man who
has practiced the art of gntting hoases and
approvrieting their contents to his own bene-
| fit, can never look at a decent house without
feeling a desire to rifle 1*—toturn it inside ont
and pozsess themeeives of the creem of it. So
