A correspondent of the Charleston Courier
writes that paper & lettey from eon-
talning sometbing iuteresting to and about
“Loe Confelerados.”” e eays:

The-war has effectéd eome strange changes
in the old Caban metropulis. Two years ago
Eauglich was but uul.{ , eXc8pt Among
the educated clues. The inflax of “Confeder-
ados” has brought a sma'teriug of our lau-
guage into general use, and there is scarcely a
shop in Ilavana where Eaglieh ia not apoken
to eome extent. -

The sympatisies of the mercantile class in
Havana are warmly with the South. . “Los
Jankees' are held it great execration, while
the “Confederados’ are received with n
arma. With the Cabans generally a somawhat
different sentimeut prevails. Two parties exidl
on the Island—the Spaniards and the native
Creoles. Tho former are in power, and are
likely to always remsin so. They embrace
amoug them nearly all the men of intellect in
Caba,'and attached to their interest are the
waslthier and better educated Crecles. Fiom
the Captusin General down to the soldiers in
the rauks they are enthasisstically for the
Sounth. The utmost interest ie feli in the pro-
groas of the war; maps of Virgiuia, the Missis-
gippi, aud. Charleston berbor, sre eagerly stu-
died; ths pbotegraphic and lithegraphic rep-
resentatious of Jeflerson Lavis, Liee, Jackson,
aud Beauregard, (who are the great herces of
the war in the estimation of ths workl abroad,)
are familiar. to every room, every shop
window, and every lady’s salbum, sud the
qualities, political and unlitary, of our read-rs, .
u1 well as the mm§ of the war, sre almest
a2 familiar to the public mind in Spain as they
are to our owa. Iu no country, I am informad
by recent travelless in Europe, does a sympa-
thy for the Confederate States so universally
pervads. all clasees of the community as in
Spain. Jn England and Fraucs there are par-
ties opposad to us; in Spain none. -

With the native Cub:ns the ease is differant.
Thousanda of them have been edacated in the
Northern States, aud have imbibed in the
Y¥aukee schools not only admiration for the
North, but, etrange to say, a tendevcy to Abo-
litionism. There are amoung the educated Cre-
oles open advocates of emancipation.

The superior Govarnor ‘of Cuba, General
Dalce, is, of courze, restrained by his official
position fiom active manifestations of sympa-
thy for the Confederates, but the feelings of+
his heart are well known. He has dooe hig
utmost to protect the Southern interest in Cuba
from the illegal outrages which have been at- |
tempted by the yaukees. In Havana are at
present many refugees from New Orleaus, the !
viclims of-the cruel orders iseued by Banka,
expelling thett from their homses with scarcely
the clothes ou their backs.

Among the Southern gentlemen I had. the
pleasure of meeting in Havana were Charles
J. Helm, the official representative of the Con-
federate States, and the venerable Pierre
Soale. Mr. Helm was the Consul-General for
the United Statees pravious to the war, and
now acte, though uoreeognized, for the Con-
federacy. Mr..Soule has been residing in Ha.
vaua eince his release on parole from Fort
Lafayette. His treatment in the Bastile was
shamefal, particularly in consideration of his
gray hairs, impaired Lealth, and long service |
tor his conntry. He is now much better, and !
is looking forward to his exchange under tke
recent cartel. I need hardly tell those who
bave known this “old man eloquent,” that the |
wrougs of his beloved South still bring the |
old impulsive quiver to the month and the tiery
tlash to the eye,
