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THE CAPTURE OF GUNBOATS ON THE RAP-
. PANARROCK

[Currespondence of the Richmond Dispatch. )

Port Rovar, Aug. 28, 1863,

Some two weeks ago a party of sea-
men, armed to the teeth and accompanied
by four splendid boats, left the city of
Richmond on the Mechanicsville road.
Their destinationwas & matter of con-
ccture, and more than one anxious guid
wune puzzled his brain over the problem.
The quickened imagination of a curious
jnan S00N works .out a troublesome se-
eret, and before half the day had elapsed
] was regaled with a dozen different ac-
coants, each of them undoubtedly cor.
yect. It may seem singular that when
the Secretary of the Navy gave me or-
ders to join the party he did not take me
into his confidence, and T was therefore
s ignorant about the matter as about
the plans of Gen. Lee. 1 must confess,
then, 1o & certain amount of interest in
the stories confidentially whispered into
my buttonhole, and T listened attentively
o the recital of disasters about to
hefall me, and saw work marked out
that wounld occupy several months,
and finally consign me to Fort
Delaware or to—somewhere else.—
1t was a cheerful prospect—but beyond
4 doubt. My or_ders came late in the day,
when I was on liberty in the city, enjoy-
ing the luxury of leisure and white linen.
1 was to startat daylight in the morning,
but, owing to the difficulty of obtaining
s passport from the courteous officers of
that delectable office on 9th st., I was
delayed until meridian the following day.
My command was then some eighteen
hours ahead of me, and I had to overtake
them upon as sorry a piece of horsecflesh
as one could well imagine. That animal
was nearly the death of me : he was some-
what rough and shook me until evers

joint in my body was loose and my teeth

attled in their sockets, Complaining did

no good, and I determined to let no trials
rafle my good nature. By careful in-
quiry along the road I was enabled to
trace the party across the Pamunkey, the
Mataponi at Mantua, on through Essex,
hali-way through the adjoining county.
Towards evening of the third day I was
fortunate enough to strike the trail, and
in three hours after reached the end of
my equestrian journey.

‘That night we bivouaced on the Pian-
katank, some twenty-five miles from its
mouth. The boats were in the water in
readiness for sailing, while the men, se-
creted between two hills, lounged about
upon the grass, or cooked their rations
by the bivouae fire. Lt. Wood, the com-
mander of the party, was off on a recon-
noissance, and did not return until the
following evening, at which time imme-
diste preparations for departure were be-
gun.  We knew then, for the first time,
that our object was to capture one of the
Yankee blockaders by boarding herin
the night. At 4 o'clock the men were
called to quarters, arms inspected, and
ammunition distributed, and, after prayer
by Mr. Wood, the boats were manned.
The crews were in fine spirits, and witlr
muffled oars rowed rapidly and silently
down the stream, sending out no noise
save the rippling of the waves around
the cutters’ bows as they ploughed their
way through the water.

About 10 o'clock the mouth of the
river was reached, and the boats were
halted for an hour to rest the men and
issue instructions for the attack. To-
wards midnight we were again in motion,
pulling cautiously towards the spot
where the gunboats usually lay. it was
& warm, quiet, starlight evening, with
hardly a breath of wind afloat. Upon
reaching the mooring ground the steamer
was nowhere to be seen, and no trace of
her was visible. As we were searching
for her, however, a signal light some mile
or 50 away showed us her position, and
s0on afterwards the sound of machinery
tld us she was in motion. This was
contrary to her usual custom, and seemed
&vidence that our coming had been made

nown by spies and traitors on the shore;
and, a3 jt was ‘impossible to board her
While under way, nothing remained but
for us o return ‘and wait a more favora-
'llt’é‘npportunil.\'.

_Tarning up "the river, keeping out.of
tight under the wooded banks, we pulled
some fifteen miles and entered the mouth
of a creek with high shores on either
side. Here the boats were secreted, and
wen and officers, thoroughly exhausted,
threw themselves down on the ground to
tleep. Daylight soon came, and with it
the sound of an approaching steamer,
uaking her wa directly towards us.
From this Lt. Wood naturally supposed
we had been seen, and that the steamer
) His plan of battle
was quickly formed, and was an excel-
nt one. Sending the boats high up
the croek for protection, he ordered Lt.
Hoge, with the main body of men, to fol-
aow them on land, keeping about a dozen
;ll‘h'n With him at the mouth of the creek.

¢ Yankees, if in pursuit of us, would
undoubtedly follow the boats, and we
uld thus get them between two
fires and possibly cut off their retreat.—
Upon reaching the creek the steamer
vime to anchor and sent ashore - five
boats, containing some eighty men. Our
en lay ambushed in a small coppice,

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stafl. The steamer also commenced
shelling the woods, and the fire was k

up until the boats were in, when she, too,
hastily retreated down the river. From
the Phihdc;l‘fhm Inguirer, of the
20th, received since, we learned that
the Yankee Captain, Hotchkiss, was
killed, and-several of the men ‘Wound-

ed “by guerillas.” We have ascer-
tained also that the Yankees were

orant of our presence, and came up
the river to destroy the house of Mr.
Jones, now a pri r in the Old Capitol
prison. On the way up, early in the
morning, they had desolated the home
of Mr. Hutchins, carrying off everything
possible, and shooting his stock’in the
tield. . *

That evening we pulled up to our
original starting point, and by dark had

the wagons came they were put upon
them, and we started across the country
for a new scene of operations.

Worn out by hard marching and se-
vere labor, it was necessary to give the
men a day of rest, and it was not until
the 19th that we reached the Rappahan-
nock. -Theboats were again launched in
Meachum’s Creek, just taside of Gray’s
Point, and about ten miles from the
Chesapeake. Just at the mouth of the
river is a small bay or cove, called But-
ler's Hole, in which the blockaders usu-
ally run at night for a safe anchorage.—
The river is some three or four miles
wide. Upon the opposite side is Stingray
Point, from which the land runs down
into Mobjack bay and the mouth of the
Piankatank. There are two sets of block-
aders here. Off the mouthof the latter-
mentioned river the steamers helong to
the “North Atlantic Squadron,” while at
the Rappahannock they are from the “Po-
tomac Flotilla.” They communicate with
each other, however, and are near enough
to signal at night with blue and red
lights. At this time three steamers were
off the Rappahannock—the Currituck,
the Reliance, and the Satellite. One or
all of these we were determined to have.
It was about 6 o'clock in the evening
of the 19th when the boats were again
manned, and started down the creek.—
The sun was just setting as we entered
the Rappahannock, and at dark we were
running under the dim shadow of the
wooded shere. Tt was a beautiful night.
The land loomed up in the dark, the river
ran calm and placid to the bay, the stars
shone in the sky, and in the East bright-
er than”all hung the crescent moon.—
Added to the picture was a line of black
boats, filled with armed men, creeping
snake-like over the water, prepared to
spring upon the foe whenever he came in
sight. Late in the night Lt. Wood called
the boats alongside his own and gave in-
structions for the attack; then, after a
fervent prayer, we pushed out into the
bay. From pickets on the point we
learned the steamers lay some three miles
out towards Butler's Hole, but after a
careful search they were not to be found,
and we were forced to return without ac-
complishing anything,

It was daybreak when we entered
Meachum'’s Creck, and js half an hom
after the boats were moored in their
formier hiding-place. The next night we
tried it, but with no better suecess,  Fri-
day, the next day, we remained inactive,
hut Saturday night resolved to try azain.
It was late {n the night when we
hauled out into the stream, and once
more ran down towards the bay. Tt was
just such an evening as before, but there
were signs of an approaching storm. As
werounded Gray's Point the air was still
and sultry. The crescent moon, blood
red and clouded, stood upon the tops of
the trees, the stars shone dimly, the dark
pines threw a solemn shadow upon the
water, and from the shore came the theu-
sand night sounds of bird and insect.—
Presently the sky became obscured, and
a northerly storm rose rapidly. Behind
us & black cloud towered into the sky,
from which came frequent flashes of
lightning, and short gusts of wind began
to agitate the waters. Before reaching
the bay the storm had come, and we
were tossing upon the wuves like chil-
dren’s boats, while the wind whistled
with fury around our ears. :
Upon reaching Butler's Hole a flash
of lightning showed the blockaders a
short distance ahead, their black hulls
rising from the water, some two or three
hundred yards apart. The boats were
now ranged alongside each other and the
plan of attack made known. There be-
ing two of them, it became necessary to
divide our forces, and consequently Lu
Wood, in the second cutter, and Lieut.
Hudgins, in the first, were to attack one,
while - Lieut. Hoge  and Midshipman
Gardner, in the third and fourth cutters,
were to take the other.
white badge around his arm to distin-
uish him from the enemy. Everything
geing in readiness, the four boats pulled
towards the steamers in line of battle. 1
was in Mr. Wood's party, in the boat
with Lieutenant Iluti.gins. We pulled
slowly and silently on. When with-
in about fifty yards the sentinel on
deck sang out his ‘boat ahoy.”—
Mr. Woéd answcred in some unin-
telligible words, and then ‘we gave way
strong towards them. We had the star-
board bow, Mr. Wood the port. It was
2 moment of anxiety—almost of misgiv-
ing. If the Yankees were aware of our
approach, destruction was certain. There
was no retreat now-—death lay in the si-
lent guns ahead and in the mad waters
around.  The waves Imd increased, and
the sea was fast lashing itself into fury.
Long black lines started from the horizon,
ran towards us like some huge leviathan,
for a moment zaised us in the air, then
rolled un{‘in the dusky distance. The
sentinel's hail was thesignal to give way,
and every man put his whole s to
the oars.© Our boat nearly sprang out, of
the water at every stroke, and shot over

mediately manned, and we pulled over
to his assistance; but Lieut. Hoge had
done the work well before our arrival.
He had met with more determined spirits,
and had to encounter two or three de-
serters from our army, who fought well.
Captain Walters, of the Reliance, was
also a brave man, and did everything
possible to save his ship. Upon the first
alarm he sprang forward to slip the cable,
but was met by Lieut. Hoge, who rin
forward to encounter him, and wasalmost
instantly shot through the body with a-
pistol. At the samejtime Licit. Hoge
received a dangerous wound through
the neck, and fell . e the water-
tank.  Although ®unded, Captain
Walters aprang to pllot-house and
i blew the whi-ile t@get help from the
Satellite, but he was soon secured.—
There was sharp firing on the detks,
both with rifles and revolvers, during
which Midshipman Cook, who was fore-
most in the fight, received a wound in
the side, and one of the seamen was shot
through thearm. Several wounded Yan-
kees lny.around the decks, and one negro
was stiff in death. i

In fifteen winutes after the attack both
vessels were secured, the prisoners were
put in irons until they could be confined,
and the wounded taken below. The new
crew went to their work readily; the en-
gineers got- up steam, the firemen took
their places, the pilot was at the wheel,
the quartermaster on the deck, and the
officers at their posts. Everything was
made ready for sailing, the boats were
hauled alongside, the anchor raised, and
justasday wasdawning the C. S. steamers
Satelliteand Reliance got under way and
stood up the Rappahannock. About sun-
rise the anchors were dropped off Urban-
na. Bongmrax.

ON BOARD STEAMER SATELLITE,
Rappahannock River, Aug. 30, 1863. }
As [ remarked in my previous letter, the

work of clearing the decks of the steamers

and of eecuring the prisoners occupied but
afew moments. The menimmediately after
took their positions, and a stranger wonld
have supposed the crew were engaged in
the regularroutine of daily duty. The boats
were made fast astern, everything was hauled
taught on board, ropes coiled up, and guns
prepared for a fight., Licut. Wood was on
board the Sateilite, and, Mr. Hoge heing
wounded, Lieut. Hudgins, the seeond offlcer
in command; was put in charge of the Re-
liance. He was ordered to follow close after
the Satellite, which was to be taken up the
river by Pilot Moore. The engineers, Messrs.

Bowman and Tennent, soon got up steam

and reported the vessels ready to move. I

was on the Relianceat the time, having gone

there to attend the wounds of Lient. llfngc
and Capt.-Walters, both seriously hit, and
lying side by gide in the cabin. The former
was the first upon her decks, and fought
with great daring; but, alas! just in the mo-
ment of victory he was struck in the neck by

a pistol ball, falling upon the deck close be

side the Yankee Captain. Midshipman

Cook was also hit by (wo balls, but as the

wounds were slight he insisted upon doing

his duty as soon a8 the flow of blood was
checked. A deserler from our army lay dy-
ing upou the deck,and three or four Yan-

Kees and negroes had wouunds trom cutlass

or pistul.  Oan the other veszel the wounded

were more numerous, bot they were attend-
ed by the Surgeon’s steward cn the steamer.

None of our men were hurt on board of

her.

Just as the first gray streak of dayap

veared i the east the Satellite moved out,

lhlluwed clusely by Lieut. Hudgins, ‘Phe

run up oceupied some three hours, and a

litile alter sunrise we dropped the anchors

off Urbuona. The first thiug was to get the
wounded and prisoners ashore. Midship-

man Goodwyn had charge of this, and in a

short time all were landed and deljvered into

the hands of the cavalry waiting to receive
them.

I should here mention that on the day we

launched our boats in Meachum’'s Creek, Col.

T. L. Rosser, solong and so favorably known

to the publie, brought his regiment down to

co-operate with us, This was exactly what
we wished, and no better officer could have
been selected for the service, or one who
would have given greater satisfaction to us.

His regiment, the 5th cavalry, was raised
rincipally from the counties around, and

Enew every path and by-way in them. Upon

his arrival we felt secure from any demen-

stration on land.

With the assistance of Mr. Goodwyn, I

soon got the wounded on land, aad had them

carried to “Roseguild,” the residence of Mrs.

Bailey, where comfortable beds and rooms

were provided for them. I[thus had the

wounded of both vessels together and could
better attend to their wants. The Yankees
had no medical officer with them—only two
surgeon’s stewards, both of whom seemed
ignorant of their duties, and not inclined to
assist even their own men. The ladies of
the suirounding country soon began tu col-
lect at the house, and they gave me material
assistance. Late in the evening a boat was
sent ofl' for me, and I went on board the

Satellite, leaving the wounded in chage of

Dr. Nicholson, of Middlesex county, a gen-

tieman well known in Virginia. To his pro-

fessional skill the sufferers are muck in-
debted.

Meantime the prisoners had been takes by

the cavalry and were on their way to Kich-

mond. .

Unfortunately for us neither of iucse

steamers had beyond a fewhours’ coal. The

Currituck, the remaining steamer on this

station, had gone up the river to coaly, _.in-

tending upon her return to relieve these for
the same purposc. Lt. Wood determived,
however, to make the most of the litue on
board. Expecting ai encounter witl the

Currituck, Col. Rosser had furnished thom

his regiment Capt. Clay’s company of Sl.a:})-

shooters, to assist in the e;xsngement should
we meet her. Capt. Fendall Gregory, and

Lt. Nanp, of thesame rqaiment, also accom-

panied us. Owing to the difliculty in getting

a sufficient amount of steam ugon the Re

liance, we were delayed until dark before

starting, but about 8 o’clock got under way
aud ran down the river. But something was
out of order on the steagner; she co not
be pushed above two knots an hour, and lost
steam as fast as a littls could be gained; con-

uently she was soon far behind. We
ﬁm an hour for her to come up, and then
found her so disabled as to be of little use
belore extensive re; could be made. Lt.

Hudgins was therefore sent back with her,

and we went on alone. <

the day. The sea still ran high, and the wi
increased in strength. About night three
sails made their appearance.in the bay, all
beating down upon the starboard tack di
rectly towards us. We made cut towards
them, .and for an hour or two chased the
larger of the two downto Gwin’s Island
and the mouth of the Pi ank. About
9 o’clock she was ov. And proved to
be. the schooner Golden Kod, laden with
coals, from Baltimore, and bound for Maine.
The captain and crew were the most sur-
prised men I ever saw. The other two sail
(schooners bhoth) had anchoped just inside
the point, and thede were ed up upon
our return. They were Two Brot!
and the Coquefte, anchorsw from
Philadelphia.  Both had a Rumber of very
fine anchors and cables om board. Taking
the three in tow we ran ughUrbmm ain,

i TUESDAY, Aug. 25th.

Early this morning I weat ashore to carry
the wounded some few captured luxuries,
taken from the prizes. Mr. Hoge was doin,
very well although his wound was painful.
Capt. Walters seemed failing : his symaptoms
were had. The deserter was dead, and an
old boatswain beyond recovery. Ensign
Sommers, and purser’s steward,; Stavey, were
both doing well. The ladies were assiduous
in their endeavors to make all comfortable,
and I am sure the wounded will ever cherish
Kindly recollections of their care.
We remainced a few hours at Urbanna, then
again ran down the river and laid under lee
of the land, some two miles from the bay,
waiting patiently for “somethingto turn np.”
The sea seemed to be higher than before, and
we could see the white foam caps flash in
thelight, and the heavy breakers dash upon
the beach with their coniinuous, saddening
roar. It was too much for the Satellite—
the elements were against us. From a picket
we sscertained the Carrituck had arrived off
the Piankatank, had eommunicated with the

shore, and afterwards steamed rapidly in the
direction of Fortress Monrvoe, Weknew,
then, she was aware of the nature of our ex-
ploit, and had gone for aid {o pursne us.-—
Sure enough, laterin the evening the hlack
smoke stacke of tliree large gunboats beeame
visible in the distance, ;

Had the weather been favorable Lieat.

Wood intended to have run out before the
steamers came up; but the pilots decided
the sea was too rough for our engines. This
being the case, we had the choice of an un-
cr‘ml tight or a reireat up the river. The
odds were too great for the former, and so
wae headed (or Urbanna.

Meautime Lieut. Hudgins had arrived
with the Reliznce, and was coaling trom the
schooner. Upon necaring them a Loat was
sent aliéad to show who we were, aud in an
hour after we, toe, were alongside them.
The storin now burst upon us in allits fury,
and the wind shricked arouud us as if all the
sca-demons had been turned loose, Although
nearly twenty wmiles fiow the bay, the waves
were higher than I sapposed they ever were
fu the river.  The wind-veered to the North-
ward, and the weather turned intensely cold.
That night the ebarpshooters were sent
ashorve to their command, and we lay at ain-
chor,

WEDNESDAY, Aug. S6th,
This morning the stora cleared away, but
the weather was chilly and the river rough.
A pilot was obtained from the shoreand pre-
parations were made to run up to Port Roy-
i}, where the steamers sud the prizes conld
be dismantled. The larger schooner drew
eleven feet of water, and this the pilot
thought teo much to be gotten up without
difficulty ; so at daylight ehe was fired. Tak-
ing the other two prizes in tow we started
on, pilot Moore bringing ur tie Rellance
close behind.  After a few miles he brought
her alongside the Satellite, aud the two then
worked together, makiug quite good time
against the strong ebb tide and the high
headwind.
About 10 o’clock the weather moderated
alittle. The sun came out, and the wind
died away. The run up was quite pleasant,
and I enjoyed fully the beauty of thescenery
along the route. T donot know of a more
beantiful river In this country than the Rap-
ahannock. The shores are high. and slope
rom the hills behind gracetully down to the
water. Well cultivated farms on either side,
splendid residences, with patches of wood-
land here and there to throw a dash of gen-
uine nature into the scene. The Confederate
flag was flying from the SateHite, and from
some old bunting on board, the officers ot
the Reliance improvised a smnall flag of the
new pattern—the white ground with battle-
flag nnion. Our advasice caused considerable
excitement on the route : the people did not
know what to make of it. Some stared.in
mute astonishment, others thought it a trick
ot the Yankees, others again greeted us with
enthusiastic'cheer,s The sun went down just
as we entered Port Tobacco bay, its soft I‘ight
lingering for a time npon the hazy hillsides.
The picture that was then presented us was
beautiful beyond description, and will linger
long in some niche of the mind where mem-
ory shall hang it. ‘

A short run from here brought us 1. Port
Royal. There soma of our troops we 8-
tioned, with a battery of artillery. Wewere
hailed from the banks and warned ot to
surprise it for fear of receiving a few shets
before our character could be made kgown.
A bont was therefore sent ahead, and :n half
an hour after we dropped anchor just Jif the

Early in the day Lt. Wood went asLore to
report our arrival to the commanding officer.
W%owere very kindly greeted by all and
promised every assistance in dismantling and

etting ashore the cargo of the prizes. The

roops at this place were the 47th and 4Sth
Alabama jments, with s fine battery of
Napoleons, the name of which has escaped
me. They had been here some days, and
acted as a proteetion to a train of wagons
foraging in this vicinity. The Yankees were
some fifteen m'les from here, at King Gmc
C. H., where, it is said, they have a conside-
rable force of cavalry and infaniry." On
Tueeday a skirmish occurred near King
George C. H., in which the ememy were re-

ulsed, lenvlng ten dead nponthe fleld. Our
ron was slight—some two or three wonnded.

D e dayseveral parties of ladies came
offto visitus, some of whom ized the
