Both vessels were captured on the night
of Saturday, the 22d inst., and not Tuesday,
as at first reported. It has been common for

giues out of gear. rendering them useless.

‘NAVAL DEMONSTRATION FRUSTRATED.

At 53 o'clock on Tuesday night, w
moon shiniuny brightly and every piro
2 most propitiots: season, the Admiral, ac-
companied by his statl, left tize flagship and
raised his pennant on the mouitor Weehaw-
ken, all the preparations having been wade
during the day for a demonstration on the
city of Chariestoun. 2

Ai 9 o’clock at night the tieet moved up
the channel, foillowed Ly the Ironsides aud
the gunboats Mahaska and Ottawa.  The
moon was then obscured by elunds. and the
atmosphere getting hazy, with a high wind,
the change in the weather was almest instan-
tancous, aud in a few minutes it beeane
gqually, and before 10 o’clock there was quite
a gale of wind from the northeast, which
rendered it necessary for the fleet to come to
anchor within a mile of Sumter.  From 10
to 12 o’clock we had gqualls in rapid succes-
sion, when a steady rain, with astrong north
cast wind, sct in and continued until day
light,-when the wind suddenly chanzed to
the west, the elouds cleared away, aind by S
o'clock we had a caltn sea and a thorvouch
abatewent of the storw. o

The Admiral cont’nued in the vicinity ot
Sumter until 2 o’clock without being dis
covered by the enemy, when he gave an or-
der fo retive, too much thuwe having beon
Tost, and the weather being too nupropitious
for the prosecution of the enterprise.  As
the vesscls turned to leave three shots were
fived at thé Patapsca from Fort Moultyie, all
of which missed their mark.

CONDITION OF SUMTER.

The shelling of Fort Sumter had been dis-
contiuned for nearly a week, it being regard-
ed as a defunct concern, the last guu having
heen toppled trom its parapet a week ago by
Gen. Gillmore'’s 500 pound Parrott.  On Sat
urday, however, the rebels were obsery ed to
bring to Sumter a schooner load of caiton,
and-to be busily engaged in building tra-
verses with them on the only corner of the
parapet which seemed to be uninjured. Just-
alter sunset on Saturdry evening it became,
evident that they had mounted a gun there,
two shots having been dired from it appa-
rently to obtain the chanuel range.

There being still sowme ghow of life in Sum-
ter, it was determined by Gen. Gillmore to
agrain open his sicge guns upon it, and Sun-
day morning the Naval battery, How nnder
counnand of Lieut. Reamy, and the $60-
pound rarrott, recommenced the bombard-
ment. They coutinned all day on Sunday,
and resumed the work again this morning,
having caused the disappearance of both the
traverses and the gun, and still further dis-
tigurcd the mass of ruins. ; -

"Phe appearance of Sumter to-day is that ot
a vast ruin.  ‘The rear wall is a crumbling
wass of debris. The wall faeingr the sca,
which presented sucha beautiful and ;uzljvs_-
tic appearance, with not less than forty clear-
ly-detined port-holes, has had its face sp
thoroughly cut up and excoriated, and its
apertures 80 multiplicd, that it has anap-
pearancee through the ghas of a broken and
disfigured - mud wall. ‘The parapet on all
silles Is gone or in fragments, and Sumter
may row be regarded a8 no longer existing.
Its flag has been shot away a dozen thnes,
but as often replaced, and now a small rebel
emblem floats ou the eorner towards the
city.
