I have hut little to add to my po-tscript of this
morning, touchingthe lightlast nitlit in Lookout
valley. Thisvalley lies west of the mountain of
that nam.-, and between it and Raccoon mountain,
and is drained by Lookout creek, which empties
IU waters into the Tennessee ashort distance be-
low Lookout point.

The attack was made under orders soon after
midnight, -'*\u25a0 Gen. Jenkins,commandingHood's
division. Thecolumn which had arrived in the'
afternoon from Bridgeport did not proceed to
Brown's ferry, where tta. new pontoon bridge is
laid, but slopped two miles short of it, on thewest
side of Lookout creek. It was this column that
lieu. Jenkins attacked. Lane's, Beiming's, and
Robertson's brigades were posted on the right, so
as to hold in check the forcesal the ferry, should
ihey attempt to go to the relief of their friends;
whilst Jenkins's old brigade, now commanded by-
Col. Bratlon, moved up tbe valleyto the left, aud
fell with great violence upon the column encamp-
ed in that direction. The attaca was furious
and very successful. Hampton's Legion, (infan-
try,)Col. Gary, got upon the enemy's left flank,
forced it back upon the centre, captured hiscamps
and wagontrain, and finallygot in rear of the left
wing. In tbe meantime the lore.-, at Brown's
terry were put in motion, and were pressing down
to tli-'reliefof their flying comrades, 'ihey were
in such numbers, and the ground was of laich a
character, that it was found impossible to hold
them in cheek; whereupon Gen. Jenkins recalled
Bratlon, now pushing the foe back in great confu
slon. Theorder to withdraw was not givenany
100 soon, for the forces from Brown's .ferrywere
within three hundred yardsof the onlybridgeover
Lookout creek by which the Confederates could

.retreat when the last of Bratlon 'a brigadepassed
over lt. Law, 8.-iining, and Robertson did not
become hotly engaged,and suffered but slightloss.

Bration's brigade, oa the contrary, lost nearly
400 in killed, wounded aud missing. Amongthe
kill-d was the intrepidCol. Kilpatrlck,ol the firm
South Carolina. A few ofour wounded fell into
ihe hands of the enemy; this was inconsiderable iv
anight affair. Tbe loss of the enemy must have
been heavy. He was notprepared lor the attack ;
was thrown into confusion, and bis Uses doubled
back upon each other, so ihst the same ball from a
Confederate gun mightdispatch two or three men
at the same time. No wagons-were brought off,
though anumberof mules and horses werekilled.
Hampton's legioncaptureda flag,which was saved.
Amongtbe twentyor thirtyprisoners taken were
representatives from two army corps, tbellth aad
12ih, from th-.Potomac.

Aa intelligentTexan scout went within a short
distance ol Iheenemy'sfield hospital thta morn
Ing,and he reportstheir wounded at from 800 lo
1,000.

Our guns oa Lookout shelled the road to-day
alongwbich ihe enemy's trains and artillerywere
moving towards Brown's ferry, aad compelled
their infantry force <to change theirpositions more
than once.

The guns engaged in
the artillerydael with the Moccasin batteries yes-
terday were aot Alexander's flee parruttsas re-
ported; they were taken up to day, sad wBI rea-
der the eaemy's po-dilon In Lookout valleyun
pleasant,If nothingmore.

Aa Heroic Old illan.
Thefollowing letter was not written for publica-

tion It Is from a soldier, nnd Isespecially Inter
eslingas describingthe endurance and exploitsof
an old man in our cause. It is published in the
Mobile Tribune :

HEAD.)-ASTERS MaNloal'.LT's BbIOaDE, I
Missionary Ridge, Oct. 12, I>-G_. ]

I presume you know Father Challon, a Catholic
Priest of Mobile. Well, he has a brother, anold
man of perhaps sixty years, who is a member of
r.apt. Hurler.-, company. Thia old man was in
Kansas when the war broke out. He immediately
turned his steps homeward, und coming across a
Louisiana regiment he joinedit asa private. Gen.
McCullnugh,with whom the regiment was, hap-
pened to notice this braveold man, and also seeing
bow cheerfully.hi* bore the latigues and
camp and battle, offered him a staff appointment;
but Mr. Challonrefused it, preferring lo light asa
private in the ranks until he could find some of
the Mobile or Alabama troops. This was not
effected, however, until he got to Corinth with
Price's army. Boon altar be was transferred to
the '-Mill Ahhama regiment, Company A, com-
manded by your fellow citizen, A. Hartel, wherehe bas remained eversiace, discharging bis duties
faithfully and well; so much so, indeed, that he
was noticed by the General of the brigade arid
other officers, with whom he was a great favorite,

-and many was the time that he might bave been
noticed sitting around tbe General's fire in free
conversation with lhat officer, always eager for
news, and when he obtained any lhat was good
would hurryoff lo impartit to his regiment. Bat
for the incident:

lt was onthe evermemorable day of tbe 90th of
September (battleofCblckam tnga) tbat Mr.Chal-
lon took bis place in the front ranks to attack tbe
enemy in astrongposition onahill. Gallantly did
all act on thta occasion, but conspicuous among
those bravemeu was die subject of this anecdote.
They rushed on.erivlngthe enemyfrom hta breast-
works, capturing three pieces ofartillery, Ac; but
Ibe enfilade fire from tee right aad left was so
very heavy teat we were obliged to tall back ?

Here Mr. Challon fell with his thigh broken. Lt.
Higl *. > passingbyaad seeing hta condition, ten-
dered him assistance, but the eld manwaived him
off, tellingbim to yo aadwhip theYaakees aad let
him alone, that h. woaM uke rare at himself.
We moved on, leaving the litter bearer- to lake
care of the deadaad wounded; but In n few mo-
rn-.Nt» the newsreached as that the enemy had set
fireto tha wood* by their guns,aad lhat the wound
ed would all ac burned toSouth.

Beveral officers Immediatelyvolunteered to take
a partyaad rescue the sufferers. Tbey hastened
to the spotaad succeeded ia saving all our meu,
bat aot until someof them bad beea aeorch-d ?

Amongthese tatter waa my old friend, who urns
manfullybattlingwith ibis aew enemy. He had
crawled some distance ttamthespot wherebe tall,
aadmaavof tba surgeons think that he, la theer
efforis, brake hta thigh entirely, that was oaly
fractured iv the first instance hy the hell. Tta*
old man Is still alive, aad strong hopes are enter
