The Recent Eagagement of General
Chalmers in Mississippi.

A correspundent of the Atlanta Appeal, writing

fiom Holly Springs, Miss., gives an accouunt of the

of Gen. Chalmers lo that vicin-

fty. Heesays:

Gen. Chalmers’s whole force, having been rein
forced by Richardeon’s command with six pieces
of artillery, passed through Holly Springs Saturday
last, en route (it was thought) for Colliersville,
Tenn., on the Memphis and Charl railroad.
A portion of his forces encountered a colunn of the
enemy at or near North Mount Pleasant, in Mar-
shall county,and drove them back. Reaching Col-
liersville they surrounded it and Chahwerssent in a
demand for the surrender of the p ace. The Fede-
erals refused, and Chalmers at once engaged them.
‘T'he place was garrisoned by a portion of’ General
Sherman’s corps of infantry from M and
about one hundred cavalry. After a scvere engage-
ment he took the place, captured a train, which
was burnt, about one hundred horses and mules,
tore up the raitroad track, destroyed all their com-
missary stores, captured one handred and thirty
prisoners, most of whom were cavalrymen, and
fiteen wagons and teams. ‘The number of Yan-
kees killed and wounded could not be ascertained,
but it was ouepostd to be heavy. One Yankee
€olonel was known to have been killed, whose
name I could not learn. Our loss was seven or
eight killed and thirty orforty wounded. The Fed
ersls receilving reintorcements from Sherman’s
forces Chalmersfell back to Byhalia.

About three o’clock yesterday (Sunday) Gen.
Philips, with 3,000 cavalry and eight pleces of ar-
tillery, passed through Holly Springe in a full gat
lop. They came in on the Salem road and weat
out on the same road that Chalmers and his troop
did the day before. One mile north of this place
Philips @ividad his forces—one column taking the
Hudsonville road, and the other the road to North
Mount Pleasant It was at first suppesed they
were endeavoring to get in Chalmers’s rear, bui
it 1s now generally Lelieved both columnas formed a
junction at some point north of here, and are now
eagaging Chalmers at Byhalia or in that viclnity.
Cannonading has been heard in that direction at
Intervals during the entire day,and much anxiety
is felt as to the probable result. Gep. Hatch, with
500 cavalry, camped last night at Cbism's place,
only two and a half miles from town. They left
early this morning, but it IS vot known where
they have gone..
