rally swarming with Yankees, who, to adopt
the expression of ome of the wounded,
seemed to rise up out of the ground. In
this fight their artillery was used wifh great
efliciency, and, unlike what hag hitherto
been their practice, it was used at shorter
range than usual. Part of the time the con.
flict was hand-to-hand, and it was in this
manner that the most of our men were
pressed upon by overpowering numbers
and compelled to yleld up to them.

It is regretted that our artillery were not
supplied with shrapnel shot, as it is believed
greater destruction ‘conld have been done
with them than the solid shot which were
used. Never were guns more stubbornly
defended or more efficiently mancenvred, and
charge after charge was repulsed hetore the
enemy finally succeeded in capturing them,

At one stage of the battle the Impetuosity
of Gen. Hayes led him into the very heart of -
the enemy’s ranks, and before he was aware
of it he'was hemmed int on all sides. Draw.
ing his sword and putting spurs to his horre,
hedashed through them, and finally escaped,
capture. In his flight he leapeQ a parapet
of considerable helght, and plunging his
horfe into the river reached the south bank
of the Rappahannock uninjared.

Col. Peck, of the 9th Louisiana regiment,

Gen. Longstreet, however, who from the peak
had carefully watched the march of the 11th éorps,
determined to make an attack for another puipose
—namely, 1o eapture, if possible, a large park 81
wagons and Hs escort, numbering, as was sup
posed, from fiteen hundred tc two thousand men,
who still remained fn the rear. It subsequently,
appeared, although it was nos known at the time,
that the advaace guard of the 12th corps had
wmoved up afterdark and taken position in the same
loeatity. To Hood’s, or rather Gen. Jenkins’s di-
vision—he dbeing the ranking Brigadier—was as-
signed the hoaor of making the attack, but owing
to the rugged nature of the road the troops could
not be marched to their respective piaces until a
late hour In the night—probably between twelve
and one o’cloek.

The situation at this time was as follows: The
enemy were In the neighborhood of Brown’s Fer
1y, on a line of hills parallel with the river; Gen
Law’s Alabamians and Robertson’s Texans on the
same range of heights, one mile and a half this
side, and nearer to Lookout Mountain, while Gen.
Benning, with his Georglans, bad a position on
the Jeft of the two brigades last named, being in-
tended as a support to° Col Bratton, commanding
the brigade of Gen. Jenkins.,

P These commands covered as it were the bridges
on which they had crossed Lookout “Creek, at the
same time that they threatemed the line of 1he
enemy at Brown's Ferry, to prevent a movement
from that direction. Col. Bratton, with his six
regiments of South Carolinians, cousisting of the
First, Col Kilpatrick, Seccond, Col. Thompson,
Fifth, Col. Coward, Sixth, Lient.-Col. Steadman
Palmetto Sharp shooters, Col. Walker, and Hamp
ton Legion, Col. M. W, Gary, now moved down
the valley a nrile or more to the left to attack the
supposed rear guard and cagtare the much envied
wagon train.

Skirmishers being thrown out, the Federal pick
ets were soon encountered, and these falling back,
the enemy were found in line of battle. hnsuml
of being surprised, they instantly opened with
heavs vollies, and 1t required but a short time to
reveal the fact thae instead of a paltry body of men
one brigade was fighting a whole division belong-
ln% 10 the 12th Army Corps of Virginla.

At this juncture, in consequence of the pres-
ence of the enemy from the direction of Brown’s
Ferry, heceafter explained, a peremptory order was
recelved from Gen. Jenkins, through Col. Bratton,
to retire to the bridges.  ‘The tidings counld searcely
be belleved. Guuy, bir his characteristic manner,
took the courier to a fire light to ascerlain whether
he was not “‘demoralized,” but the courier, cool
and collected, told his name and the company, and
repeated the order to “fall back !’ Victory was
already inour hands; the enemy whipped beyond
peradventure, and the fruits of success in onr pos-
session ; yel there was no other resource than to
obey the command of the chief Officers and men
alike participated In the general feeling of relue-
tance, and the discipline of the brigade, always ad-
mirable, never was putto a severgr test. The
wmovement rearward, however, was slowly made,
Cotonels Walker and Coward forming a tresh line
of battle at varlous futerva's, and the Hampton
Legion shooting the horses and mules, which, be-
tng unharnessed, prevented the removal of the
wagons. ‘I'wenty or wore prisoners were also
srought away by Colonel Gary,together with a
captured flag.

eanwhile the enciny in the vicinity of 8rown’s
Perry, consisting of Slocum’s corps and Granger’s
corps of the Western army, numbering probably
between 9,000 and 1 , seeing the attack of Col.
Bratton, rapidly marched np the valley,one column
aiming to intersect the long interval between Jen-
kins’s brigade and that of Gen. Benning, and there-
by cuat the former off trom the bridge, and the other
column moving to attack the line of Gens. haw
and Robertson.

Some Curtovs DevELOPMENTS of How THs
YANKEES DisPosk OF THEIR CONTRABANDS.—The
St. Louls Republican (Abolition) contains sonre
rich exposures of what the Yankees do with the
negroes who fall into their hands out West. The
article must read well in Boston, Where the man
and brother elevateth his horn to the utmost.  We
make an extract from it:

Ltis nottrue philanthropy whicli has inspired the |-
AbolitionIsts in their. conrse wiih regard to the
Routhern negroes. With them the question has
veen, noi how many slaves would be henefitted by
abolition, but how much it wonld lrritate and ha-
rass the slaveholders and contribute o the gratifi-
cation of a sectional malice. Daripy the present
war thousands of negroes have been released from
servitude to sheir masters, but we say unhesitat
ingly that In uine cases out ot ten, h"n‘m ina far
gr:ater fatio, tha change has heen positively lnjn-
rious to their condition, morally and physieally.
How many af the contrabands are better provided
for than they were in slavery? How many are
niore useful to society ? How many are happler?

It has been developed during the progress of
military events in the lust two years that trading
in negroes is not an uncommon kind of specula-
tion among Nogthern men i Federal service.—
There 18 a ease of a superintendent of contra
bands at Catro, who was diseavered 10 be extep
sively engaged in this business, and was finally ar
rested for selling o young negro for 50 to his mas
ter In Kentncky. On beigg detected, ghis sharper
divnlged upon others,among whom was a chaplain
whom he aceused of having sold eighty. Contra
Bands have been exchanged for cotton. A Massa-
chusetts Republiezn paper relates, in the following
langnage, an instance of the sale of o aunlafio boy
fora pig:

¢ A few days ago we were at & place where a
pretty eolored lad, about Tifleen years old and al
most white, was busyiug himseli. One man®usk
ed, * Whose negro L2 that 2 *He belongs 10 sicha
man,’” was the reply. _“Wheie did lie come from 2

tz.that was worth five dollars.” Such taik in
K]:’ws:lchusaxs sounds badly, but we haveé reason
to believe that it was tiierally true.”

Officers In the army, after having enticed ne-
groes from their Southern homes, and kept them in
camp until they ‘have jound them Indclent and
worthless, have taken or sent them North, and
turned them adriftto starve or beg. Abundant
cases of this kind have occurred. Bome of the
Northern cities are ayerrnn with “ireedmen.”’—
Many, perhaps, ave diposed Lo wask, but such are
kept in the same menial condition as wien they
were slaves, and few of themn are so well treated,
fed, or clothed. Few receive wages like other
hired laborers. I they get sick they are saifted
off’ upon the corporations. If they break thedaws,
to do which they are so tempied, jail-doors fly
open (o receive them. They are employed whgn
they are profitable, but if useless no more regard
1= paid to them than te other paupers. 1tis a iaqgl,
apparent and undeniable, that there is less sympa
thy for the negro at the ﬁuvlh than in the Southern
States. .

The contraband camps, established by thg Gov-
ernwment, have been litile else than pous of idle-
ness, squalor and disease. We shudder to think
of the scores of handreds of blaek men, women
and children whose miserable deaths are attributa-
ble solely to the change in their condition produced
by the war—1to their own helplessuess, and 1o the
neglect and indifference of those whom they in
their ignorant and strange faith, looked upon a3
their benefactors and friends. In the citles they
wander ubout in poverty and despair untll they
sicken, and the cold ground shuts them in fiom a
colder world. The negro is finding fieedom to be
a fallacy, and himself a sacrifice  to the pliiless
pluhlnlzmpy of the Abolitionists.

Jews anp SPeccLaTorRs.—The Atlanta Register,
in some very sensible comments under this head,

His cries
frightened the asaasging nnd cansed them to
run off.  Biack afterwards walked home, was
put to hed, and Dr. Waring called to see
him. He lingered tiil Saturday night, when
death ended his eutlerings. ’I‘he Jury rem- |
dered a verdict in accordance with the facts |
narrated, sad the police are now endeavor-
ing to ferret out the mnrderers.

A Nut Vender, on Franklin street, yester- |
day morning paid 2 soug sum for violatiog '
he new market ordinance.
