It will be observed that when the “sixty
million” tax colleclors come around, the
party indebted for taxes can pay thewm in
coupous of the bonds for the loan of a thoue
sand million. The bonds, of course, will be
sold for Treasury notes, and these Treasury
notes will be withdrawn from circulation.
When the tax gatherer comes, the tax payer
maust go to the Commissioner and buy the
bonds, in order that he may thereby obiain
the coupons. This we regard asan excellent
feature in the plan. Itis asort of compul-
sory funding which bears more lightly upon
the tax-payer than any we have yet seen pro
posed. There are other features, too, which
appear to us worthy of high praise, espe-
clally that which abolishes all distinctions
of Treasury notes of different - dates,
and that which recommends a separation

" between the Lwo functions of the Treasury
Department. The department of: issue—
that department which furnishes the cur-

. rency—ought undoubtedly to be kept sep-
arate from that which merely transacts the
ordinary business of the Treasury. Con-
vinced, as we are, that nothing but a resolute
system of taxation can redeem the curren.
cy, we yet look upon the proposals.in this
scheme as wortby of all consideration by
Congrese. 3
