Nothing has occurred here since the date of my
last communication deserving of notice. 1t is not
considered Improbable, however, in official circles,
that the enemy will make a movement of som®
kind In the next few days. There can be no doub’
thal Sherman will have arrived with his entire
force gt Stevenson or Bridgeport by the end of the
week, and it Is not to be suppos2d that Gen. Grant,
i7 he Intends to resume offensive operations, will
fail 1o put his army in motion at as early a day as
possible after allowing his reinforcements time to
reat and prepare for the work before them. What
that work {s—whether an attack upon Lookout, or
a movement upon our left In the direction op
Rome—we shall probably know by the end of the
month—possibly by the end of the week. If nel-
ther the one nor the other, then the only alterna-
tive left him will be to go late winter quarters.

In my letters of the Sth and 11th lnst, attention
was called to the condition of the horses in this
army, the limited supply of animals, the conse-
quent necessity of taking proper care of those em-
ployed iIn the public service, and the propriety of
enm‘rlln. brood mares from impressment. It was
stated also that the matter of the supply of horses
was then engaging the attention of Gen. Bragg. [
have since learned that he has issued a most ex-
celient order upon the subject, the object of which
Is to correct some of the abuses now existing in
the army in regard 10 horses nnd forage. T'he or-
der announces that officers and soldiers wilt be al
lowed to keep the number of horses for which
they are allowed forage, and no more; and no per
son not allowed forage, will be permitted to keep
a horse or a mule, without a speeial order from
army headquarters. The following is the allow-
ance of mounted men to different headquartersand
staff officers :

Corps headquarters, one company of eavalry.

Division headquarters, one company of cavairy.

Brigade headquarters, three couriers, to be fur-
nished «rom the company at division headquarters.
Corps and division quartermasters and commis-
sarles, two mounted messengers each; brigads
quartermasters and c fssaries, one nger
each; and regimental headquarters, one mounted
orderly.

No oihers are allowed, and all public horses
awd mules now in possession ot forage masters,
and all, whether public or private, in possession of
guartermaster, commissary, and ordnance ser-
geants, and clerks and other persons not allowed
hy the order, are to be wrned into the Quarter-
master’s Department, under penalty ,of lmpress-
wient of the animal and charges agaiust the offen-
der.

‘I'iere are many officers inthe ariny who kecp
more horses than the regulations allow, and many
persons who k ep horses at the public exnense
who are not entitled 10 have any. Indeed, the ne
cessity ot the order will be apparent upon the
statement of a single fact within my own know-
fedge, viz : That a detailed man in one of the de-
partments mentioned above keeps three horses,
and yet is not edtitled to keep one.  If the oider
ther,and cutdown the allowanee of

THE GETIVERURG CRNEVERY CRLEBRATION—THE
APRECRES.

The Gettysburg cemetery dedication was en-
trely Yankeeish. The Star’ Spangled Sanncr

Seward was also serenadéd, and made a speech,
in which he announced that he was “sixty years
old and upwards,” and that forty years ago he fore
eaw, ‘“‘opening betore this, people, a graveyard
that was to be filled with biljthers falling in mu-
fual political combat.”” - 4 10 his hope that
this_would be ®he last o wits on this
contlnent, old Peckeniff gave the following pic-
ture of the expected subjuagation of the Sonth :

“Then we shall know that we are not enemies>
but that we are friends and brothers. Then we
shall know that this Unjon Is a reality, and we
shall mourn, I am sure, with sincerity, equally
over the grave of the misgulded, whom we have
consigned 1o his last resting place, with pity tor his
error and with the same heartfelt geief with which
we mourn over his brothers,by whose hand, raised
In defence of his Government, that mlquld’t-d bro
ther perished.””

The big gun of the occasion, of course, was the
Hon. Edward Everett, of ““Bosting,’’ that second-
ary and most disgusting edition ang representa-
tive of the Pilgrim Fathers. Afer giving three
columns to the battle of Geltysburg, he mentioned
the question of “State Rights,” which caased
that batle, in very few words, and begged his
hearers pardon for noticing ““this wretched absurd-
ity.”?  About the present feeling in the South this
man sald :

“1 do not belleve there has been a day since the
eleetion of President Lincoln when, If an ordi-
nance of eecession could have been fairly submit-
ted to the mnss of the people, in any single South-
ern State a majority of” ballots wonld have been
given in its tavor. No, not in South Carolina. I
i3 not possible that the majoriry of the people, even
of that State, If permitted, without fear or favor,
1o give a ballot on the question, would have aban-
doned a leader like Pettigra, and all the memo:ics
of the Gadsdens, the Rutledges, and the Cotes-
worth Pinckneys of the revolutionary and consti

tutional age, to tollow the agitators of the present
day.”?

With the stiff eorpses of one thousand two hun

dred and elght eightv men lying in a semi-circle
around him, kitled sead on the field for the ex

press purpose of giving the lie to all such state

ments, this Massachusetts Yankee stood on the
platform at Gettysburg and read alond this printed
folly. He follows it by a little truth, however
which we eredit to his account:

“In the next place, if there ure any present who
believe that, in addition to the cffect of the miti

tary operations of the war, the eonfiscation acis
and emancipation proclamations have embittered
the rebels beyond the passibility of reconcitiation,
I would request them to retlect that the tone of the
rebel leaders and rebel press was just as bitter in
the first months of the war, nay beforg a gun was
fired, as it Is now.

Atthe preseat
day, if there Is any diserimination made by the
Contederate press in the affected scorn_hatred and
conumely with which every shade of Bpinion and
sentiment in the loyal States i3 treated, the bit-
terest contempt I8 bestowed wpon thome at the
North who still speak the language of compromise,
and whao condemn those measnres of the Adminis

tratton which are alleged 10 huve rendered the re-
turn of peace hopeless.””

Exadtly. ‘The hawred and contempt for the
North has not In three vears abated oge jot of
tittle, nor will it in thiree hundred.  There are re

fugees and exiles from the frontier who have not

had a home for three long years, and who have
shffered untold privatlons, and who to-day couldn’t
buy a good sized pocket-handkerchilef with all the
mouney they have indhe world, and yet these men
have not abated a shade intheir hatred—that is the
word—for the Noith. Eveirett thinks the old #ag
and Butler are very desirable to the South :

“‘I'he weary masses of the people are yearning
to see the dear old flag Hoating again upon the
Capltols, and they sigh for the retura of the peace,
prospenty, and happi » Which they enjoyed un-
Ger a Government whose power was felt only ia
its blessings.”’

He forgets the ““weary masses ’ of the North
who aie havirg daily strikes for wages that they
may get food, the soldiers’ wives and sewlng”
girls in New York who, at a meeting there a few
days since, sald they were not getting enongh to
eat, and the political prisoners in the Yankee bas-
tiles who are pining away under a Govermment
whose power Is ¢ felt only In its blessings.”

BANKS’S EXPEDITION TO TEXAS—HIS LANDING.
The Philadeipia Inquirer, speaking of the
Banks expedition to T'exas, gives the fullowing ad-
dltlonal particwlars of the demonstration :

General Banks’s expeditdon, which reeently set
sail from New Orleans, has safely landed in Texas,
near the mouth of the Rio Grande. This river i
the boundary line between Texas and Mexico, and
has been the channel of a large contraband trade
between the rebels and thelr abettors In Mexican
territory.

General Magruder, it appears, had expected that
General Banks’s expedition would attempt the
capture of Sabine Pass or Galveston. Accordiugly
he eoncentrated his forees along the extrems north-
eastern borders of Texas for the defence of these

State.
