Davrox, Ge., Dee. 24, 1863,

It is not known whether Gen. Hardee wili re-
main in permanent command of the army ; but tf
he should do se, then it will be necessary to assign
Major Generals to the command of the corpa tuto
which it Is divided, since he takes rank amoug the
junior Lieutenant Generals. Of the officers of
this rank the following Is the order of theirap-
pointment, o wit: Lougstreet, Kirby Sarith, Polk,
Holmea! Hardee, Jacksen, Pewmberton, Ewell, A
P. Hill, and D. fI. Hill. Tbink of Jackson und
Hardee coming after Hotimes, and barely taking
precedence of Pewmberton !

Geu. Hardee has a'rcady dectined the command
of the army, exeept temporarlly. He thinks that

one of our very ablest officers should be assigued
to duty here, and hi= modesty forbids him to be-

lieve that he: is the proper person for the position.
This Is the third time that .
. e tha q.: Brogg aeked

the battle of Mutfreesborc’, the ust after
the battle oi Chlekamuauga, and the third aud tast
tune sinee the disaster at Misei nary Ridge. Ina
few days [ propose to prepare 1 raview of his last
Campaign, cowmencing with the evacuailon of
Chattanooga and ending with his retirement from
the command of th: army.

The enemy has retired from our front across the
Clilckamangs towards Chaltauooga, having burut
the town of Ringgold, d.stroyed the rallrcad
biidges. torn up the track, beated sad bent the fron
bars, and laté waste the country along the route of
hin retreat. This movement wonld seem (e decide
the question as to Grany’s future intentions, at
least for the winter. As he cannot advancw in the
direciion of Rome during the winter montis, 8o he
cannat move by this rouie without the aid of the
raiiroad which he has been destroyyng. This may
be a ruse, however, intended to throw us off our
guard uutil he cap accumulate supplies and trans-
portation for a forward movement. [t has been
suggested that the Federal plane mmay embrace an
advance upon Virginla through Bast Tennesser,
and @ junction of the arnmies of Crant and Meads
under the walls of Richmoad. But snch an un
dertaking is hardly piaciicable, especially (o mid
wintes. [t is more probable that heavy demion-
strations will be made {n the direction of Knox-
ville, wiih a view to frightening Loogstreel from
hie prey; and it may be that & retnforeing column
will be sent to therelief of Burnside. Indeed,our
cavalry scouts report that forces are already in mo-
tion for that dest:nation, having, at last accounts,
reachel the neighborhood of Charlesten. -

Nothing has been received from Longstreet him-
seil for severnl days. That he has opened fire
upon Knoxviile thera can be bt littie doubt, but
with what resuit {s not known. le will probably
retreat in the dicection of Bristol and Lyuchburg.

The repulse of the enemy by Gen. Cleburne was
at Rioggold Gap, in Taylors Ridge, about ene
mile this side of Riuggold. Gen. (leburneinforms
me that the lo~s of thie encmy was fully 4,600, and
that his own casualties were very few, his killed
heing only thirty. Waving checked the pursuilt of
the enemy uutl our trains could retire, Gen. Cle-
hurne followed on, leaving, cecessarily, his kiiled
aud twelve of his wounded iu the Lands of the
foe. He captured, 58 has already been reported,
thiree flags sod about three hundred prisoiers.--
According 10 the report of tiese prisoners, Gens.
Girant, Thoma:, and Haoker, were ull preseat ui
the atlair, baving eome out, doubtlees, 1o wiiness
the Lumiliation of the Confederates. They dis
covered,however, that Bragg’s ariny was uot the
routed and demoralized rabble they had imagined
it 10 be, and consequently they abandoned the
puirsuit, and fell back upon Mlissionary Kidge.
‘They wers not ambuscaded, as was at Grst re-
ported. ‘'The fight was an open, stand-up afair,
1w which the enemy had the advantage innnmbers
and Cleburs® in positicn. .

Gen. BrecRinridge bas been relleved of his com
mand with this army. Gen. Hindman is éxpected
Lere b a few deys, when he and Gen. C'heatham,
being the two ranking Mujor Generals, will be as-
signed 10 the command of the two corps of the
army.

Tle situation secs to he this: Meade findiug
himself unable to force Geueral Lee back towards
Richmond by a mere display tn his front, has re
tired certainly behind the Rapidan, and repoit says
he Is tearingup the rallway between the Ruppa.
hanneck and Rapidan rivers, and preparing to go
bebind the Rappahannock to winter hls army.

Our army is in it old position and preparing
comfortable quarters for the winter, if, indeed;
Generals Lee and Meade shall permit them. “The
roads, however, are now as hard as pavemeuls, and
the weather though quite cold has been clear for
the last few days, and the winde have been just
high enough to assist the sun’s rays in the drying
process.

A Post-Office has recently been estabiished to go
along with this army as it moves. Captain John L
kubank, formerly In charge of Eubank’s batwery ln
this army, and Secretary of the last Va. Conveu-
on, 1 posumaster. e has gone 1o wosk In earnert
aud Is dischargiug the duties with grest satisfue-
tion. These are avout ten thousand leticrs sent
from the Post-Office esch day and as wany re-
ceived. This keeps the smployees—eagh! clerks—
quite tasy from early mora untl long past
midnight of each day. In this connection
I bave been requested by Captaln Eubavk
to call attention to a8 matter which way be of some
practical benefit to the soldiers. It Is this: At
the present time there sre not less than four hun-
dwxruupnld letters remaining in the army post-
office for soidiers, and a large number of newspa-
pers itpon which the postage has not beean prepa’d.
Now, it 50 happens-that neither each soldierin the
army, nor one from every company, hut only one
from euch brigade, known as be brigade mail
eagrier, visits the army post-offics dally to receive
the mail. These ufail carrlers deciive to take
mail matter on which the postage is unpaid. The
result is, these lotters and papers uever reach, to
the great annoyance of those to whom they are ad-
dressed, and 10 the postpoflice, on whose hands
they® accamulate In farge and unwieldy packages.
Cannot sttention be called to thie fact by all the
papers? It wilt be doing the soldiers a service.

The Kiege of Charleston—A Hopeless
Yankse Aecount of It.

The New York Tmes has a long editorial upon
the slege of Cuarleston which §z  exceedingly
cheertul reading to the Confederate public. We
eopy It entire :

For several months the advices fram the viciui-
ty of Charleston have uniformly been to the effect
that we should scon have the gratification of an-
nouncing its fall; that Fort Sumter was battered
to pleces, and must surrender without delay; and
the public heart has beeu made slek with deferred
hope, until now it has eecased to believe any pre-
dictions of the captuie ,or demolition of Charies-
ton.

Fort Sumter, we will venture to say, will not be
taken by the present line of approact: und mode of
operation.  And what milltary object 15 to be
grined by lis capture?  We already perfeetly conr
wand the entrance to the harbor, o that blockade-
running Las entirely ceased; we could cammand it
uo better were Sumter In our possession.  Nor,
if capiured, would it be practicable (o put (here
the heavy guns that would be needed 1o operate
upon Charieston ; for they couid not weil be trans-
ported to the ruin and mounted, under the ilie of
the numerous rebel batweries tiat line Pullivan’s
Island and Fort Johnzon. Evenif guns were sue
eessfully placed in position, we suonld be but five
hundred yards nigher the elty than now ; aud Par-
sott rides throw Into it with perfect eause from
Curamings’s Polut, where they are already estab-
Ished. Nor does w seem that Sumter esn
oe =6 eusfly taken as some have thought.—
Not enly are Fort Johusen and the worke
an Sallivan’s Istand aimed with very heavy bat-
teries, but the shoves oi the c¢ity and even ig
wharves are mounted with the heaviest guns in
possession of the Confederates. Azafast these the
army hasnopower whiatever 10 act. One assault
has already beeno made upon the ruins with
very unsadstuctory  resulis—the  whole party
feil tuto a decided wrap, and auy other would
probably shave the same fate.  Althongh harmlesa
for the oficnce, it still has resistive powerof a very
sirong chaiacter. The lower tier of casemates
cannot be destroyed ; for the rubbish of the upper
tiers of the work have o covered them that even
e heaviest shell have no power to penetrate o
thewr. A few men, comparatively, can sl so
shelter thewselves that no assailing party ean find
cover from thelr deadly, beeause close, tire, and
artillery fire added to this would make the ruins of
Suinter bat llle safer than the erater of a vol
cano, Buccess In an assault is therefore very
doubtfu!, and it would be folly to run the exceed-
ing risk of a fullure when success can give uo de
cided military advantage. We may chate and fret
because our tag is not hoisted over those hattered
walls ; but disaster would annoy and damage us
wore, and assurediy the dictates of public opinlon
and feeling should uot be followed when likely 1o
lead to grief.

The tarthier progress of operations in the harbor
is now, as betore, a questioo for the moenitors. It
avase futended that they should pass these bat
terles—if they have not dene g0, certalnly no fauit
ean be found with Gen. Gillmore for the falluie.—
Aud we do not believe thal ¢he monitors will un
dertake this task. The delays that have ensued
sluce Bumter was deprived of ite teeth seem to in-
dlcate that the futire gives uo promise of better
fruidon thaw the past, Let it be repeated—we
~doubt whetuer tie monitors will attempt to yun the
gauntlet into Charleston harbor. Al they ean ae-
complish will be to burn Charleston; they canuot
destroy the batteries that defena it, but they can
burn the ciiy—and Gen.'Giilmore can certalnly do
that from Cuinmings’s Polnt, without exposing our
lron-ciads to the prospect of loss. In fact, the
blockade of Charleston harbor heing perfect, any
other gawe Is not worth the powder,und the public
riay as well cease to expeet any news of any such
success ax it has been led to hiopge for.

And why shoald Charleston be hurned? Whot
military sdvantige would we gain by burning that
abominablcicbel city? Unless we can take pos-
session of the ground on wbich it stands, we
achieve or acquire nothnung by its deatruction. Feor
assuredly in no case could we be guilty of any
each attoclty as that recently perpetrated by the
Engllsh against (he unprotecied Japanese city of
Kagosima—where, merely to giut a wild and sav-
age lust for vengeance, they suddealy opened their
artillery upon, and battered or burned (o the grouad,
a city of 150,900 inbabitan‘s. Charleston is now
pmhnbl{ sbout deserted of iis popnlation, and
were a bhombardment necessary it wonld resatt ina
very limited loss of life ; but éven ns regards pro-

erty we shall to the end earry on this war with a
orbearnnce ai.d magnanimity unparalieled tn the
aunals of the world’s wars,

When the batterics that surround it are destroyed
then Chatleston will be surrendered; butto expect
that the hatbor und all the strong woiks around it,
and e command of the ludispensable rallroads
that contre at Charleston, wilt be glveu up to save
the city, or will be vielded less readi'y after its de-
structon, is an idie and unfounded expectation.—
Wheu a pait of the great military advantages now
hald by the Confederates shall have been won by
and transferred 1o us, then ths -safety of Charles-
tou may be bartered tor the remainder. Until then
tet us walt patiently, particalarly as there is no
reasonable prospect of .our impatience hasiening
the end for which we hare & long and se vainly
looked. s

On the night of the rob-
bery Tibeta was very drunk, and, becomin
insulting to his room-mate, was kuocke
down and we!l bled. The prisoner admitted
that he entered the store dnring the night
because of the brilliant gas-light, which in-
duced him to beleve that the store was on
fiee, but denied having opeuned the drawer.
The Commonwealth proved, however, that

there were drops of blood in the drawer, and
khe presumption is that they came from the
prisoner after belng kunocked down by his
room-mate. The Mayor, after hearing the
evidence, romanded fhe accused for a far-
ther hearing before the Hustings Court.

Criminal Trials —During the past twelve
months, in the Hustings Court of the cit
of Richmond, Judge Wm. L. Lyous presid-
Ing, there have been two hundred and four-
teen cases of felony disposed of.  Of this num-
ber one huudred and seventy-five have actu-
ally been tiied, and thirty-nine dismissed by
nolle prosequi. Of the trials, we think at
least seven-elghths have been convieted. Of
the thirty-nine discharged, they were not
brought to trial because of the absence of
witnesses in distant camps, the deaths of
witnesses or principals, snd the fact that
where pariies were indicted In seven or
eight offences, they were scnt to the peni-
tentiary on two for long periods. Aunother
remarkable fact is that most of the crimi-
nals are from other States, and several of the
nutaber are paroled Yanlee prisoners.
