He was not in favor
of giving our President too mauch power, for
he really thought that he was a little too
f-nd of power, rather inclined to enecioach,
but still be had confidence in his patriotism
and integrity, and thought that the Secreta-
ry of War and the President could have no
other motive to actuate them than to keep
up our armies to an efficient standard, with-
out ruin td the industrial pursuita of the
country.

ment service, there was a check upon them
calculated to retain them in employments
where their services were more valuable
than they could posaibly be in the fleld.

Mr. Foote, of Tenn., thought the proposi-
tion of the gentleman from 8>uth Carolina
proceeded upon a wrong basis. He was op-
posed to the bill of the gentleman for the
reason that he believed Congress fally com-

To sum
up, then, 1 think Hook-r out-geaeraled Gen. Lee
in the choice of a position, but failed to realize
success for three obvious reasone—first, becayse
of thé absence of his cavalry; secondly, Lecagse
Jackson out-generaled him in the flank move-
ment, and in nothing more than in the great rapid-
ity with which it was executed; and thirdly, he-
cause of the failure of Sedgwick to unite with
Heoker.
