Aud all for what '< Because
tnev are called oa to serve their country aa
well as the poor, ragged, hard-lighting vete-
i :.'.?.» of Lee, Johnston, and Beauregard, to ,
whom they owe it that they have not long i
ago been atrlpped of everydollar thatthey
have in the world, and made theservants of
heir own negroes aad the mockery of the

white scoundrels with whom they are asso-
ciated. Let us not be understood as em.
I;racing in these remarks all or even the
larger portion of the substitute hirers.? .
_J._e of them, a largo portion, accept their
_.te with cheerfulness; others, quite a lar-ro
body, were compelled to procure substitutes
by anecessity inferior only in its exactions
to absolute duty.

inga conscription law. Assuredly, it is not
ao bad now as it was when McCl.llan lay
around this city with an army of 150,000
men; when every hour a disaster which
might throw it open to his advance was ex-
pected; when the Governmentwas preparing
to save itself by flight, and Congress, after
hurrying through a conscription bill, just in
time tosave the country, did actually aban-
don their posts, and fly like a rabble of mi-
litia bafsna a charge ol cavalry.
