The intelligence by the Central train last
evening added nothing to the military iofor-
mation from the army of Gen. Lee and the
Valley. The status of neither army had un-
dergone any change.

THE WRECK OF THE STEAMER VESTA-
FULL PARTICULARS.

The following account of the wreck and
destruction of the blockade runner Vesta is
taken from a letter written by our quondam
correspondent ‘“Bohemian,” who was a pas.
senger on board upon bhis retarn from
abroad:

EE I

Sunday, (Jan. 34,) waa wearing
rapidly away as we lay off The town of S3t. Georges,
steamn was up, and everything in readiness fof
departure when the order should be given. It was
8 little after 4 o’clock before the anchor was
weighed, but In a sbort time thereafter we passed
along the town, windicg among the little islands,
down by the scowling black-mouthed guns of the
fortress, straight through the narrow pass whih
opcned out into the broad Atlantic. On we went
over the heaving waves, farther and farther from
the fast receding shor.s; dusky night-shadows
gathered over the sea, dcepening every moment,
until the land grew dim and indistinct, and the
“s'lll vexed Bermoeth$s” was hiddem from: our
view. When the stars come out there was nothing
but sky and water; and then our “homeward
bound”” sea voyage was begun. Two days and
nights of good sailing followed with scareely a sail
to turn us from the proper eourse. The third day
out, however, our troubles began. The weather
grew heavy, the sea rough, and several sall were
seen and ran from  The next day, and the next,
were both stormy, and the sun was not & moment
visible. We had then reached the cruising grounds
and were chased here and there in every direction.

The Vesta was a new iron steamn:r, with double
engines and screw, well fitted up for blockade run-
ning, and had on board a valueble cargo belonging
tothe Government. Under full stcam she could
make twelve or fourtten knots,and I am confident
the latter speed was made for two or three hours
when chased by Yankee eruisers. A sister ship to
the Ceres, she was an admirable craft, and upon
ail occaslons condu ‘ted herself with marked pro
priety, walking rapidly away from all strangers
who offered ahy uncalled-for attentions. Satar-
day, Janusry Oth, we had a serious chase, and were
driven far to the southward before night came
and gave us an opportunity of head.ng azain to-
wards the land. Thls we expected to make betore
day—in time to run In under the guns of Fort Fisher
betore It was light—but after running in till nearly
sunrise no land appeared. We had gone too far
during the chase to make the return distance in
ptime  Heading out again, we ran some half an
hour, and then, no cruisers being In sight, the en.
gines were stopped and the ship hove to. The
sun came out and a chance offered to get our posi_
tion, but the Captain was asleep, and the 1st of.
ficer (Tickle) made an attempt with the scxtant,
but nothing definite camae of it. It was supposed
we were some five and forty miles off Cape Look-
out, but whether we were or not may be classed
among ‘*histofical doubts.” Well, not to make
my o1y oo long, here we remained until about
midday, when a steamer came In sight and Imme
diately bore down upon us. Scarce y had we got
under steam before two more steamers hail discov
ered us and joined in the chase, Of course we
now had to run for it. It was Impossible to go ag
tuli speed without showinga black cloud of smoke,
and, as soon as this became visible, we had the
whoje biockading fleet down apon us. They
sprang up upon cvery side, as if by magic, and in
haif an hour we were completeiy surrounded.—
Capture seemed certain, and there wias no chance
of escape except to run the gauntlet. This was
determined upon, and on we bowiel etraighg
through the fleet, eleven steamers fast closiug in
upon us. Three or four ahead wore running across
our bows, trying to cut us off, as many more on
cither beam, bearing down upon us, and the rest
coming up astern.

At length they opened fire ata distarce of nearly
& mile, firing their bow guns, still keeping on thelr
course. The shots fell all around us, but for a long
time none struck the ship. Nearer and nearer they
caine, and then, when only half a mile away, two,
on the bows, veered around and gave us a broad-
side. This was repeated every tew moments, and
this In reality proved the means of our escape;
for the time lost in turning gave us the lead, and,
slipping betweer the two ahead, we ran thg
gauntlet of their fire, and in a short time every ore
of them was left astern. The firlng still continued,
and one shet passed throngh the ship, but doing
litle damage. Dark came on, slowly enough it
seemed to us, and finally wo were hidden suffi-
cienuy to change the course. All our. pursuerg
passed by us, and, completely doubling on them,
we turned ns was supposed again towardg Wil-
mington. It was a bot fice fer a time, and for ovey
Iwo bours we were 8 target for Yankee gunners.—
Fighty-seven shots were fired from all the ships,
but, providentlally, no one on board was injured.
Capt. Eustace managed tho ship well, and duricg
the hottest fire ran up bis flag 10 show defiance.

Free once more, another attempt was made to
rup in ; byt now, [ am sorry to say, our greatest
trfal came. Captaln Eustace, during the action,
had visited the Jockers a little 100 often, and just
in the first moment of eur trlumph became quite
under the influence of drink. The pilot, Adkins
was very drunk, hopelessly so,and Mr. Tlcklc:
the lst officer, completely stupefied with liguor.—
It was a sad state of things, and In a short time
thereafter occasioned the loss of the poor little
Vesta. Puiting the ship upon a course, the Cap.
tain sat in a chair upon the deck and slept for over
an hour. The pllot was in the cabin, and the
Istofficer unfit forduty. The 9d officer was at
the wheel, where he had been from early in the
day, and not one officer of the ship was on lookout.—
When I went en deck they were not o be seen,
and Mr. Perrin, of the navy, and a few of the men
were walching for the enemy. When the Capmn' {
woke he changed the course towards the land, and
about $0’clock In the morning we cam® upon it.—
With great difficulty the plliot was got on deck, and
put 1u charge of the ship, at the same time, he says
he asked the position, and was told we were m{ 1
miles north of Fort Fisher. “Then,” sald he, «I
know where 1 am,” and he gave a course. The
Captain’s statement is, that he nskea the pilot if he
recogoized the land, and his reply was that ‘“he
knew ft well.” [ give both stories, leaving all n.

The Senate met at 13 o’clock. 0
On.motion of Mr. Sparrow, of La,the

Mr. Phelan, of Miss., introduced a bill to
aboiish the otfice of third Licutenant of in-
fantry. Reférred to the Committee on Mui-
tary Affairs.

The Scnate resumed consideration of the
bill to provide for the auditing and payment
of claiws in the Staté of Mln?ulppf‘ which,
on motion of Mr. Haynes, of Teun., was re-
cominitted to the Jadiciary Committee.

The House bill to preveunt the procuring,
aiding, and assisting of ‘persons to desert
from the army of the Confederate States was
considered and passed.

The 'bill to amend an act to establish a
mode of authenticating claims for money
against the Government, not otherwise pro-
vided for, was passed.

The biil to impose regulations on the for
eign co umerce of the Confederate States for
the public defence was taken up, and, on
motion of Mr. Clay, transferred to the secret
calendar. .

On motion of Mr. Clay, theSenat o resolved
into secret sessloa.

The House yesterday passed the following
bill reported from the Committee of Ways
and Means:

A Brrrto be entitled an Aet for the rellef of Tax-
payers in certain eases

T'he Congres of the Confederale States do enmact,
That when cotton or other gmpeny subject to tax-
ation in money shall have been burned or other-
wise destroyed by authority of the Government,
before the explration of the time for the payment
of the tax thereon, the tax-payer may apply to the
district collector, who shall investigate the facts
and make report thereof to the district collector
who may, if satisfied of such destruction by Gov-
ernment authority, rewmit the sald tax.  If the tax
in any such case shall have been pald in advance,
It shall be refunded by the State collector. The
tax-payer ¢hall in everysuch case have the right of
appeal to the Secretary of the Treasury.

See. 2d. That the Secretary is authorized to sus-
pend the collections of the tax in kind in all cases
where the crop out of which such tax was to be
paid has been taken by the ¢nemy or our army or
offjcers without compensation, and also to suspend
the coljection of all Confederate taxes where the
property hias been taken by Confederate soldiers or
officers without compensation, until such compen-
sation ehall have been made,

The following bill from the same commit-
tee was also passed : -

A BiLt to be entitied an aet to authoriae the issue
ot ceruificates for interest on the rifteen Milllon
Loan.

The Congress of the Confederals States do enact,
That the Sceretary of the ‘I'reasury be, and he is
bereby, acthorized to cause certificates te be
issued in such form as he <hall devise, for the
futerest whizh shall aceruc in the registered stock
Issued uader authority of the act passed Febru:ary
28th, 1361, eutitled **An act to raise money for the
suppore of the Government, and to provide for the
defence of the Confederate States of America,”
the said ceruficates ehall be prepared and signed
by the Register of the Treasury in favor of the
persous respretively in whose names the said stock
shall be stauding oif the books of the T'reasury, vr
their order, at th: derignated period, and shall be
sent by him to the Treasurer, Assistant T'reasurers,
and Lepostiaries located at the places where said
interest is payable. ‘I'ne said certiicates shall be
countersigned by the Treasurer, Assistant Tre«-
surer, or Deposi ary by whow they shall be deliv-
ered, and shall be receivable in payment of export
auty on coiton in the aame manner as the coupons
of the bonds lssued under said actof Felruary
28th, 1861, now are.

The bill providing for the compensation of
certzin civil officers and employees in the
President’s office and executive departments
of the Government, was laid on the table.

The Judlciary Committee reported back
the Senate bill changing the timeof the regu
lar ineeting of Cougress to the 1st Monday
in May, with an amendment fixing the time
on the 13t Monday in April, and recomwunend-
ed its passage,

Pending its consideration, the House went
into secret session on the gpecial order.

THE LEGISLATURE.

The Senats had another short session yes-
terday. |

A bill was introduced to incorporate the
Virginia - Porcelain and Earthenware com-
pany in Augusta county.

A resolution, remonstrating against the
passage by the Confederate Congress of an
act conscripting all persons between the
ages of 16 and 53 years, and recommending
our representatives in Congress to use their
efforts againet the passage of such a law,
was properly referred. Adjourned.

In the House a bill was reported for the
extepsin of the jurisdiction ot the corpora-
tion of Danville.

A resolution of inquiry was adopted for
directing’suitable hospital accommodations
at Stauuton, in lizu of the deaf and dumb
and blind institution now occupied.

The bill for theeenrollment of the State
forces was next called up, extensively dis-
cussed, and daring the consideration of the
subject the House adjourned.

THE CHESAPRAKE “PIRATES”—THE WAY HER CARG)
WA@ DISPOSED OF.

The Boston Journal, in noticing the arrest of
soma of the parties who were concerncd in tL®
capture of the Chesapeake, says:

Two of .he pirates have been arfested in Bt
John. Others,including the leader Braine, were
in the city several days, but owing t> the delay in
issuing the requisitions, resniting from the extreme
caution of the authorities, they gnt wind of the ef-
forts to arrest them and eflected their escape.—
Wade, who was rescued at Halifax, was in com-
pany with one of the men who was arrested, but
the officer having no warrant for his detention, he
was allowed to go.

The warrant f.r the arrest of Braine reached St.
John on Christinas morning. It had been applied
for” three days before, but was delayed by the
amount of evidence required by the authorities,
who moved in the matter with extreme delibera-
tion. The officer nezlected to serye It even then,
giving as an excuse a desire to at énd church and
Braine learning thata warrait had been lasiied,
left 8t. John, going toward Hallfax. He was fol-
lowed by the officer the next dvy, but with nolike-
lihood of overtaking him, until he reached Nova
Scotia, where the warrant for his arrest would be
invaiid.

The authorities of New Brunswick have shown
a better spirit than those of Nova “zotia, though
they have not entered into the work of arresting
the pirates with much zeal. No hope 13 entertain
ed of arresting any of them In Nova Scotla, and
they will all probably get off to Bermuda.

The Americans residing in the Provinces have
been active and ynremittiog in the ¢fforts to recap
ture the Chesapeake and arrest the piratew,a d'it
13 through their exertions and those of thé Ameri-
can Consuls that anything has been done to puni=h
this case of glaring piracy. The obtuseness of
public ventiment upon the subject is remarkable,
considering the fact thut the Provinges arc largely
interesied in shipping, which wiil be very unsafe
property for a belligerent nation like Great Britain,
if the Chesapeake affair establishes a precedent fcr
privateering. Enterprising and unscrupulous sea
rovers,acting under a comipission from the Empe-
ror of Japan, might find fich pickings among the
shipping of the Provinces, and would be fully jgs-
ufiea under the idea ot maritime rights which are
prevalent among our Lastern neighbors.

Of the fifteen pirates who captured the Chesa-
peake nine are keoywn to be Brtish subjects, and
others are probably of the same nation. The Cap-
taln, Parker, under whase orders the act was coig
mitted, and wiio pretended t6 have a8 commissfon
in the Contederate navy, is an Englishmin, namced
Vernon Loeke, well known in the Provinces. The
scucme for the capture of the Chesapeake was
concocted in the Frovinces, and Captain Parker
waited for Lier In a pilot-boat off Halifax, and took
command on her arrival.

At Shelburne ensugh of the cargo waa disposed
of, as has been ascertained, to realize ten tons of
coal and §227 i1 money. The cargo was sold for &
more song—suga:s for threa or four ceuts a
pound, and other articies In proportion. Pipes
of wine were given away. The'liegds of some of
the pipes were knocked {n, and the people of Shel-
burne were allowed to help themselves. They
were in high glee at the cheapness of merchandize,
and some of them expressed the hope that wmany
more American “prizes’? would be brought in. [t
does not appear that the American Consul at Shel
burne teok cognizance of these unwarrantable acts,
and it is more than suspected that hils sympathics
were with the pirates. He is an English subject.

OQur Inforinant says the sympathies of a majority
of the people of the grnvlucn are with the Squth,
But particularly i3 thia the csse In Nova S-olia,
where the pirates will enjoy perfect immuni'y from
arrest, and will only be put to the inconvenience
of evadiug the authorities by the anxlety of the lat-
te’ to have a record which will be at least formally
eorreet, in order to avoid an interaational compll-
cation. It will be readily understood now, wiile
seeming 10 do 8 great deal ey wiil realty do no-
thing.

FUNERAL OBYEQUIES OF ARCHBISHOP HUGIER—TES -
TIMONIALS OF RESPECT TO THZ DRAD. .

The obsequies of Archbishop Hughes, in New
York, on the 8th Inst., were the grandest ever
witnessed on this continent. On the two day®
preceding the burial the body was laid (n statg
uneoffined in St. Patrick’s Cathedral, during wh gh
slme not less than 160,010 persens viewed it. The
New York Times, describing the scene of the lying

in state,saye:

in the centre aisle, near the altar, Is the cata-
falque, a piatform covered with black cloth and
crape, surmounted by a canopy of black and white
cloth, the whole liluminated by six wax taper —
Upon this the body is laid, being,as yet, uncoffined.
The corpse 18 dressed in the robes of oflice worn
by deceased in life.

The under-garment s the dalmatique—~a long,
white robe of lawn; over this the cope and stole
of red velvet, embroidered with gold and silver.—
On his head is placed the wmitre of gold, red velvet
and white satin; upon his wrists are the mniples
of velvet, embrojdered in gold. By tae side of the
body, at t‘ie right, is piaced the golden crozier; on
the left, a massive gnlden cross, and on his breastis
the pectoral cross of silver. At his feet are two
beautiful crosses, mnade of running pine and white
japonicas. The face of the deceased appears as
calm and lifellke as if enjoying the repose of sieep,
tnstead of death,

Tu approaching the corpse gany of the visitogs
knelt and sald & shgrt prayer; others, more ardent
in their deyotion, strove 0 touch some poriion ot
the body or vestments; others kissed the drupery of
the catafalgue, or even tried to kiss the eross or

clothing of the late and beloved Bishop. Many
had little crasses of woad or brass or silver, that
= the ey rate by Lringing in coantact

and cut bim as with eight yards of a pliant d
edged sword. The executioner, subtle in bis cru-
elty, had learnt rot t» roughly withdraw the: lash,
but to dr.w it towards him, s0 as to re-
move fon flaky bands of flesh, the
hook being devised with devilish ingenuity for this
detestable purpose.  The lash was also purposely
long, that it lapped round the body and cut deep
fnto the chest at the sane time that it destroyed the
whole of the back. Indeed, totell youthe whole
truth, my dear, sir, it was well known that the ex
ecutioner cauld, u' he chose, kill any man at one
blow of the knout by lapping him round the lungs
and heart; but, as the “Bourreau” was generally
bribed, he seldom put forth his whole force Whea
the knout was honestly used, the l:‘l-lnnl, ifhe
survived the first blow, usually faipted at the third,
and dled about the fifth, A ukase of Peter the

A TANKER ACCOUNT OF BEAST BUTLER’S VINT TO
PUINT LOOKNUT.
Aletter in the New York FHerald gives what
purports to be t.e particulars of Butler’s recert
vizit to Point Lookout prison.

Was ‘written under the ympression that Butler’s
smart trick had begun the exchange :

At nine o’clock Gen. Butler visited the rebel
prisoners of war—9,750 in number. These braves
represent aimost every State lu the late Amerlcan
Union. ihe presence of ““Picayune’’ was a great
noveity to the fat ragamuffins, who stared at him
with distended eyes and open nostrils.” It was
amusing to hear the rebel comments upon the rebel
tamer. Some ewore that he_ was a ¢
looking man any how”—and it mnst be owned that
the General appeared eiceedi~gly well. There
wa: occasional cheering as he passed through the
streets of the rebel camps. For the benefit of the
inquisitive let me mentinn her~ that the rebels are
confined In a hundr-d acre lot, which is enclosed by
a boa d fence twelve fact in height. The sentineis
march una sort of shelf on the outside of the
fengge, which shelf is about eight feet from the

round This afterncon it was announced that
+Jor Mum‘ord, Gen Butler’s agent for the ex-
change of prisouners at City Point, had come here
with the steamer New York, and that five hundred
rebels were to be taken off in her.  Upon the re-
turn of the New Yok from City Point to Fortress
Monroe she will bear ive hundred of our men from
Richmond. And so the exchange begins,

Gen. Butier, after inspecting the rebel campe,
visited the troops stationed here. He found them
in a good state of efficiency. He also v.sited the
Hammond Hospltals, attended by his Medical Di-
rector, D-. McCormick, and the surgeons of this
district. [um giad to learn that there is not mueh
sickne:s in Gen. Mzrston’s command. There are
afew oases of small-pox, but of a mild type. Mor-
tality frow thia cause s slight. It was creditable
to humanity to ind that the same Bisters of Chari-
ty and the same surgeons who administer to our
own wounded and sick also administer and attend
ar d dress and help the rebel sick and -ore This
did me good. To be sure, thi are different in
Richmond; but ‘et mankind bedf In mind hat they
have another breed of dogs down there.

The prisoners, as a general thing, are well be-
haved. Occasionally there I3 & *'raid’® on the
kitchen. Oaqe of these affairs took place the other
evening; but the cooks defended their eastle with
knives aud hatchets. They killed two and woanded
twenty-five of the rebels.  Five of the eight cooks
who fought this battle were rebel priconers.

Much has been said in regard to the escape of
retiels, and the number who have escaped la a sin-
gle stampede has been buras high as two hundred.
This is all a mistake. Not over torty men have vs.
cap d since the transfer of the prisoners to this
puint. - indeed, thers hayve heen much more deser-
tion among theinfernal New Hampshire substitutes
than among the rebels, and it i3 a pasitive fact that
the former need watching much more than the lat-
ter.

‘The wirk of exchange which hag new begnn
will ba pushed forward with an possible dispateh
«and you can say to the friends of Unlon prison-
ers in Richmond that the day of the deliverance of
the haif starved victims is at hand [ think the
natlonal gratitude should be given to the eofficer
who has brought this ahout.

[Itis thus
described :

About half-pist eleven o’clock Marshal Mu.ray,
accompanied by a sufficient force of detectives,
visited the Ilinnis, and made a thorough and mi-
nute search o' the vessel and {ts passengers. The
Marshal det:iled twelve of his men on board the
vessel for this purpose. The luggage of the pas-
sengers was examined, such of the pussengers
whose personnel or condagt egcited any susnicion

{ were also storyitted ja a search, and svery pficau-

tion was {aken tc carry out to the letier the injunc-
uon of the Government. -

1t is true that the subordinates of the Marshal
could not get at some of the luggage which was
stowed away below. and was perfect'y “uncome-
atabie ' In consequénce of th+ position it occupied
amongst a promiscuous jam of merchantable com-
modtties. The officers of the Marshal accompa-
nied the vessel as far as Sandy Hook, and in the
meantime secured the revoivers and bowle-knices
of those on board, (and all 6 passcazers, with a
few eycepntians, were furnished with these delicate
weapons,) and placed them under the lock and
key of the purser of the vessel, with the under-
standing that they are to be delivered to theiv owa-
¢rs on thelr arrival at their destination.

It was erroncously stated yesterday that each
passenger was r auired to huve & pass. Thisls a
miciané, as the Marshal, atter a proper search, and
finding eve ything all right, s only required to give
a general pass to the captain or agent of the clear-
ing vessel on herarrival ai Sandy Hook or Tarog’s
Neck.
