The passengers of the entire train were now
huddled together in the only remaining car. It
was now nearly two o'clock in the afternoon, and
there were nosigns of the storm abating or of any
deliverance reaching them.

?udden y, however, they were startled lino new
hope by the arrival of a tra if?on the Michigan
Boh hern railroad. It stoppe at tba crossing of
tworoads, on y some four hundred yard* distant,
and it* cenductor sig Ified his readiness to take
p saengersof the Michigan Central train into the
city. The work of tra ssenissj them was imme-
diately commenced, the engine in the mea time
iiiovi g th*- train slowlybackwards and forward to
preventthe enow from drilling around and under.
it. Thedistance between the two trains, near y
four hundred yards, was filled with a drift nearly
ten feel in depth, .iidtomake the passage from one
to the other was awork of great labor and difficul-
ty. The storm was it its height, and the cold so
intense that tlie facesof .he women and cnildren
were frozen alino>t as too i as they came in contact
with the wind?turning white as instantlyas if
ihey hadbeen plunged in boiling water. S arcely
any one made the passage fr m one train to the
other without being badly frost bitten, many quite
Btirtoaaly.

The women and children had tobe carried over
to the other train,and nota few aieu who essayed
itbad to demand assistance. This was cheerfully
render il by volunteers from among the Michigan
Southern passenger*.

The rescued passengers, immediately upon their
arrival at the Michigan Southern train, were made
as comfortable as possible Those who were fro-
zen were promptlyattended to, ladies tearing up
their handkerchiefs and scarf* to rub tbe frozen
feet, face and hands of their unfortunate fellow-
travellers.The Michigan Southern train was likewise
blockaded by the snow. The conductor waa
obliged to leave the car in a snowdrift, and goon to
Chi. ago to acquaintthe people with the condition
of affairs. It waa soon known tbat "two hundred
men, women and children were freeaing to death
within four mile* of Chicago." Sleighs, blankets,
bufTi.lo robes, provision.*, Sic were immediately
procured, and a party started fur the train. The
details of their adventures, althoughvery interest-
ing, would occupy toonm hof our apace Suttee
it to state, that they were all gotten to the city,
though much frostbitten.

Tbe following terrible incident is given in the
Chicago Tribune,o( January 4'h :
