RUNNELS~—THE YANKSE FLEET IAOPERATIVE AT

WILMINGTON.

The British steamship Corsica arrived at
New York Friday, from Havana 16th, vid
Nassau, 18th. By this arrival we learn from
the Nassau Guardian that the steamers Aljce,
Wild Lgyrell, Hercine, Pet, and Despatch—the
latter commanded by the noted Capt. Coxetter, ar-
rived from Wilmington previous to the 16th, ang
that, with the exception of the Despatch, they bad
sailed again for Wilminglon, The Nassau corres”
pondent of the New York ' World, writing on th:e
17th, snys :

‘T'nere is, perhaps, no place throughout the world
where an American—one who is ready to share
the varied fortunes of the republic—issubjected to
more humiliating spectacles than here. The events
<of the'past few days are sufficient to call for the
immediate interference of the United States Gov-
ernment. Nassau,a month since, was as dull as
mideight; tow it is full of the miserable off<cour-
ings of the SBouth, who have ignobly flad from the
rebel cons ripticn, but are ready, at any moment
to defend the Con{rdeucy in the hllllnflgnte an
biasphemy of South (arolina. The saloons and
bar-rooms, and even the lowest boarding-house
near the beach, sre full of these runaways from
the South; but they seem to beli-ve that h re they
can, under the British flag, establiah the superioriry
for which they so long vainly con.ended in the land
of rice and cotton.

‘I'he South seems to view in Nassau a congenial
refuge, and her fugitives have come in hundreds
during the last week (o this port. Yesterday the
rebel steamer Despatch, which 1an the blockads
tiree times to my own koowledge, sailed into the
barbor in the morning with the British flag flying
at her peak. 3te had on hoard the notorous Cap-
taln Coxetter.

TOURTH OF JULY LETTER TO LIVCOLN.

4 On the 4th I sent the followlug to the Presi-
ent :

Hzape’s Azmy or THE PotoMac,
Harrison’s Bar, James River,
July 4, 1863.
To the Presidend :

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of
your dispatch of the 2d inst

I shall mske a sgand at this place_ and endeavir
to give my men the Pepose they so much re-
quire.

After sending my communication on Tuesday
the envmv attacked the left of our lines, and a
flerce batile ensucd, lasting until night. ‘I'hey
were repulsed with greut slaughter.

Tad their auack ded the quencas
would have been disastrous in the extreme, This
closed the hard fighting which had eontinued from
ihe afternoon of the 26th uit in a dally series of
engazements wholly unparaligied on this coutinent
for determinntion and slaughter on both ¢ides.

The mutual loss ln kilied and wourded is enor-
mous - that of the eunemy certainly greatest. On
Tuesday morning the lst, our army commenced
its movement from Haxail’s to this goint, our line
of dvfence there being too extended to be main-
tained by ou- weakened forces. Our train was
immenee, and about4 P. M., on the 2d, a heavy
storm of rain began, whigh continued -;nrlng the
entire day and until the torenoon of yesterday.

The roa:s became horrbie Troors, arifilery,
and wagons, noved on steadily, and our whole
army, wen and mater-al, was finally b-ought safely
futo camp. the Jastof thie wagons reached here at
noon yesterday. The exhaustion was very great,
but the army preserved its moral-, and wou ¢ have
repelled any attack which the eremy was in acon-
dition to make.

We now occupy a line of haights about two
miles from the Jamews, a pinin extending from there
to the river.  Our front is about thyee miles long.—
