man. The gallant resistance, however, which
they made may be shown by a statement coming
from Gen. Rodes himeself : that, riding along be-
hind where their line had been, he thought he ob-
served a regiment lying down, as If to escape the
Yankee fire. On going up, however, to force them
iato the fight, he found they were ll‘ corpses.

General Daniel, advancing, found himself op-
posed to a very heavy force of the enemy, which he
charged and drove back to a raflroad cut running
in a diagonal directd his front and past his
right flank. Here he found, direclly across the
cut, and two hundred and fifty yards to his right
and rear, some of Gen. Hill’s troops, lying down,
while the enemy were firing heavily on his flank
and rear; a batlery, some four or five hundred
yards off; near a barn, ln'lnf speclally troublesome.

tion was created in this city by the report
thatthtwo fureignfcrll, dl;ad bocnw srrested
on the ¢ of leading an n
which existed in this city, whose object it was
to assassinate President Davis, li the
Yankee prisoners, and overturn the Govern-
ment fmen.lly. 'The two men arrested and
committed to Castle Thunder were named
Moses Friedland and A. Heintse. At the
time of their arrest it was promised that in
a few days developments would be made
which would “startle the npatives,” and
which would lead to the arrest of hundreds
of our citizens who were members of the
incendiary association. In duetime the par-
ties were taken before Gen. Winder; but that
funclionary, from some cause or oiher. con
cluded that it was not in his power to dis-
pose of the matter, and therefore turned the
{;rlsonera over to His Honor, the Mayor of
his city. It having been made known
through the public prints of this eity that
Heintse and Friedland would undergo an
examination on Saturday last, the Mayor’s
Court was crowded with spectators, all cu-
rious to know how far this diabolieal plot
had progressed.
