Hon. James Lyons, situated on the Brook
turnpike,a little overa mile from the city,
was entirelyconsumed by fire, togetherwith
allbis furniture, comprising a first class as«
sortment, and a magnificent law library, that
canuot be replaced in the Confederacy. The
fire was the work of an incendiary, and had
ti Uned 6uch headway before it wasdiscov-
ered that the occupants of the house, com-
prising Mr. and Mrs. Lyons, Mies Mary Ly-
ons, and Mrs. Robert £. Scott, came near
Buffseating. Every room in the house was
til Idwith tsmokebeforeanyonewas aroused,
andon awakening they had baiely time to
escape In their night dresses. The density
of the smoke wasbo great that at a late hour
yesterday afternoon we loam Mr. Lyons was
unable to moveabout,and wasivArtring se-
verely from its effects.

None-of the family saved any of their
clothing, and with the exception of a few
trifling articles of furniture, the entire con-
tents of thu house were destroyed. In ad-
dition to the main building, an adjoining
tenement, need partly for tpe servants, was
also burnt np. Taking into consideration
the superior quality of Mr. Lyona's furni-
ture and the character of the build! tig*, his
los*. may be safely estimated at $116,000 to
$900,000. The library itself was valued at
over $80,000, supposing that it could be re-
placed at all, which is greatly doubted, as
there were manyold audhighlyprisedworks
among it that cannot be obtained anywhere.
We learn that Miss Mary Lyons, besides
lining her wardrobe, also lost a magnificent
diamond ring andvarious other articles of
jewelry. This lady also had a narrow escape
ofher life. When she awokeshe was so be*
wildered by smoke that It was with dlUlculty
she succeeded in finding her wayto thedoor
of her chamber, and ou reaching the hall
leading to tbe stairs, she became so much*
stifledby It andalarmed athersituation that
she had hnrely time to reach the stairs and
llud her way out of the house before she
fainted and fell.

About the manner In which the building
was fired there are twoor three reports.?
One is that a large pileofshavings and other
combustible matter was placed under the
house in several places and then set lira to,
whileanother has it that on theback porch,
immediately airalnst the door, tbe incen-
diary applied his torch. Be this aa itmay,
thereis no questionofthefact that tharesi-
dence was set on fire,and thatwhatever may
have been tbedesigns of themalicious per-
petrator of the act, they weresuccessful as
far as the destruction of propertywas con-»
cerned.
