with a time henored preciice of tke Coust,
Witnesses were introduced who proved
that Colquitt had, during the lust year,
repregented himself to Horne and others ss
ol age ; and others who testifled to Horue’s
excellent moral character.
The worst things against Horne came out
in tho‘teatnmony of officer Moore and Jos.
H. Colquitt, 8r” Mr. Moore said he arrested
Horne while the latter was attempting to
eseape from Mr. Hopkins’s honse by crawl-
ing out of a back window. Mr. solquitt
stated that after Horne was arrested he at
thrst_denicd. that he wus the man who kad
certified to the age of Colquitt, junior, but
afterwards admitted it.
The Mayor reserved his decision till Sat-
urday, and admitted Horne to bail in 3500
for Lis appearance.

Pickpockets —On Wednesday a week ago
Mr. D. T. Wil jams, a broke’; of this city,
bought a 4 per cent. Confederate certificate
far§l,2l)0 from a woman named Elizabeth
Wkhite, payivg her $S40 for it, she at the
time swearing befora s notary that she was
the owner of the certiflcate, and that her
name was L. B. Leath, the name mentioned
in the ceriificate. 'I'ne next day Mr. Wil-
lm:xs learned that the certificate had been
stolen from Lewis B. Leath, of Petersburg.
Mrs. White was arrested, and said she got
tbe certificate from Thomas Collier, who
toid the pelice he had received it from one
Lee Whitchurst.  Collier, Mrs. White, and
WhiteLurst, were brought before the Mayor
yesterday, when the above facts were roved,
and Whitchurst said he had found the cer-
tiflcate in the street,

Mr. Leath said the cerlificate had becn
stolen frem his pocket while he was in the
act of getting into the cars at the Petersburg
depot last Wednesday raorning a week ago,
At that time he noticed a young man very
much like Whitehurst pushing agaiust hiw,
but be could not swear it was Whitehurst.
