Tue CONFEDERATE DEPRFDATIONS ON Y ANKGE
Coungrcs.—A document of unusval interest was
lately published tn the Congressional proceedings,
which gives an alphabetical list of vessels captured
by Confederate privateers, reported up 10 Junuary
30, 1864, with the port of clearance, destination,
place of capture, aud tonnage, prepared by Capt.
J. H. Upton, Secretary American Shipmasters’ s
sociation. This list, far fram being complete, gives
as the total number of vessels caplured 193 ; towal
tonnage £9,7.4 ; vatue of vessels at fifty dollars per
ton §4,485,2)0 ; value of cargo at one hundied dol
lars per ton §8,970,400; total value $23,455,6 0. Of
the vessels thus captured thirty-five were from New
Youk, and thelr tonnage was 19,361, which, at the
estimated value in the table, amounted to §968,050;
the cargo to §1,936,100. Twenty three of the cap-
tuted vessels cleared for New York, the tonnage of
which amounted 10 12,312, worth $615,609, the car
go $1,231,200 The N. Y. News says :

Thus in tonnags to and from New York there
has been a loss of $1 ,5%3,650; in carzo, of §3,167,
“00, showing a total loss of $3,755,950 caused by
the few vessels of the Conlederate navy, so often
sneered at by those whose voice isstill tor war, as
long as a shoddy eontract s o be given. or shoul
der straps bestowed as a teward for supporting the
Admintstration.  With but a I mited commerce,
the Coufederates have sutlered comparatively ltte
in compurizon with our own shipping interest. Of
the one hundred snd ninety-three vessels thus cap-
tured, all save seventy four feil a prey to the ¢hree
famed Contederate steamers—Alabama, Sumter,
aud Florida—the Alabama capuuring sixty two, the
Sumter twenty six, and the Florlda twenty two —
in all, one humhui and nineteen vessels, by three
Confederate crulsers.

Wiih but a lmited commerce, the South, in the
loss of vesse's, has sutfured comparatively nothing.
Most of the blockade-runners captured by the Fed
cral fleet were owned in England.  T'wo suceess
ful trips, at the high prices the zouth pays for Eng
lish goods, will pay tor 10ss of vessel and cargo in
a third unsuce ssful voyage, and still leave a large
margin of p-ofit. While the people of the United
states are taxed, and the Treasury bied 1o the
amount of more millions to build and buy ships
and support the navy than it would cost to pay the
whole expenses of the Goveinment io tiwe of
peace, still we have the record of Capt. Upton w0
show a loss of one hundred and ninety three ves
sels, worth iu vessel and cargo over thirteen and
a halt million dollars  The Confederate Govern
ment scarce pretend to bave a navy, aud all they
have hus been improvised since the war com
menced. Over oue half of the vessels captured
were Prlzes to a ringle vespel—the Alabama—whici
the Federal navy has beco In pursuitof ripee first
she was launched, but managed never to catch.—
‘I'he loss is startting; yet great as It Is, we doubt
not if the whole truth were told it would be much
greater.

I1 aid of Mr Chase, a pamphlet has been fssuaed
by his friends, and circulated among the members
of the Legislature of Oh'o—Mr (hase’s State—~to
influence them against the noxioation of Mr Lin-
cotn for re election. It is said to be an emanation
from the (entral Committee of the supporters of
Mr Chase near the Department in Washinaton city.
It contains a formidable recapitulation of the many
reasons for the opinion that Mr Lincoln ought not
to be nominated, snd if inated e t be clec
ted without the use of unlawful and uncounstitu-
tional means, which it lnsinuates that he is appar
eatly ready to use ; and that his re election, with
or without such appliances, would be a public
calamity. It asserts that the nation i2 weary of his
feebleness and Incapacity ; charges that he has had
no policy, but has been swayed to and fro by in
terested persons, or by considerations of persounal
interest in retaining office ; draws an unfavorable
comparfson letween bim and Pres dent Davis;
ridicules him as a * joeular President ;” pronoun
ces the epithet of “*honest old Abe” as a caunt,
which w.s “at first amusing,” then became ridic
ulous, and is now ab-olutely criminal ; and calls
for the nomination for President, in place of Mr
Lincoln, of “an advanced thinker, a statesman
profoundly versed in political and economical
science, one who fally comprehends the spirit of
the age In wl ich we live.”?

‘The name of this angnst coming man Is not given,
bat the fingers which traced these linea were men-
tally deseribing the name of Satmon P Chase. :

The war grows thus in bilterness every day, and
will continue until the nominations are made in
June, if some convenient arrangement between
tne chiel belligerents does not ia tha meantime
furnieh a plea for the reunion of the factions on
one or the other of them, or on some third man
who will engage to restore harmony by a reasona
ble provizion out of the abundance of the spoils of
success for the chiefs of both sldes ; of zourse,
purely for the patriote puipose of the better ena
bling thm to save the nation

You will observe that, In all this revo't agair st
the Administration, there 18 not the slighest trace
of reaction agaiost the war, or against the wicked
and cruel passious of which it is made the fnstru
ment, or the horrible purposes for which it has
come to be waged, as a war of fpoliation and ex-
terminaion against a gallant people suuggling he
roically tor Indepeadence.  The stimulus to revolt
13, on the contrary, siinply another form of that
frightful passion fur power aud plunder, and that
shocking indifference to crime and carnage, which
the war has developed as a national trait. I'he

There never was devised a more iniquitons
scheme of deception, and, unhappily, never was a
wicked device so successful.  Bisguided young
men are hired and then plundered, and they are
plundered to compel them to eulist  When they
are once regularly enlisted. they have nothing be
fore them but death—death efther in the sudden
shock of battle, for they will be placed, a3 usual,
in the van or on the rloin hope; or death after
lingering suffering when they have been abandoned
wounded on the ficld; or death by fever, which kills
them off like flies in pestilentiat hospitals, whose
very walls are impregaated with disease.

Out of every hundred men who leave their
sweethearts, theie funilies, and thelr work bebind
them, not ten will be alive at this time next year,
and ot these more than hali’ wiil be maimed and
crippled for the brief term of their days. A wmore
deadly war was never waged than that between
the North and the South—deadly by wolinds,dead-
ly by hardships; deadly by discase; and in this war
five lrishmen have been slain for one native
American.

Itis such an cmigration as this that dilltanfi
protessors pronounce to be the hope of Ireland and
the bl=ssing of the people. The opinions of these
theorists might be laughed at were they not indica-
tive of something which 13 very sad.

) give bonds to guarantee the peaceable characier
ol the employment for which these emigrants are
designed? Our tonsuls in the American citles
could readily ascertain how these emigrants were
distributed, and the Federal Government, gra‘e ul
as they saould be for many favors, ought to en
gage (o enlist in their anmics no emigrant from
these countrles until a year after his arrivat. There
is employment now tor every able bodied man in
Ireland.  Many of these men who departed on Sat-
urday held situations, some of them to our kpow-
ledge, under public bodies, at salaries of from 15s.
to 183. a week. There Is a good prospeet of siill

better remuneratien now that so many sourees of

employment are being gradually opened.  But
where will taborers be found ¢ Where peasants to
tilt the soil 2 Where soldiets whom we may soou
need? ‘The blind apathy of Gevernment sees not
the cruel deportation of the strength of the land,
or, pereelving that the fight of “cmigrauts’’ occurs
when they are at thie helm, prockam loudly that
the depopulation of a couniry is the gieatest of
blessings.
