Tun of the uumber, whose names
wd give, were released at Washington, aud
have returned, viz: James il. Bradley,
Thomas F. Kuox, JamesMcGuire, Couucel-
Itf Cole, Michael Ames, Johu G. iiurkamp,
John J. Chew, George li. Peyton, W. IL
Thomas, and John D. Rider.

The houses iv Fredericksburg were gen-
erally occupied a* hospitals, aud the uum-
ber of wouuded ia represented to have been
very great; Indeed, some of the citizens say
there were more tl.au they supposed could
have been disabled had "ali the armies iv
tho woild" beeu engaged. A Yankee
"Christian Sanitary Cotnuiissiou" came
from Ihe North to assist in the care of Ihe
wouuded, and among the uumber were
i..ahop Mclivaine.andother leading minis-
ter- of various denominations. Notwith-
standing their Christian proles-lons, these
men were tbo most unscrupulous, God-
forsakeuf.et that has curse*, a Southern
ciimiuuuity siftMa tho war commenced;
much worse, it to said, than tbe soldier*.?
.'heclllaea* called them the "anti Chris-
tian," "iaMaitxry," and "BAtxaic'' Commto-
aiou.
