Upon reaching
the tops of the opposite hill, the caemy’

moinme, which they had eent on to the city
for the purpose of entering by the Blandford
Clharch road,heve in sight, Bat this column
bad alzo started oun a retrograde movement,
for, to their surprise, too, they had encoua-
tered Sturdivant’s battery, which liad gone
out by another road, axd the two columns
met aud contioned their retreat at a speed
not at all alackened by the Contederatesheil
and balls which were falling thick dnd fast
among them. 1o Jackson’s field, a mile or
80 from the Bilandiord Chareh, we eaptnred
% handsome cannon and fiv horses, which
the enemy were compelled to abamdon in
thelr dight.  Oar forces pursned them tor a
few miles, killing and wouadwmg many, and
taking some prisonera.

Yesterday afternoon late, our picketa ex-
teaded for several miiles ont on the Jernsa-
lem plank road, but no slgns of the encmy
eould be seen, ang it i3 supposed they have
vetreated to the river. This is ounly suppo-
sition, however, und the vandals will bear
eonztant and vigilant watchiug.

€<n Kan!~ was in command of this force,
and prisoners taken variously estimate it
at fcom three to five thousand. None put
the uumber at less than thrce thousand, and
some say that it was even more than five
thousand. There is no doubt but that it was
intended to capture this city, and all the cii-
cumstances are strongly corrcborative of this
view. Thanks to a kind Providence, who
has nerved the hearts and strengthened the
Lands of our brave men, we have been again
preserved.

‘T'he cnemy crept up behind the residence
of Mr Win A Gregory, a-cended to the roof,
and knocking off the shibgies were enabled
not ouly to ubtain an excellent view, and
ascertain the number of our forces, but
WYirough the openings thus made fired upon
and killed nuapy of our men behind the
breastworka.

The residence of Timothy River, Esq,
fell icte the posscasion of the invaders, atter
our forees retreated, and the scoundrels not
oonly rausacked and rohbed it of ull its val-
uable conteats, hut then applied the toich,
aud burnt it to thegronnd.

The Senate met at 10 o’clock A, M. yester-
day. Mr. ITanter, of Va,, inthe chair,

‘I'ke motion of Mr. Johnson, of Avk,, to
recondider the vote by which wad passed
Nenate bill to enthorize the manufacture of
alconolic liqnors in certain cases, was taken
up, and aiter discusgion the Senate agreed to
reconsider by a vote of yees 9, noes 5,

My, Johnson, ol Avk., then moved to
strike out the scteona section of the biNl
which anthorizes the Colamissary and Sue-
weon General to estiablish distillicries and
employ laborers in the same, instead of re-
sortivg to contiacts if tuey shall deein it
more prudent to do ‘This amendment
was rjected, yeas 6, nays 9, and the bill was
then passed. It authorizes the officials pam-
cd to contraet for snpplies of liguors for the
army and hospitals or te manufucture them
themselves, whichever 3hall be by them
deemed most expedient.
