With the Valley column under Bnaier,
and the James tiver columu under Baldy Sad:h,
the work Lud out for those columns would have
been cfliciently done, and he campiign would
have been gloriousty coded twenty days ago in the
rout of Lee's anmy. But tae President forced upon
Bim for the, cowmmanders of ttose columns meun ot
knowa and proven incompetency ; men who, tried
many times, have falled always; @wmen without
knowiedge or common sense, withoul genius or
jodga , without anything whatever but pohtical
wfuea A< an tnevitable consequence, neither
columa even appiosched | s object ; we .ot the re
suit of the desperate fightiug on the Rapidan by
thedr failure, aod our cause is still ia the buance.

Now we certainly are not partial to Lin-
cola or Butler. Farfcom it; we believe that
two more depraved scoundrels do not cxist,
and that if they be allowed to escape jrom
this life without the assistance of the gal-
lows to hasten their journey, a great fraud
will have been perpetrated wpon justice.—
Yet we believe they are both treated very
unjastly in the above extract. Batler could
not bave done more than he did, nor could
Baldy Swith in kis place. As for Liacolr,
we cannot conc-ive in what he was wauting
upon the ocecasion. He sent Grant 25,000
veterang to repair his losses in Spotsylvauia ;
at lesst 80 said Stanton, whose telegrams the
Herald takes a8 a sort of gosptl. He gent
bim, three weeks ago, 40,050 hundred day
men, 80 Yaukee prisoners say, and every
body knows that Yaukees, whether prison-
ers or free, alwaysspesk the truth. He seng
bhim tWenty thousand ot Butler’s arwy, as
soon as Butler's campsign became a decided
failure, 80 the Yankee papers say, and they,
too, are well known oracles of truth. He
stripped every Yankee city cf defenders to
send them here to Grant. The reinforce
ments forward d by his direction, according
to the estimate above, smounted to 83000
men, and if the veracious Yaukees are to be
trusted, he is still sendiog them on. What
more could he have doue, unless he had
donued the Beotch eap and closk and come
on to help Grant himselt? There certsinly
has been no want of men, if men were every-
thing in war, This State has been invaded
by uot less than 500,000, according to the
estimate of a contemporary, which we take
to be not very wide of the truth. Of these
Grant has had, frow time to time, 215,000 in
the army which Le commands in person. If
he could uot take this one city with all that
force, sssuredly Lincoln ougut not to bear

the Llsme.

Neither is Grant to blame. The Yaukee
nation, and their newspapers, and their Con-
gress, are to blame far wore than Liucolp,
ur Grant, or Butler. One year ago Graut¢
with 85,000 men, shut up Pemberton, who
had afready lost 9,000 men in battle against
overwhelming odds, with a remuant of 18,000
in thetown of Vicksbarg. After having al-
tempted tocarry the works by storm, and hav-
ing been repulsed with immense slaughter on
the 25th of May, he was afraid to try it again,
He drew lines of enormous strength argund
the city, the horns terminating on the river,
where lay one of the most poweriul fleets of
modern times. There he lay, receiving re-
inforcements every day, for six weeks, unti!
the garrison, numbering about (ne-fiith of
his command, and secing no hope of relief,
surrendered. This Was, really, a very small
feat; but the Yankee nation magnitied it
1ato a very greet one. 1t was necessary to
Jmpose on foreign nations,and on the Yan-
koes themselves, for the Yaunkees must al-
%ay' bave an idol to worship, and care little
what idol it day be. Faony Eleler, Jcnoy
Lind, the woolly horse, Tom Thumbd, Tom-
my, or the Prince of Walce—none of them
c>me amiss, and an equal degree of adora-1
tion is bestowed upon each. If Grant was
‘placed in this category, it was Lis misfor-
tuane a8 mueh as his fault. His mendacious
@ispatches had induced the Yaukees Lo be-
Heve that he had achieved successes, the
jike of which bad never been'read of in the
history of the world. e cannot blame the
Yaukee paticn for fixing upon him as the
proper lnstrumeant to gratity their ruling
passion, by capjuring and destroying the
“doomed city.” He fs,in point of tact, a
very small man. They put hiwm to execute
s sarvice in which Napoleon or Wellington
would have failed. 1t is to the difficulty of
this task, not to the want of meaus, that the
fallure is to be attributed. When in the his-
tory of the civilized world did any Genera',
below the degree of a sovereign Prince, ever
before command 300,000 men ¥

The next obstacles to Grant’s success were
the genins of Lee and the invincible cour-
age of bis soldiers. His men were butcher«d,
slaughtered, immolated, after a fashion never

known before since the invention of gua-
powder, sud in return they iofiicted upon
their adversaries the saiallest amount of loss
of which there ‘is suy account. The boueg
of tenthousand alsughtered Yankees yet lio
bleaching in the woods and tields of 8potayl-
vania, ‘The loss of Grant up Jo this moméut
must greatly exceed 100,000 wmen—Kkilled,
wousded, and prisoners. When he airived
t Cold Harbor he was B0 lovger in any
goundition to fight Les, sud he did not dare
todoit Batler and Liscoln bad nothing to
4o with the immessurable slaughter of the
Wilderness, of Spotsy|vaais, .
