AFFAIRS AT ANDERSONVILLE, Ukoreia. —A cur-
respondent of the Macon Confederate, who has been
at Andersonville, Geurgia, speaks thus of what Le
saw and learned there :

Andersonville was an interesting and novel spec-
tacle to me. The Yaukee prisvners within the
stockade—about 30,000 in number—when ¢losely
viewed, resemble more in their motions a hive of
bees seen through a glass opening than anything
else I can think of. The arew of the stockade is be-
ing rapidly increased by General Winder, who is
evidently desirous of doing all in Lis power to make
them comfortuble. They have thousands of little huts
and tents, viulously constructed, which seem to pro-
tect them from the scorching ruys of the sun and the
inclemency of the weather generally.
