chunked or paroledin ten days from the time of
their capture, if it be practicable- tvtransfer them totheir owp _ines in tli.it time ; if not, as soon thereaf-
ter as practicable. *

From the date of the cartel until July, Is,; i, the
Confederate authorities held *the excess of prison*
ors. During that interval, deliveries were made as
fast as thu.Federal Govemment furnished truli-spor-
tatioii. indeed, upon more than one occasion I
urgedthe Federal authouties to send increased
meansof transportation. As ready as the enemy
always has been to bring tal.se accusations against
us, it h.is never been alleged that we failed orneglected to m.-iku prompt deliveries of prisoners
who were not under charges when we held the ex-
cess. On the other hand, duringtha sametime, the
i .a. lei whs openly aud notoriously violated by the
Federal authorities. Officers und menwerekept in
cruel confinement, sometimes in irous or doomed
cells, without charges or trial.

In July, ISC3, the enemy, for the first time ..in. o
tho adoption of the cartel, held tho excessof pri-
soners. As soon as that fact w-Wa-seortained, when-
ever a delivery" was made by the Federal authori-
ties they demanded au equal number in return. I
