GHEAT SCARE IN HAGERSTOWN—A TOoWN |)“x’|‘|y|,‘

The Hagerstown (Maryland) correspondent of the
Washington Ster, under date of Saturday, after de-
seribing the shelling of Williamsport by the Con-
federates on Friday last, says :

About 11 o'clock Thursday night, it was first whis-
pered around on the strects of the town that the
rebels had made their appearance at Falling Wa-
ters, and the news spread rapidly.  About an hour
afterwards, those who had retired for the night
were aroused by the tread of lLorses, cows and
sheep, which were being hurriedly driven off by the
farmaors of Washington county for safety. The
rear was brought up by a large string of tour-horse
wagons loaded with wheat that had alrcady been
thseshed, but which the millers had refused to re-
ceive, owing to the anticipated rebel invasion. The
coufusion and excitement occasined by this grand
skedaddle at the dem: :X the night can be bet-
ter imagined than rd.

In the morning, shortly after the merchants had
opened their stores and were ready to transact busi-
