THE FIGHTING AT PETERSBURG.
Theenemy, ia his attack below Petersburg, seems

to have gained no advantage and suffered heavy
loss. It appears that the Second, Ninth and a part
of theFilth corps ot Giant's army moved around
to our right on Wednesday night, and eaily on
Thursday morning drove in our pickets at Arm-
strong's mill, pressing rapidly forward in stioiij

force in the direction of the Boydton phuikroad, dis-
tant some two miles, striking, in the meantime,that
portionof our breastworks occupied by ourcavalry,
before which he Was temporarily check.-.'..

By massing und Hanking, however, our lines were
broki n.ami the enemy, pouring in, swept around to
the pkuakroad, strikingit at Burgess's mill, seven
miles from the city. Such was the rapidity oftbe
enemy's advance that our men were compelled to
retire hastily, leaving their camp and all its appur-
tenances in the hands of the Yankees. A quantity
of forage, some horses and wagons, and a few priso-
ners, were captured at the null.

The enemy at once loaned into line of battle
across the plankroad, Stretching his columns out
through Burgess's fields, and planting a heavy bat-
teryon the commanding hill which overlooks the
mill pond and thero:id in thia direction. Our farces
conftoiited lum on the eminence this side of the
pond, a valleymid a bridge lyingbetween them.

The artillery on both sides was mostly engaged
until late in the evening', when thu musketry took
part, and the fighting wa. very severe until after
dark. At night our menhad failed to dislodge the
Yankees from their position, and they still held the
Boydton plankroad and Burgess's mill.

Anofficialdispatch, receivedyesterday at the Wai
Department, thusdescribes the enemy's operations
in this quarter :

" The enemycrossed Rowauty creek below Bur-
gess's mill, and forced buck thecavalry in the after-
noon. General H.-th attacked, and at first drove
them, but found them in to- strong force. After-
wards theenemy attacked nnd wererepulsed. They
still hold the plankroad at Burgess's mill. lloth
took some colors and prisoners.

Our loss in killed, wounded and missing is esti-
mated at three hundred. This flank movement
places the enemy still further from the Soiithside
railroad than whence he started. It wis a detour I
to avoid our strong line of works, with the hope of I
forcing our troops back into them, and will amount
to nothing more than to extend somewhat their
foraging limits. Mr. Brugess was taken prisoner by

About dark, the enemy made a feint on o__ .._....
mish lme in the vicinity of Wilcox's farm. Their
attack amounted to nothing.

About tea o'clock Thursday night, the enemy
iiiiidc a determined and vigorous onset upon our
lines in tbe vicinity of Rives's farm and te the left
of the Southamptonphuikroad. They wereentirely
unsuccessful, however, although they massed their
columns almost into phalanxes and endeavored to
press us back by the sheer weightof their heavy-
bodies of troops; but this was only productive of
more terrible slaughter, the artillery mowinggreat
gaps in tho squares of men and the Southern rifles
bringingdown whole ranks at every volley.

The Federals made anumber of distinct assault-,
but were repulsed each time with very heavy loss. -
We took a few prisoners.

Yesterday, the Yankees, satiated, m rather -of-
fering from theresults of the previous day's tight,
remained quiet. A report prevailed among the pas-
senger, who came by last night's train that they
had abandoned the position whn h they hid g lined
on theBoydton plankroad. Two hundred and fifty
Yankees arrived by last night'u train from _*___-_-
burg.

General Dearing, who was reported killed (and so
supposed), was only separated b> accident from his
command, and eventually returned to it.

FROM THE RAI'FAHANNOIK.

They did not
come up as high as Fort Royal.

THE WAR NEWS.
Our account, published yesterday, of the move,

merits and attacks of the enemy on the north side,
on Thursday, was in the main correct. A visit to
the front yesterday has put us in possession of some
additional particulars.

DuringWednesday night the enemy massed on
our left, on theD.uhytownand Charles City roads;
and theEighteenth coip., which, up to that time,
hid held the line at, and in the vicinityof, Eort Har-
rison, was withdrawn and marched across thcDarhy
and Charles City roads and in the direction of the
Williamsburg roud, the object being, by overlap-
ping our left, to get possession of our woiks on the
latter road. Eort Harri son and theposition vacated
by the Eighteenth corp - were entrusted to asmall
force of newly-arrived troops, mostly artillerist-,
who, to judge by their general appearance, their
newknapsacks, ftc, are recent conscripts.

About nine o'clock Thursday morning th.-. nemy
made aheavy attack upon our lines on the Darby
road, and, being repulsed, renewed the assault ro-
pe itedly, but ea. h tune with the Bamercsulr. The
lighthere was kept up tor two hours or more, and the
enemy's loss in killed and wounded was very -ever.
Our losses, we have beforestated, amounted toalmost
nothing. We had a few men Wounded. Though
this attack was well sustained and determined ;ami
though, doubtless, theenemy would have liked to
have broken oui lines there, yet we think it was hut
a demonstration to cover a much-more important
movement, and one upon which, no doubt, Grant
counted largely, lt was designed to engage our at-
tention while tie- Eighteenth CO-pS pa. led to the
Williamsburg road and seized our works there. But
again Grant was thwarted by the skill of our gen-
avals und the valor of our troops.

Owing to tho small quantity of vain that haa fallen
.lutingthe summer and fall, the Eighteenth corps
were able to cross the head of White Oak swamp
and teach the Williamaburg road, about four miles
and a half below this city. On reaching the road,
th.y formed into line of buttle* and advancedto-
wards our Works, thinking, evidently, that they
were held only by a few cavalrymen. Nerved by

I this delusion, they came forward iv fine stylo un-
der the tire of our artillery; hut on get-
ting within musket range, and being met
l.ya well-directed volley from a numerous body of
veterans, their ardor abated visibly. Still they came
on, though unsteadily,our troops --till raking them
with both cannon and musketry. When within
one hundred yards of mi: front, thej broke, and the
greaterpart fellback in disorder. A comaderab-.
body took refuge under the > re t of a hill, in front

|of our works, and there stuck. It was fora time

The fort replied with threerifle
guns, hut without much show of spirit. Their, fire
was perfectly harmless. Not one ofourmen were
.truck, nil "f the Yankee shells, except one, thing
clear over their heads. The one shell alluded to

struck upon our parapet, dislodging three or four
shovelsrul of earth. This duel lasted overan hour.

ANOTHER STATEMENT OF THE BATTLE
OF STRASBIRH.

Cimp mua Nkw Makk-t, i
October 20th, MM. |

To the Editoraf the, Dispatch :
Since I wrote to you last tram this camp, many

and important movements have been made by this
army. Mylast letter was written just after our lit-
tle Bght of hist Sunday". In it I stated that parts
of Wuttord's and Terry's brigades were engaged. I
wish to correct amistake in so far as Wotiord's bri-
gade is com erned. Itwas Conner's South Carolina
brigade, of Kershaw's divisiop, thatwas engaged,
instead of Wotford'... General Conner was severely
wounded at the same time.

Alter that affair of Sunday, we lay in the front of
the enemy ©-faring battle for three days; but as
they refused to attach us, we then made an attack
upon them, as I shall state directly, which proved a

perfect success.
I understand that General Early gives General

Gordon all the credit for the movement, and his ac-
tian ou the field pronounces him one of our Hist
g serais, both in planning and in executing.

About sunsetof Wednesday, the lbth, orders were
issued to (ill tho army to be in readiness to move at
twilight? soldiers leaving their cups and canteens,

and officers their swords,behind, so that the move-
ment might be as secret as possible. Early in the
night we were onthe way, crossingrivers and wind-
ing around the foot of the mountains, along unfre-
quentedroads and by-paths, until four o'clock A. M.
Thursday morning brought us full view of the ene-
my's picket fires, a short distance in our front.?
Here we halted until our cavalry cameup in beau-
tiful onler and passed onto the front. At half-past
four o'clock we waded tho river and pressed on to-

ward the enemy'scamp, which wa- stronglyfortified.
Nopickets were encountered until within about

two miles of camp, when they fired onour cavalry.
it was a complete surprise. Just at break of day

a part of Kershaw's division charged upon their
stronge t position and took it at the first onset, cap-
turing sixteen pieces of artillery iv the first charge.
We continued to drive them through theirwhole
camp, some two or three miles in .-stent. They
made three stands to save their camp?at onetuna
behind astone fenei?but were driven from every
position they then held into tho woodsbeyond Mid-
dletown.

As our troops had beeoooe much scattered and
mixed up iv the pursuit, General Early here ordered
a bait, to re-organise and to collect the straggling
men.

Their tents were left standing,and in many places
their l.e'-clothing ju-t us they had jumped from
bed. Their camps were filledwith allkind of plun-
der from th- adjacent country. Chickens, turkeys
and cows were tied to stakes, waiting to add delica-
cies to their t ltdes. All kinds ofplunder was strewn

upon tho field. Coffee und sugar were especially
sought forby our men, who felt the need of them
after the night's march.

This plunder proved the loss of the day after-
ward. Althoughstrict orderswere issued that M one
should -t..p to plunder,a great many did so, and
did not afterwards join their command; so that wh.u
our line of battle was afterwardsformed on the road
running through Middle-town perpendicular to the
I'ike, about cue-third of the aimywas in the rear. ?

About half-past _ or 1 o'clock, theenemy,havingre-
ceived r___-_r__m_nts from Winchester, made a si-
multaneous attack along our lines, at thesame time
flanking va with a force perpendicular to theleft of
our hnes. Very soou the left was compelled to give
way, and as theenemy continued to advanceper-
pendicular to oui line, the whole gave way, and the
enemy pressed on and drove us across the river. In
the confusion, theenemy's cavalry dush»d upon our
train jnst afterit had crossed the creek nnd cap-
tured a number of wagons and some eighteen or
twentypieces of artillery. It is useless to disguise
the fact that our army was completely stampeded.?
All attemptsto rally themen proved utterly Useless,
and they crowded down the liver like droves of cat-
tle. Five hundred resolute men,formed on the hill
this side of Cedar creek,could haveeasily prevented I
the loss of our train, but, unfortunately,each man I
was pressing to the rear so fast that he had notime I
to stop. 1

Upon the whole, this fight proved much more dis-
astrous to the enemy than to us. We lost many
gunsand **~_mnm im the evening,but not so many
lis v.c had captured in the morning. The «____\u25a0 fluid

for miles was covered with the enemy's dead. I
suppose, from my own observation, that at least a
thousand of theenemy were killed and left onthe
Held, whilst of our men I saw very few. 1 was
across the whole field, und saw certainly not over
forty dead Confederates. Our loss was small com-
pared to that of tho enemy. We captured about
two thousand of the enemy in the looming,and I
am certain that we did not lose one-half so many
in the evening.

Our army was organised again at Fisher's Hill
and moved hack to this point last night.

Many deeds of gallantry were, no doubt, per-
formed on different.parts of the field. I will only
mention two which have come to my knowledge.?
Early in the morning, Oencrat l'egram, seeing a

simile Yankeeabout to carry oti' apie*-a of artillery,

dashed upon him snd cut him down with his sword.
General Terry, commanding tbe First, Second and
Third brigades of Jackson's old division, deserves
great praise for the several attempts he made to

check tho enemy advancing on the flank after
Evans', brigade had broken OB lus left He rallied
some two or three hundred men behind \u25a0 stone
ten. \u25a0-, some half amile behind the original line, and
fought until the enemy againHanked his left, when

The disaster was caused by the lack of troops. -
Theenemy's line t .tendingsome half amile to the
left of ours, we Were easily flanked, and compelled
to fall back. It is said that ten thousand fresh
troops from Winchester panel the enemy ill the in-
terval between the two ggfct*. W.-brought ofl'all
our pris-.iu.is und many of the wagons in the morn-
ing.
