THE WAR NEWS.

Yesterday the skies were bright and the air cool
and bracing ; but still the same quict pervaded the
military lines in front of Petersburg and Richmond
as during the preceding wet weather. Should there
now come a freeze, succeeded, as it surely would be,
by a thaw, the campaign against Richmond, so far
as any scrious and extensive operations are con-
cerned, may be fairly considered as ended; but
even then it is likely that Grant will, with every
temporary return of firm ground, attempt some mi-
nor enterprise,

The Yankees have, of late, had nothing to say
about the Dutch Gap canal. At last accounts, But-
ler had only two hundred negroes at work upon it,
and this small force of laborers was prevented by
our batteries from doing full work. We feel pretty
confident that this enterprise will not be completed
in time for the canal to be used before next spring
orsummer. If we arc right in this conclusion, the
great Yankee fleet recently collected in Hampton
Roads was not destined, as has been conjectured, to
operate against Richmond, but was brought to-
gether either for an attack on Wilmington or to
‘succor Sherman when he shall have marched across
the State of Georgia. The Yanked papers say the
navy has been, for a long tir ready to attack Wil-
mington, and only waited ..r the co-operation of
the land forces; and the Louisville Journal has told
us that Sherman, after devastating Georgia, will ex-
change signals with Commodore Porter on the At
lantic coast. ;
Before taking leave of Grant’sarmy, we will state
that soldiers, just from Colonel Mosby’s command,
assure us that the Eighth Yankee corps is still in
the Valley, and that no organized force has left She-
ridan’s army to reinforee Grant.

A BRILLIANT EXPLOIT BY MOSBY’S MEN—
CAPTURE OF A GUERRILLA-HUNTER.

One Captain Blazer, a man remarkable for skill
and courage, was, some time since, detailed fromthe
infantry of the Yankee army to operate as a guer-
rilla-bunter in Northern Virginia. IHe was givena
lieutenant and eighty picked mounted @nen, armed
with Spencer carbines, and directed to devote him-
self especially te the capture of Mosby’s men. In
the course of several months, by indefatigable
scouting, he has managed to pick up a number of
detached squads and individual members of Colonel
Moshy’s command, and bas made for himself a
creditable reputation for energy and vigilance, both
in the Valley and in Northern Virginia east of the
Blue Ridge. But, hitherto, it has never been his
fortunc to encounter an enemy equal to himself in
numbers. Of late, he has been expressing himself
as panting to emcov .ter some innumerable, unlimi-
ted numbers of guerrillas, The fulfillment of his
wish, as will be seen, was not long delayed,

Last Friday, Captain P. A. Richards, command-
ing eompanies A and B, first squadron of Mcsby’s
command, made an expedition into Clarke to hunt
up and to do battle with the doughty Blazer, if the
latter so willed it. On reaching the neighborhood
of Cabletown, seven miles west of Snicker’s gap,
scouts reported Blazer and his force advancing from
the direction of Winchester. Captain Richards
drew up his men in line of battle and awaited his
approach. Blazer heralded his advent with a shower
of bullets from the Spencer carbjnes and thenrushed
down upon our troops. Captain Richards, instead
of awaiting his onset, determined to meet him in
full carcer; and when the enemy was fifty yards
distant, gave the order for his men to charge. It
has since been ascertained that Blazer believed him-
self attacking a greatly inferior force, who would
fly before his first onslaught. He discovered
his error too late to save him from its
consequences. The opposing squadrons rushed to-
gether with a crash. There was a momentary
struggle, an uproar of shouts, and the report of
fire-arms. Blazer’s men gave way before the valor
of our troops, and attempted to save themselves by
flight. On one side of the road was a woed ; on the
other, a fence, enclosing fields. The fugitives made
for a gap in this fence; a number were shot down
before reaching it ; others succeeded in reaching the
field, hotly pursued by our men. A pursuit and
running fight was kept up for four miles, our men
never halting until Blazer's organization was de-
stroyed—himself and his men either killed, cap-
tured or dispersed in the woods. The whole affair
lasted not more than twenty minutes. In this brief
time, Captain Richards had captured Blazer and
thirty of his men, killed outright thirty others,
among whom was his lieutenant, and scattered the
few remaining members of his troop to the winds.
Blarzer admits that he was beaten and broken up
in a fair fight.

The strangest part of this story is, the small loss
sustnined by our men. We had one man killed and
five slightly wounded. The latter are- believed to
have been shot by our men in the excitement of
the charge and the pursuit.

Captain Blazer and eighteen of his command ar-
rived in this city on Tuesday evening in charge of
privates John A. Payne and Harry Shand, com-
pany B, Mosby’s command. The rest of the Yan-
kees captured in this fight were too badly wounded
to be removed from the neighborhood of the battle-
fleld.

The following is the account given by the New
York Herald’s correspondent of this atfair :

‘It is reported that a party of our men, who, a
few days ago, went out in search of Mosby’s guer-
rillas, were met and overwhelmed by a largely supe-
rior force, after a severe fight, and "that all but fif-

teen or twenty of them were either killed or cap-
tured.”

Captain Richards’s force numbered one hundred
men ; Blazer’s, eighty-odd.

SHERMAN'S OPERATION3 IN OEORGIA—MNIS ROUTE
AND PLAN.

The news from Sherman’s army is very meagre.—
AW P ive dispatch of the 20th thinks
Sherman has gone to Milledgeville to give the Geor-
gia Legislature an opportunity of *freely express-
ing its opinion.” A telegram from Buffalo, New
York, says :

Brigadier-General Barry, Sherman’s chief of artil-
lery, arrived here yesterday, sericusly ill. He left
General Sherman st Kingston, Georgia, at 9 A. M.
on the 12th. “General Barry says that Sherman has
ull the infantry, cavalry and artillery he wants.—
The men had received cight months’ pay, and outfit
especially adapted to a hard and rapid winter’s cam-
paign ; and the morale of the troops was unequalled,
En’mg promise of efficiency and vigor. Ueneral
Sherman, he says, will carry his army triumphantly
through the work before it.

On Monday night last, Hood's entire forces, inclu-

ding Forrest’s cavalry, were in the immediate neigh-
borhood of Tuscumbia and Florence, Alabama,
watched by the troops under Gemeral Thomas, of
such strength as will'render the invasion of Tennes-
see impossible, and even the withdrawal of the
enemy, for service elsewhere, an operation of ex-
treme difficulty.
CinciNNATI, November 20 —The Gazette's Mem-
phis dispatch says that military affairs are un-
changed and comparatively quiet. The rain con-
tinuts and the roads are in bad condition. Hood
and Beauregard are still in the vicinity of Florence.
Nine hundred rebel prisoners arrived at Nashville
on Saturday morning from Atlanta. It appears
that, thinking the place evacuat>d, they rushed in
to pillage and plunder, and were captured.

The rebel sympathizers at Nashville are gloomy
and disconsolate in consequence of the anticipated
result of Sherman’s movements. Aceessions to the
National arms are arriving daily from the North.

The Nashville corresponlient of the Cinciunaty

Commercial accepts the fact that Savannah is Sher-
man'’s objective point, and says :
This march through Georgia will develop a new
principle in our warfare. - The cnemy have drawn
much comfort from the conclusion that, because our
lines, of communication were already so far ex-
tended, a large army could not be supplied any fur-
ther in tho interior. But this bold cutting loose
from all lines to the rear, this marching forth with-
out any of the long trains that always encumber an
army and hamnper its progress. this bold trust in the
country to give up its stores of food, dispel all the-e
assurances of safety, and demonstrate that even the
remotest corners of the Confederacy are open to our
conquering armies. This proof of vulnerability
may open a new light upon the uncompromising,
because, supposed to be satfe, people may persuade
even these *‘last-ditch’” men that there is no hope
for them, that extermination is only a question of
time, and nct of possibility. -

Those who have fled from the avenging hosts of
freedom, from far off Kentucky and Tennessee, and
who have settled themselves down to quiet on the
shores of the Atlantic, will find that even there the
starry banner is to come, borne aloft by the same
hands who planted it on the ramparts of Donelson,
or high above the clouds on Lookout, or within the
massive carthworks about Atlanta.

Savannah is not as capable of defence as most
other cities of the South, It is situated on a broad,
level plane, and its defences at present are very im=
perfect. The city is on the Savannah river, cigf‘;tecn
miles from Fort Pulaski, which was built to guard
the entrance to theriver. This fort has long since
been in our possession.

The river, above the fort and below the city, has
been thoroughly obstructed. Even should the forces
that can be concentrated there be able to offer pro-
tracted resistance to General Sherman, his supplies
could be landed at any point between the fort and
obstructions, and the army be fed.

Before crossing the Ocmulgee, and a little to the
right, 18 Milledgeville, where Governor Brown pre-

ides. Controlling, as Le does, the railroad interests
of the State, and after ten years of gubernatorial
duties, he feels firm in his seat of power; and with
his peculiar doctrine of State sovereignty, lately
romulgated, feels, in truth, more like a mouarch.

But these speculations, however plausible, will
scarcely be read before the real nature of the move-
ment will have developed itself. That the country
has reason to expect great results from this move-
ment is true; but that they may not expect too
much, and, as a result, be disappointed when they
should rejoice, it would be well to caution them,
The object of the move is undoubtedly to force the
war into the narrow area of the Atlantic States.—
General Sherman’s proposed campaign in the divec-
tion of the present march promised 1o be thwarted
by Hood’s movement to the North; and such, un-
doubtedly, was the hope of Jeff. Davis.
A correspondent of the same paper, writing from
Rome, Georgia, on the 12th, says:
Yesterday afternoon the destruction of such
buildings and property as might Le of value to the
rebels was commenced—General Corse, whose com-
mand was stationed at Rome, superintending the
destruction, which was confined almost entirely to
property of the rebel Government.

The buildings destroyed were the rolling mills,
“Government shops,” stables and warehouses.—
But few private houses were burned, and these were
fired acecidentally, the five commanicating from the
burning buildings near. The soldiers "scemed to
make every effort to save private property.

A correspondent of the New York TVmes gives the
following account of the preparations of Sherman
and the departuve of his army on the expedition:

Blus '

ly made for the coming campaign. The first inform-
ation I received concerning the movements about to
be developed confused me. I learned one day that
orders had been issued to the Twentieth corps, which
had been left at Atlanta, to cease work upon the for-
tifications. The lady who has the permit for ship-
ping all sutlers’ goods required in the army was ad-
vised that her stores must be removed by the 10th
instant, as Atlanta was to be evacuated and destroy-
ed. Upon the same day I learned (what was a fact)
that orders had been issued to the chief commissary
of the army to send to Atlanta, with all possible
haste, thirty days’ rations for sixty thousand men.
These items of information put me in a quandary.—
The idea of sending two milﬁons of rations to a city
that was to be destroyed, non plussed me, and I im-
mediately sought to solve the enigmatical reports,
and found that their character was not so antipodal
as they seemed. I ascertained, what I have kept
quiet until the “eat jumped,” and now purpose to
tell you, that the expedition, composed of the Four-
teenth, Fifteenth, Sixteenth, Seventeenth and Twen-
tieth corps, and Kilpatrick’s cavalry, is on 1ts way.
The expedition commenced its march upon the eve-
ning of the 12th instant, with a division of Iilpa-
trick’s cavalry, under General McCook, and the
advance wearus, General Slocum, in advance. This
Macon, and.to be fonerd _slowly in the direction of
General Jeff.

The Cincinnati Times, on the question of subsist-
ence, says : .

rations and several thousand head of the cattle.—
For all things else he will depend on the country
over which he is to pass. His animals can subsist
well. Corn and sweet potatoes are abpndant. Du-
ring the weck ending on the 5th instant, he gathered
in one thousand seven hundred and sixty wagon-
loads of corn, four hundred and thirty-six loads of
sweet potatoes, and a few horses, without sending
his foraging parties more than thirty miles from
Atlanta, Ile could manage to live for six months
without communication once with the North. In
reference to his eavalry, he feels certain of his abi-
lity to obtain horses enough to keep good his origi-
nal stock ; and perhaps he may be enabled tomount
some mofe men.

KIRBY SMITH CROSSING THE MISBISSIPPI.
The New York Times says:
A rumor prevailed in St. Louis a few days since,
that Kirby Smith has crossedl White river with a
force of thirty thousand men, and is advancing on
the southeast. It i# disbelieved at headquarters,
but hus had considerable currency. Price teld his
friends in Boonville that a heayy force of rebels
would prevent Steele from attacking him in Mis-
souri, and the inference is that Kirby Smith has
been making somo movement to divert attention
from Price, though the probability is strong that
there are no rebels in force north of the Arkansas
river.

WHAT IS TO BE DONE IN VIRGINIA.

A telegram from Washington says that general
fighting along all the army lines will be the result
of Sherman's movement. It says:
It appears to be pretly well scttled that Early’s
army has been drawn back to Richmond, and it is
supposed that Lee will detach as large a foree as
prudence will permit, and send it to oppose Sher-
man, An.‘l at least cover Savamnah. In this event,
Grant will have just the opportunity Le covets.

THE WAR IN THE SOUTHWEST.
A dispatch from Cairo, the 19th, says Beaurcgard
is at Corinth and Forrest about to join him there.
Chalmers and Longstreet are at Holly Springs, and
about four thousand Confederates are at Mount
Pleasant, Mississippi.

A private letter from the fleet off Charleston says
that recently the steamer Ponliac, sighting a blo¢k-
ade-runner, slipped her cable and gave chase, with-
out effect.

AFFAIRS IN THE VALLEY.

At present, all seems quiet in the Valley—the
armies occupying their original positions. Au-
thentic intelligence, up to a recent date, shows that
Sheridan had not then sent off any important pro-
portiom of his army. The Charlottesville Adrocals,
speaking of the latest mevements there, says:

“On the morning of the 10th, General Early nd-
vanced from his camp on a general reconnoissance,
and proceeded nearly to Newtown, about eight mles
this side of Winchester. He found the enemy in
full force, about five miles in his frout, in the neigh-
borhood of Kernstown and Bartonsviile, He re-
mnained in position this side of Newtown until the
night of the 13th, when he withdrew. General
Early had learned that some of Sheridan’s troops
had been dispatched to Grant, but found him with
:gia three corps all in hand and occupying a fortified

ine.

* Our cavalry had quite a sharp engagement on
the 12th. Rosser, with his old brigade and Wick-
ham’s, was on our leflt—Payne, with his brigade, on
the pike—and Lomax, with his eommand, on the
right. Rosser’s old brigade was whipped ; but the
fortunes of the day on the left were morve thun re-
stored by Wickham’s brigade and by Payne's,
which moved up to Rosser’s assistance. Our loss
was small. The encmy left between Jne hundred
and fifty and two hundred prisoners. Wickham’s
and Payne’s brigades are said to have behaved with
great gullantry. It was in this atfair, léading a
handful of his regiment, that Licutenant-Colonel
Marshall was killed. Colonel Marshall was a son-
in-law of Mrs. Barton, widow of David Barton,
Esq., formerly of Winchester. This lady has lost,
since the war, her husband, two sons, two daugh-
ters, a brother, a son-in-law—these are dead; an-
other of her sons has lost a leg, and another is now
absent from his command with his third or fourth
wound.

ExaMivation or ParTies CHARorp withH In-

stated in our yesterday’s issue, the Hon. H. 8.

Foote, a member of the House of Representatives
from Tennessce, was arrested on Tuesday afternoon
and held to bail in the =um of five thousand dollars
for his appearance before the Mayor to answor the
charge of being about to engage in a duel with Mr,
Johu Mitchel. Yesterday morning both gentlemen
came into court, Mr. Foote represented by Mr. John
H. Gilmer as his counsél, and Mitchel conducting
his own case. At the same time, the Hon. Mr.
Swan, also a member of Congress from Tennessee,
appeared before the Mayor to answer the charge of
being the bearer of a challenge from Mr. Micthel to
Hon. Mr. Foote.

In order to make the matter fully understood, it
may be proper to state that, on Monday last, there
appeared in the Eraminer some editorial strictures
upon a sprech which Mr. Foote made in the House
of Representatives, on Saturday, with reference to
“certain resolutions which had been introduccd by
My, Stapies. These editorial remarks Mr. Foote at-
tributed to Mr. Mitchel ; and in the course of his re-
ply, in the House, used expressions which were
deemed perscnally offensive by Mr. Mitchel.  Sub-
sequently, Mr. Mitchel addressed u note to the Hon.
Mvr. Foote, which he entiusted to the hands of the
Hon. Mr. Swan; but there having been a previous
estrangement of friendly feeling between Mr. Swan
and Mr. Foote, the latter declined to hold any cor-
respondence through him ; whercupon an altercation
occurred between the two (Messrs. Foote and Swan)
in Mr. Foote’s room, at the Ballard House.

The tfollowing is the substance of the evidence
given in.the examination which took place before

he Mayor yesterday :

1L. Rives Pollard, of the Eraminer, sworn.—On
Monday night I was introduced to Me. Swan, in the
Eraminer office, by Mr. John M. Daniel. At Mr.
Swan’s request, I walked with him to Mr. Foote’s
room, at the Ballard llouse, to show him where he
lived. I had not the sliftest suspicion that there
was any other than the most friendly feeling exist-
ing between them, On knocking at Mr. Foote's
door, it was promptly opened by Mrs. Foote. I in-
quired of her if her husband was in; and i di
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ately upon hearing his name called, Mr. Foote, whom
I saw sitting by the fire with his head leaning down,
as if he was drowsy, straightened up, and on seeing
who it was, received me very cordially. After sha-
kin - hands with me, I motioned towards Mr. Swan,
whe vas standing at the door, and remarked to Mr.
Foote that 1 supposed he was acquainted with his
colleague. Mr. Foote, to the best of my recollection,
replied, *“Mr. Pollard, I can’t recognize him ; he is
not agentleman.” Mr. Swan remarked, ** Governor,
I am the bearer of a note to you’ As might be
supposed, this state of things greatly surprised and
embarrassed me, and my recollection of what took
place afterwards may not be entirely correct; but I
think Mr. Foote then remarked, (with his face side-
ways to Mr. Swan, asif addressing himeelf to me,)
“This is my bedchamber, and he (Swan) must
leave,” Mr. Swan thereupon struck Mr. Foote,
when I sprang between them. Mr. Foote had a
pistol in his hand; and fearing that he would kill
some one, I endeavored to pacify him. As soon as
the lick was struck, Swan backed into the passage-
way. During the whole of my inteiview that eve-
ning Mr. Foote’s conduct was by no means bois-
terous; he was cooi ind collected, even after he was
stiuck ; and as far us our own relations were con-
cerned, they were very cordial and friendly. In con-
clusion, Mr. Pollard reiterated the assertion that
he had no knowledge of Mr. Swan’s business, and
only went with him to Mr. Foote's room because he
knew him well, and supposed that Mr. Swan did not
know where he lived.

H. W. Thomas, ot Fairfax, testified.—On Monday
night, at an early hour, my attention was called to
the screams of what seemed to be a lady’s voice and
& noise as if some persons were in a scuffle. I ran
out of my room to Mr. Foote’s, which is only a few
doorsoff, where I found Mr. Swan, outside of the door,
with achair inhis hands, raised ; and inside were Mr.
Foote and Mr. Pollard. Upon inquiry, ascertain-
ed the matter. General Wickham and myself, both
occupying adjacent rooms, took Mr. Swan off to
my room. Ie there expressed regret that any diti-
eulty should have occurred between himself and
Governor Foote in the presence of his (Foote’s)
wife ; but said that he could not well avoid it, as he
(Foote) had said he was no gentlemau. Generdl
Wickham and myself then went into Gevernor
Foote's room and got Mr. Swan’'s hat and overcoat,
which he had left in there. In an hour or so after
the fight took place, Governor Foote came into my
room and consulted with General Wickham and
myself as to what course he had best pursue to-
wiards Mr. Swan. We advised him that, under the
circumstances, nothing turther was required of him.
Goveror Foote soon afterwards relurned to his-own
roomi, but returued early un Tuesday morning into
my room and informed me that he had determined
to challenge Mr. Swan. He then handed me a let-
ter, nddressed to Mr. Swan, recounting the circum-
stances of the attack which had been made upon
him by Mr. Swan, stating that he had obtruded
his presence upon him in his private chamber,
where his wife und chuldren were, and, like an as«
sassin, had assailed him, for which conduect he re-
quired a settlement with Mr. Swan. The note con-
cluded by saying that there were only two alterna-
tives left him—either to attack him on the street,
and thereby endanger the lives of others, or to meet
him (Swan) upon a fair field, armed as might be
ugreed upon.

Mr. Winn, doorkeeper of the House of Representa-
tives, sworn.—On Monday afternoon last, Mr.
Swan came into my room and inquired where he
could find Messis. Barksdale’s, Welch’s .and Go-
vernor Foote’s rooms. 1 remarked to him that I
thought Governor Foote and himsell were not on
good terms; to which he replied that his object was
to heal their old ditferences ; that there had been a
good deal of clamor and dissension among the Mis-
sissippi delegation, and he desived that they should
all harmonize. In about an hourafterwards, a boy
came into my room with a package from Governor
Footo to be handed to Mr, Cardwell. Soon after-
wards, Mr. Cardwell came in, took the note, broke
the seal and read the conte He then made a
memorandum on the back of the letter addressed to
Swan, which was in the package, in the following
words: “ My friend, Mr. Cardwell, is authorized to
receive any roply which you (Swun) may have to
male.”” pon inquiry, Cardwell told me that Mr.
Foote directed said memorandum to be made upon
the back of tho note to Swan, and that it meant a
challenge to fight a duel.

General Atkinson, member of Congress from Ten-
nessee, knew that Governor Foote and Mr. Swan
were not on good terms, that language had passed
between them which gentlemen ought not to use to-
wards each other. On one occasion, some months
past, both of these gentlemen met in his room acci-
dentally, but neither of them spoke during the eve-
ning. On Tuesday night, at Mr. Foote’s room, he
told me of the diticulty which had taken place be-
tween himself 'od Mr. Swan the night betore, and
said that he ha challenged Swan.

Mr! Barksdule, « member of the House of Repre-
sentatives from Mississippi, sworn.—~On Monday
evening, Mr. Swan came to my room and desired to
know whether, under the circumstances,—he being
at variance with Mr. Foote—there woukd beauy im-
propriety in his bearing a note to him from Mr.
Mitchel, or a challenge. I told him I did not think
there would be, in view of what Governor Foote had
said in the course of some remarks made that day,
to wit: *'That, for the purpose of affording satis-
fuction to uny person whomght suppose himself re-
ferred to, he would regard any man who felt ag-
‘{E”‘“’d as a gentleman outside of this hall, and
