Nothing of interest had occurred on
the lines below Richmond or at Peters-
burg on yesterday. The usual picket
tiring was kept up on the Petersburg
lines.
YANKEE MOVEMENTS IN NORTHERN VIR-

GINIA.
The Yankee column which we stated

yesterday as moving against Gordons-
ville, lias made but little progress. The
atlvanced guard, as it was supposed te
be, consisting of a thousand or fifteen
hun.lred cavalry, reacheil Madison
Courthouse, fifteen miles from Gordons-
ville, on Wednesday. The main body,
comprising infantry and ? cavalry, were
reported to be coming up. During yes-
terday, the cavalry advanced three or
four miles in the direction of Gordons-
ville, and, at last accounts, our troops
were skirmishing with them.

It wasreported at Gordonsville that
the enemy's objective point was not
Gordonsville, -but Charlottesville. The
enemy have already made two unsuc-
cessful attempts on Charlottesville, and
this is destined1to add to the number ol
their failures. The Central trains are
running on their usual time.

It is reported that Rosser "has drivon I
the enemy back down the Valley. !

overlapping our mighty host on both
wings. With Buell at the head of our
forces in Tennessee, Hood might safely
have passeil Nashville and invaded Ken-
tucky ; but with Thomas in command,
he ctmlil, prudently, tlo nothing but get
out ol the neighborhood at the earliest
moment. This he was doubtless on the
point of doing, if the movement had not
already begun, when Thomas decided to
force a battle, and thereupon made the
\u25a0movement whose result now electrifies
the country.

Until Hood's account of the fight atFranklin was received, there was a pre-
text for doubt or cavil as to the reality
of our success there; but we see nothow there can be any longer. Our army
was retreating to concentrate,and, being
