THE COST OF THE TOEPEDO THAT DID NOT
BLOW UP FORT FISHER.

A correspondent of the New York
Tribune, writing about that torpedo that
Admiral Porter had read so much about
that he could not help trying one, says:

Every appliance which scientific know-
ledge and ingenuity could dcvise, and
enterprise and manly daring exccute,
were put in requisition to insure the
success of this novel and important fea-
ture of the expedition. The boat sclected
for the purposc was the Louisiana, a
propeller of about three hundred tons
burden. About one Lundred and forty
tons of powder, together with the neces-
sary Gomez fuses and other appliances
for insuring an instantancous ignition of
the vast mass of powder that was put
on board before the boat left ITampton
toads. One hundred and twenty tons
more of powder were added at Beaufort,
where she put in on her way to the
scene of action, making, in all, two hun-—
dred and sixty tons, or 520,000 pounds.
The aggregate cost of powder and boat
to the Governmment was sliglstly in ex-
cess of a grarter of ¢ million of dol-
lurs. The boat was painted white, her
general appearance being not unlike that.
of a blockade-runner—though, to do her
strict justice, a somewhat more respec-
table-looking craft.

THE GRAVE OF SHERMAN'S CHILD.

The Cincinnati Comineiciol has a de-
seription of a monument made there to
be put over the grave of General Sher-
man’s child. It says:

The monument was made by order of
the Thirteenth regiment of rezular United
States infantry, of which General Sher-
man was colonel four years since, and of
which his namesake-son, the deceased
child, was, by general consent, considered
a sergeant, having been clected to that
position by the membess of theregiment,
who were very proud of him. The mo-
nument is about two feet square at the
base and six feet high. “Above the
rough ground base is the marble base,
an cight-sided, finely-polished and orna-
mented block. Upon four of the faces
are inscriptions, and upon the other four,
between them, the American shield, with
its stripes and stars. Surmounting the
base is a full-sized tenor drum, with
straps and sticks complete ; and crossed,
above this, two flags of the Union—all
in beautiful white marble. The inscrip-
tions are as follows: N

“ Qur Little Sergeant Willie—from the
First battalion] Thirtcenth United States
infantry.”
“ William Tecumsch Sherman, son of
William T. and Ellen E. Sherman. Born
in San Francisco, California, June 8,
1854 ; died in Memphis, Tennessee, Oc-
tober 3, 1863.”
¢ In his spirit there was no guile.”

SEWARD ON THE BELLIGERENT RIGITS OF
CONIEDERATE CRUISERS,

In his correspondence with the Brazil-
ian Minister, Seward takes occasion to
say that this Government disallows the
assumption that the insurgents of this
country are alawfuljuaval belligerent ;
and, on the contrary, it maintains that
the ascription of that character by the
Government of Brazil to the insurgent
citizens of the United States, who have
heretofore been, and who still are, desti-
tute of naval forces, ports and courts, is
an act of intervention in derogation of
the law of nations, and unfriendly and
wrongful, as it is manifestly injurious to
the United States.
After further remarks, he says:

It does not, however, belong to the
captains of ships of war of the United
States, and the commanders of their
armies, or to their consuls residing in
foreign ports, acting without the au-
thority of Corgress, and without even
Executive direction, and choosing their
own time, manner and occasion, to assert
the rights and redress the wrongs of the
country. :

This power can be lawfully exercised
only by the Government of the United
States. Although the crew are cnemies
of the United States, and, as they con-
tended, enemies of the human race, yet
the offenders were nevertheloss unlaw-

United States ; they will therefore be set
at liberty to seek a refuge wherever they
may find it, with the hazard of re-tap-
ture when beyond the jurisdiction of this
Government.

THE WIRE-PULLING IN LINCOLN'S ELEC-
' TION.

The Weed-Opdyke libel suit in New
York is bringing to light a goodly amount
of political scandal. It appears that the
“ American party ” of New York sup-
ported Lincoln on the contract that An-
drews was to have the collectorship -of
the port. Onc who certified to this fact
related the interview of the “American”
committec with Lincoln. Ile said:

On Tuesday or Wednesday, the 11th
of July, 1861, the committce I have
named was at the President’s mansion at
12 o’clock ; he informed us he was busy,
and asked us to call at 8 o'clock in the
evening ; we called, and had an interview
of an hour and a half or two hours; we
had prepared a written argument or
statement, urging the appointment of
Mr. Andrews, alleging the services he
had rendered and the services his friends
had rendered ; we stated to the Presi-
dent that we did not belong to the Re-
publican party, and never bad; but we
had supported him; that Mr. Andrews
and General Ulman had rendered
very esscential service ; that we had
no onc in Washington to represent
our interest, and therefore had come to
him to look after the interests of the Ame-
rican pacty. "The President, after hearing
everything that took place, and reading
over the paper, stated: “Gentlemen, 1
appreciate the services you have ren-
dered to mein the last canvass, but Tam
not prepared to decide this matter this
evening ; [ have made animplied promise
to the Seccretary of State that before 1

“decide this matter I would consult with

him in reference to the premises; but by
Thursday cvening this matter shall be
settled, and you shall not be disap-
pointed.” Amdng other things, Mr. Ul-
man stated that he and Mr. Andrews had
called on him at Springtfield, Ilinois, be-
fore the inauguration, and he had then
agreed to take care of the American in-
terest; that if he intended to carry out
this promise there was now no other ap-
pointment of any note left in the city of
New York—cvery other office being
filled except this; on Thursday, we re-
ceived a satisfactory message; we re-
turned on the 15th; Mr. Andrews re-
mained 2 few days; I have not stated all
the conversation, but the substance of it.

STONEMAN'S RAID—A LIST OF MUNCHAU"
y SENS.

Stoncman has arrived at Nashville,
and gives.a regular Munchausen account
of his raid into Southwesiern Virginia.
The following is the story :

The forces consisted of General Bur-
bridge’s troops and General Gillem’s
East Tennessee troops, all under com-
mand ¢f Major-General Stoneman. They
left Knoxville on the 18th. The move-
ment was unknown to the rebels, who
were not discovered until after three
days.

At Kingsport, General Jones's com-
mand was attacked, consisting of about
five hundred of Morgan’s old command.
The forges were killed, scattered, or cap
turcd. Next, therebel forces of YVaughn
were discovered at Papertown, near
Bristol, trying to effect a junction with
Breckinridge, at Saltville.

Our forces pursued him tb Marion,
where an engagement occury:d, result-
ingin a loss to the rcbels o1 all their
force and artillery, except about (wo hun-
dred men, whoretreated towards Lynch-
burg, Virginia. Breckinridge's command
had followed General Stoneman with the
forces of Galtucr; Crosby and Withers,
and the balance of Duke’s command,
who had been on the frontier of Kentucky,
waiting to co-operaie with the cavalry,

General Stoneman attacked the force
at Marion and drove them over the
mountains into North Caralina. Ilis
command then attacked the salt works,
which were defended by about seven
hundred men, who were either captured
or dispersed. The loss by this raid to
the rebels is immense,

All the railroad bridges from New
river to the Tennessee line are destroyed.
Thirteen railroad trains, with locomo-
tives ; several trains and extra cars, with-
out engines; were captured and destroyed.
All the depots of suppliesin Southwest-
crn  Virginia, depots, “,undries, mills,
factories, storehouses, wagon and am-
bulance trains, and turnpike. bridges,
were destroyed. In addition, we captured
two thousand and five hundred rounds
of artillery ammunition, two thousand
pack saddles, and a large amount of
harness, and a great quantity of small
arms, two thousand horses and cne thou-
said mules. :

Among the captureswere also two
rebel editors and four secession printing
presses.  The latter were sent to Parson
Brownlow as a Christmas gift. Seyere
loss to the rebels was -the destruetion
of the salt works, at Saltville, and the
lead works,"at Leadville ; both were ren-
dered valueless. Our losses were very
small, not excceding two thousand
killed, wounded and missing.

THE ACT FOR THOE EMANCIPATION OF THIE
SLAVES IX THE CONFEDERACY.

The New York 7ribune does not think
there is a sufficiont Abolition majority
in the Yankee House to pass, by a two-
thirds vote, (which is required) the bill
abolishing slavery. The New York
World, discussing the same question,

says:

All reasoning which concedes the early
abolition of slavery assumes that the
South eannot gain its independence by
the unaided efforts of its white popula-
tion. If it can, slavery will be abolished
when the South pleases ; which will not
be in this generation, nor the next. L_ct
us assume, then, that the time is not dis-
tant when Southern arms will give way
before Northern valor, unless some new
element enters into the struggle. Mcan-
while, steps arc taken for extinguishing
slavery by an amendment to the Consti-
tution. What will be the consequence ?
Why, clearly this: that the South,
secing that the fall of slavery is
inevitable, will anticipate our action
and get beforchand with us inits aboli-
tion. That a majority of the negroes will
prefer their old homes and associationsin
the sunny climate of the South is next
to certain; and the rebel army will have
nearly as many fresh blacks to draw on
for recruits as they had whites af the
beginning of the war. To say that this
will have no tendency to prolong the
contest, and render the final .result
doubtful, is to talk superlative nonsense.
If, as the Abolitionists contend, the
emancipation proclamation prevented
Eurepean recognition, it logically follows
that (the disposition of Furope remaining
the same) recognition would speedily
follow the abolition of slavery by the
South; and all the mere certainly from
the increased military weight of the South
when its able-bodied male negroes had
been thrown into the scale.

Sceretary Chase taking his seat as Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court of the
United States. The style of the parg
graph is quite worthy of Yaukee litera-
ture, and we copy it:

A large and distinguished assemblage
was present in the Supreme Court-room
to-day to sec Mr. Chase take his seat as
Chief Justice. Scldom have the vene-
rable walls enclosed more men of emi-
nence in the various professions and pur-
suits of life, or a more attractive repre-
sentation of the women of America.

It was impossible to forget that the
present court-room was the old Senate
chamber, hallowed to our memories by
Clay and Webster, and other great souls
that had battled for constitutional free-
dom.

There is no ceremonial about the in-
stailation of a chief justice. It was evi-
dent that the crowd was disappointed in
this réspect. They rightly imagined that,
as the office is of se high dignity, the
new incumbent would be inaugurated
with some solemnity. DBut there was
nothing of the kind, beyond that which
the characters of the principal partici-
pants, and cspecially of the leading
personage, imparted to the scene.

Yet, in many respects, it was a memo-
rable spectacle. I stood again in the
arca of that chamber which had so often
resounded to the stirring eloquence and
matchless logic and patriotic sentiments
of the orators and statesmen whé had
clevated the fame of American parlia-
‘mentary clocution to a level with the
noblest exemplars in ancient or modern
times. I saw it again filled with the
most eminent men in politics, in letters,
and in professional life, and with the
beauty and grace of feminine loveliness—
all attracted to do honor to the clevation
of onc whose talents and worth only had
raised him to the greatest honor of his
profession—that of presiding in the high-
est tribunal of the nation.

It was gratifying to notice in the as-
scmblage several of the most prominent
political opponents of Mr. Chase—amon
them the Democratic candidate for the
Vice-Presidency, Mr. Pendleton, and Mr.
