LATEST FROM EUROPE.
The steamship Moravian brings intel-

ligence from" Europe to the 30th ultimo.
"VVe cony from the telegrams in the Yan-
kee papers a portion of the news:

GREAT BRITAIN.
The news from America ofthe success

of Generals Sherman and Thomascaused
much satisfaction among the friends ol
the North, and the Confederate loan de-
clined three per cent, while there was a
slight improvement in Federal securities.

The item of news, however, which
claimed most attention was the order oi
General Dix to pur u< raiders into
Canada, it necessary.

The London Times remarks that if the
l American Government is so ill-advised as

to send its troops across the Canadian
frontier, a very serious misunderstanding
between the two countries may bo the
consequence.

The London Daily Nats hopes thatthe order of General Dix to pursue the
raiders across the Canadian frontier will
be disavowed by the superior civil au-thorities of the Washington Government.It .-ays:! uThe [lea which could alone warrant
such a course, the refusal of the Cana-dians to administer justice and observetoe duties of allies, has, happily, nofoundation in fact."

War be
tween America and England would be
simply the most formidable intervention
in behalf of the South w?hich Mr. Davis
could desire" The Times especially re-
commends this point to theconsideration
of the Americans.

it adds : " It has been long surmised
that the Confederate agents, in their va-
rious operations, have beenrather allured
than deterred by the prospects of inter-
national embroilment arising out of their
schemes. If, besides escaping with a

tcruiser and plundering a bank, they
could bring a powerful enemy on the
back of their foe, it would be an enor-
mous aid to them.

Perhaps some of them, now looking to
the St. Albans raid, have hopes of this
kind. It is much wiser to disappoint
them than to play their game. The
Federals may assure themselves that not
even the capture of Nashville nor the
defeat of Sherman would gratify the
South half as much as a rupture with
this country, which certain Northern
politicians are incessantly advising.

The London Post saysthat neither the
English nor theFederals will allow them-
selves to be driven into unfriendly rela-
tions by the buccaneering exploits of a
tiiird party, whose object is sufficiently
manifest. It will no doubt be found ne-
cessary to the interest of both nations to
maintain an effectual military police, both
on the shores and lake, with the view of
preventing a recurrence of rCcent depre-
dations. The Herald says we must take
care and give them noreasonable grounds
of provocation; that if the war should
commence it may be theirfault, not ours.

The Star believes that the feeling in
the United States about therelease ofthe
$t ,\ [bans robbers would doubtless sub-
side as soon as thecourse of the Canadian
Government was known.

THE OLD STAND.

THE WAR NEWS.
The quiet of the military lines in front

of Petersburg and Richmond remains
unbroken. The Army of the James
last week witnessed a very touching
seene?old Benjamin Butler'sfarewell to
his troops. He was torn suddenly and
ruthlessly from his beloved niggers by
Lincoln, and sent into the shades of pri-
vate life at Lowell, Massachusetts. Ilia
affecting farewell address, and a full ac-
count of his leave-taking, will be found
in the extracts from Northernpapers pub-
lished in another column. In his ad-
dress, he gives Grant a severe-parting
kick. Though for the moment under
a cloud, he will soon burst from his se-
clusion with renewed effulgence. It will
be observed, he .is ordered to report by
letter to the Adjutant General of the
United States. We exftect next to hear
from him as the Military Governor of
Kentucky.

The Yankee journals mention the
starting out of another great naval expe-
dition. It is alrcudy battering at Fort
Fisher. Since our last issue no official
dispatches have been received from Wil-
mington, but there are reports in circu-
lation?the source of m i:ich we have been
unable to triee?that the Yankee fleet
was bombarding Fort Fisher fiercely,and
that two of its vessels had been sunk by
the guns of the fort. There is also a
rumor that the Yankees had effected a
landingat thepoint whereButler's troops
disembarked.

A gentleman wholeftStaunton on Satur-
day morning, reports thatitwas rumored,
and believed by the military authorities
there, that General Rosser had taken
Beverly, Randolph county, capturing be-
tween five and six hundred prisoners.
No official intelligence confirmatory of
this rumor hasbeen received; but there
is reason to give it credit, as General
Rosser isknown to be on araid into that
section of Virginia.

Mr. Francis P. left Richmond
on Saturday, on the flag-of-truce boat, for
Grant's lines. As the end, and object,
andresults, of his mission have, fnrnished
the theme for endless speculation and
discussion, we are glad to be able to re-
lieve public curiosity by laying before
our readers some facts concerning his
interview with the President He called
upon the President on Friday morning.
The meeting, especially upon the partef
Mr. Blair, was marked by a degreeof
cordiality that was as refreshing asit was
unexpected. He shook the President's
hand warmly, assuring him at the same
time of bis undiminished regard and
esteem. Tho first compliments over, ho

President, which was immediately ac-
corded him. After a private conversa-
tion of an hour's duration, Mr. Blair
took his leave, expressinghimself highly
gratified with the reception he had met
and the results of the conference. Some
time after his departure, the President
wrote him a note, stating that as he
(Mr. Blair) would, perhaps, like to have
in writing what ho (Mr. Davis) hadsaid
to him, ho had written to report that he
was willing, as he had ever been, to ap-
point commissioners tomeetcommission-
ers of Mr. Lincoln, with a view to an
adjustment of thr difficulties existing
between the two countries. It is under-
stood that Mr. Blair told the President
that he came in no official character, but
simply with tho knowledge and consent
of Mr. Lincoln. He expressed the opin-
ion that Mr. Lincoln would certainly
appoint commissioners to meet the com-
missioners appointed by our President.

The same boat that carried Mr. Blair
down the James river brought back Gen-
eral Singleton, an Illinois Peace Democrat,
another unauthorized peace commis-
sioner. This.peace commissioner business
is fast becoming ridiculous. For the
benefit of whom it may concern, we will
state that General Singleton is at the
Spotswood Hotel, where he has been
called on by a number of citizens.

We should not be surprised to see old
Horace Greeley next, flying around in
Richmond as a peace commissioner.

Hon. Henry S. Footc, of Tennessee, is
still at Fredericksburg, the House of
Representatives not having yet decided
what action theywill take in his case.?
Persons who came downfrom Fredericks-
burg yesterday state that Mr. Footc was
very indignant that he should havebeen
arrested, and demanded to be brought to
Richmond immediately; and when this
was refused him, he wrote to Judge
Halyburton, petitioning for a writ of
habeas corpus.

NOT "PRIVATEERS."
We are requested to state that the

"Olustee" and the v Shenandoah,"

I
may *ay, that in tfio course of two or three days I
met at least one hundred gentlemen in Boston,
among its most influential classes, who expressed
to me. n ardent /sympathy for the South in her
strugglefor constitutional liberty* ard an earnest
desire for the acknowledgmentof her independence
as the only possible termination of the unnatural
andunhappy war.

?* What I was made a private witness of in Bos-
tonwas sufficientto satisfy any candid mind that
the Southern Confederacy had a party in the North
of devotedand intelligent friends, entitled to her
considerationand gratitude.

"In sho:t, I discovered**eircleof ? secessionists'
in Boston, andhad been cursing the black desert of
heartless crowds before myeves, without the least
thought that it contained an oasis for the despised
Confederate. I was overwhelmed with kindness by
my newly-foundfriends, offered a testimonial din-
ner, which I peremptorily declined; invited to
charming country places and suburban rides.?
Alas, from this amicable diversion, my thoughts
were to be turned into a channel.of bitterness!"

APPEARANCE OF THE RATTLE-FIELDOf
FRANKLIN.

The Nashville correspondent of the Cmcinna i
Commercialwrites:

" I lately passed over and examined the field
where was fought, November 30, one of the fiercest
and bloodiest battle*, for the numbers engaged, of
the whole war. The carnage among therebels must
have been feiirful. All along in front ofthe breast-
works on which they charged, for several iods deep,
the gravesareclustered us thick asin the most popn-
Pjus Potter's-field of the Old World. As thelebels
occupied the field afterthe fight, they had abundant
leisure to bury their dead decently, hence there are
none of those disgusting and revolting exhibitions
that sometimes shock the beholder, but he cannot
repress a feeling of unfeigned sadnessat the thought
that in the short space of tour hours all these mul-
titude-; were slaughtered in a \ain struggle to ac-
cjmpbah the command ofa madman.

Our men were crowded
so densely behind the woiks that those in the
front did nothing but fire the pieces, which weie
loaded Ly their comrades in the roar. It need.-,
only that one should look at the abattis of brush
which lay in front of them to learn what a
deadly torrent of had filled all the air. To use
the homely comparison of one who helped in
that day's work, \u25a0It looks just as though it had
been run through a threshing machine,' and so it
does. A grove of just in the rearof
our works weais such an appearance as it might if
a visitationof hail had been followed by one of lo-
custs, and afterthat each several and particular re-
maining fhred of bark and limb picked off. The
rebels buried their dead by regiments, in row<
parallel to the road. They made tho gravesabout
eighteen inches deep,and separated by athin wall
of earth.
