We have nothing to say of the wit of
the observation. Sherman’s profession
is that of arms, and he is not expected
to be equally bright with the tongueand
the sword. But he ought to be at least
grateful to his benefactors and respectful
to his superiors. When has the Devil
ever injured or forsaken Sherman, that
‘he should mention him in the same con«
nection with Jeff. Davis? nay, speak of
Jeff first, as if he were the senior officer ?
Such unfilial and irreverent treatment
from the Old Gentleman’s pet may well
wring from his agonized bosom the ex-
clamation: ‘“How sharper than a ser-
pent’s tooth it is to have a thankless
child!”

Possibly, however, Sherman meant no
discourtesy to his official superior. It
may be that he does not believe in a
Devil, any more than a Divine Provi-
dence, about which he is said to have
expressed himself at Atlanta in blasphe-
mous contempt. The New England race
has become, of late, equally incredulous
of Heaven and Hell. The appearance of
Jefl, Davis supplies a void placs in their
theology. The Pantheistic ideas which
they have adopted discover in Nature,
in all her forms, a God; but there was
still wanting a Devil.- Jeff. Davis came
and supplied the vacaum. When a New
England man says “Go to the Devil,”
he only means, Go to Jeff. Davis. The
Confederate President looms up like the
Prince of Pandemonium in all Yankee
imagination. He is the immortal Ad-
versary of Peace, Order and Liberty.
Although the Devilis said by Dr. Johnson
to have been the first Whig, Jeff. Davis
has thrown his illustrious predecessor
completely into the shade. Satan only
introduced rebellion into the court of
Heaven, but Jeff. Davis raised its foul
standard amongst the higher intelliv
 gence and purer saints of the Federal
Union. He wae the diabolical author of
Secession and Disunion, and invented
them both, because he would rather rule
in Hell than serve in Heaven. But for
bim the victims of his infernal arts
would even now return to their allegiance
fo the celestial hierarchies at Washing-
ton. There are not wanting thosein our
own borders who have discovered that
he is the author of all our woes. Having
lead us*into mischief, he is striving to
; make us as unhappy as possible, intend-
' ing,- finally, to get out of the scrape
himself, and leave the rest of usin the
lurch. He is the author of short crops
and bad weather ; he raises the prices of
bread and meat; makes breaches in the
canals and railroads ; interferes with the
‘managoment of our _armies,'and causes
general -defeat and disaster. It is-well

come to naught, he would suffer notie of
the pains and penalties of rebellion, but,
on the contrary, would have a place
‘offered him in Lincoln's Oabinet, with
the probability of hecoming his successor.

$iftle imperfections, and are not quite

of the cause, he naturally feels himself|
at liberty to make as many blunders as
possible, assume the military control, put
incompetent generalsin positions of vital
importance, and sacrifice Confederate
armies to death and captivity. -

We differ from General Sherman in one
thing. We never heard before shat it
did any good to pray for the Devil. Cer-
tainly, such a Devil as Jeff. Davis is past
all possibility of salvation. We would
much better pray for such saints in the
flesh as Lincoln, Seward, Sherman,
Tarchen, Butler, Ilunter, etc., who,
though the salt of the earth, have their

angels; at least, we see, as yet, “no
signs of wings sprouting from their
shoulder-blades.” There are a few
cracks in their armor of steel. Let us
pray that the Devil may find no vulnera-
ble place to reach their innocent hearts.
They have had nothing to do with the
blocdshed and misery that have swept
over the South like a volcanic eruption
from Hell. Excellent men, though still
subject to human frailtics. Let the
country pray that they may not fall into
evil ways and come short of their re-
ward.

We bavé not yet heard what honors
the city of Lowell and Commonwealth of
Massachusetts propose to bestow upon
General Butler. Ie is a native son of
Massachusetts, and a glory to the State.
He has-cast all the renown of her Web-
sters and Winthrops completely in the
shade. IIe is the best embodiment of
Massachusetts character that the war
has yet produced. He only needs a slight
varnish of Puritanism to make him per-
fect. We grieve tc. say that General
Butler does not add to his other virtues
that of being a hypocrite. The brethren
ought to take him in hand, and induce
him to become a member of the Massa-
chusetts Young Mea’s Christian Asso-
ciation. With this single exception,
Butler is an honor to his native State.—
e has made his own fortune and unmade
the fortunes of a good many other people.
What higher recommendation could man
present to New England admiration and
respect. Lowell ought to present him
the freedom of the city in a gold box.
Ile has had the freedom of the South in
a good many gold boxes for four years.

In addition to these well deserved
marks of respect, we recommend that an
eulogium of his deeds be pronounced by
the great and virtuous Caleb Cushing,
who, if he has not served with him in
the war (not being able to obtain a com-
mission from. Lincoln), at least served
with him in the Charleston Democratic
Convention. The aid of the pencil
might also be called in to illustrate his
military career. A number of eminent
Yankee artists should be employed at
once for that purpose, and the galleries of
the Lowell Academy of Fine Arts/if
such there be; or, if not, Harper's Ma-
gazine, adorned with the products of
their genius. They might take some
hints upon the «abject from.the so called
“Captain” Gann, in Thackeray's last
book—that red-faced man, ‘who used to
entertain his companions in bar-rooms
with famous accounts of Waterloo and
other battles, none of which he had ever
geen. Some ragged young artist im-
mortalized him in. various sketches, re-
spectively entitled : $ Captain Gann (as-
gisted by Shaw, the life guardsman,)
killing twenty-four French cuirassiers at
Waterloo” ; *Captain Gann defending
Hougoumont” ; * Captain Gann, called
upon by Napoleon Bonaparte to lay
down his arms, saying, ‘A captain of
militia dies, but never surrenders.’”—
The Duke of Wellington, pointing to
the advancing Old Guard and sayivg,
“Up Gann and at them.” These
sketches would form an admirable inodel
to illustrate the redoabtable military ca-
reer of Butler; and, if executed as the
subject ought to be; would have a tre-
mendous snccess. The pictares might

By noon every avenue was
a miniature river, the current dashing
along at a cataract speed.

All" business was necessarily sus-
pended, save that incident to the
protectien and preservation of property.
Pedestrians found themselves water-
bound upon all sides. Skiffs, canoes,
and other craft were bronght into requi-
sition, and vessels of all sorts were im

pressed to transport passengers, furni.
ture, baggage, etc. Ladies who had
ventured out were caught by the rapidly-
swelling waters, and forced to seek
wagons and drays for safe carriage home.
Tho only lucky fellows were the wan-
dering cavalrymen, who, fearless for the
nonce of provost guards, plunged madly
and furiously about upon their horses.
By nightfall, Broad street, from one ex-
tremity to the other, was a billowy sca,
traversed only by boats. Green street
was a rushing torrent ; the cross streets
were all filled to the brim, while to the
south there was one vast watery expanse,
as weary a wastc as ever cye rested
upon. There was no egress or ingress to
or from the city. Every road was sub-
m-rged. The canal bridges were, in
many cases, swept away. The railroad
depots were inaccessible, and all travel
stopped. The factories had to cease
work. The gas works were rendered
useless, and the hydrants choked up
from a surplusage of water. Pumpsand
wells were overtlown, and we might as
well have been in the midst of the great
Sahara, famishing for @gua pura, as heie
in the midst of the flood.

The only places in the whole eity nor
reached by the water were the sidewalks -
on Broad street, extending from Jackson
to Washington, and these were only
comparatively dry. At the Planters’
Hotel the water was_from three to five
feet deep, and that popular caravansery
was jor the day approaciiable vuly by
navigators. The Globe, Southern States
and Augu-ta Hotels escaped with cellars
full of water.

The water, when at its height, was up
to the track on the bridge, and the
greatest depth reached was thirty-five
feet. e
We have been unable to ascertain that
any lives were lost. Tt was reported
several partics had been drowned in
Hamburg, but we could trace the rumor
to no reliable source.

A onestery brick building, on the
corner of Green and Cumming streets,
belonging to a Mr. McKnight, was en-
tirely demolished by the force of the
waigr, as also was a number of small
frame tenements and out-houses in the
neighborhood of the’ Waynesboro® de-
pot and the southwestern section of the
city.
