He takes
his loss with Christian resiguation, and does
not iy from the world or fall against it, like
Timon of Athens, but moves through the
world with a pleasant and arbane manuer, as
if he had still the princely fortune at com-
mand.

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DiscoverY oF A NEw Prockss FOR TRE PRE-
SERVATION oF ANIMAL Foop.—Some twelve
months ago, an association was formed in
England to ascertain the best means of sup-
plying the markets with fresh animal -food
from those counties where it i3 produced in
immense quantities and at little cost. The re-
sult of the efforts of this associafion is stated
to be the discovery of a process by which ve-
nison, poultry, mutton, beef, and other similar
articles, may be preserved in a fresh raw state
for an indefinite period, and under all cir-
cumstances of climate and temperature. It
the English statements upon the suhject are
correct, the applicati®h of this new discovery—
which s understood to be ){:‘\tvntnd-—w animal
food in Texas and the far West, and brought,
thus preserved, into the great cities and most
populons parts of the United States, would be
of incalcnlable benefit to the inhabitants. The
capital of the association is very large, and
the owner of one of the most extensive es-
tates in Australia has offered to supply them
with meat of the finest quality at a penny a
pound.
