IXDICATIONS OP CoAL OIL IX GEORGIA.—EVi-
dences of petroleum in the northwest section
of this State are so abundant that they are
attracting capital from all parts of the coun-
try. The surfaceindications of this wonderful
oleaginous fluid are very striking to the eye of
the experienced ‘‘oil hunter’’ throughout the
entire area of this coal region. The cliff of the
geological strata of Northern Alabama and
Northwest Georgia—the formations of slate,
sandstone and shale—and the discovery of oil,
in many localities, floating on the surface of
stagnant pools and streams of water—all tend
to confirm the belief that these sections are
rich in this newly-discovered source of im-
mense wealth; and the fact that petroleum
has been recently found in Kentucky and Ten-
nessee in quantities that promise to surpass
even the famous wells of Venango county, Pa.,
is another strong indication that this valnable
material exists throughout the entire chain of
the Cumberland Mountains, from Pennsyl-
vania to the Mississippi river. In all sections.
of these States preparations are making for
testing the existence of 0il. Some of the most
sagacious of our capitalists are interested in
these enterprises, and should success attend
their operations, the whole of our people will
be benefited, and prosperity scatter her bless-
ings over the land.—Macon Telegraph.

Cavses oF StppEN DeaTH.—Very few of the
sudden deaths which are said to arise from di-
seases of the heart do really arise from that
cause. To ascertain the real origin of sudden
deaths, an experiment has been tried in Europe
and reported to a scientifie congress held at
Strasbourg. Sixty-six cases of sudden death
were made the subject of a thorough post mor-
tem examination ; in these cases only two were
found who had died from disease of the heart.
Nine out of sixty-six had died from apoplexy,
while there were forty-six cases of congestion
of the lungs—that is, the lungs were so full of
blood they could not work, there not being
room enough for a sufficient quantity of air to
enter to support life. The causes that produce
congestion of the lungs are: cold feet, tight
clothing, costive bowels, sitting still until
chilled after being warmed with labor or a ra-
pid walk, going too suddenly from a close,
heated room into the cold air, especially after
speaking, and sudden depressing news ope-
rating on the blood. These causes of sudden
death being known, an avoidance of them may
serve to lengthen many valuable lives, which
would otherwise be lost under the verdict of
heart complaint. That disease is supposed to
be inevitable and incurable ; hence many may
not take the pains the{awould to avoid sudden
death if they knew it lay in their power.

TRIAL OF GENERAL MERCER FOR SHOOTING
Ux1ox Sonpiers.—The conrt martial of Briga-
dier-General Hugh W. Mercer, at Savannah,
for the alleged murder of seven Union sol-
diers, which has been going on since the 16th
instant, seems to excite very little local inter-
est. It appearsthat the soldiers General Mer-
cer is charged with shooting were originally
g‘r‘floners of war, taken from the Union forces.

ey were released from the Southern pri-
sons upon condition of taking the oath of
allegiance to the Confederacy and entering its
military service. There were three battalions
of them, averaging ten companies each. One
of the battalions was stationed at Savannah
under General Mercer. They were all styled
<« Foreign Battalions’’ by the official promul-
gations of the Confederate authorities. The
seven members of the Savannah organization
were caught in the act of deserting back to the
Federal side, and were shot while General
Mercer was in command of the post. Evi-
dence for the prosecution is difficult to secure,
and the trial been delaied. General Mer-
cer put in his parole by Sherman in defence,
claiming United States protection under the
Johnston-Sherman agreement.
