It is announced thawdheFrench Govern-
ment has given notice of its intention to dis-
solve the treaty of extradition concluded be-
tween GreatBritain and France on the 13th
ofFebruary, 1843. The Gazette dcs Tribunaux,
in its observationson this notice, remarks that
the dissolution of this treaty will, in no way,
impede theaction of the French laws with re-
spect to those Frenchmen whohave crossed
the Channel after the commission ofa crime
in France, inasmuch as since the 13th of Fe-
bruary, 1843, not one individual accused of
crime who has taken refuge in England has
been surrendered to the French Government.
The Gazette adds that the treaty was always
executed by the French Government, but
never by the English. Itwould not, conse-
quently,be consistent with the dignity of the
Emperor's Government to permit a
treaty to exist which the other contracting
party didnot observe : andeverybody canun-
derstandwhy the Government desires to put
an end to such a state of things. The Gazette
says,in conclusion, that the extradition of
Frenchmen accused of crime, and who had
fled toEngland, did not' takeplace in conse-
quence of the innumerable difficulties im-
possible of solution whichEnglish magistrates
raised. The production of awarrant, or even
a decree of the Imperial Court sending the
accused fortrial, did not appear sufficient to
prove that a regular prosecution existed
against the individuals whose extradition was
demanded. The transmission through the
Embassyof the acts and decisions delivered
by the French committingmagistrates or ema-
nating from the French tribunals, although
invested with aU legal signatures possibleor
desirable, would pot satisfy the English au-
thorites, and they required theaccomplish-
mentof so many antiquated formalities that
the French authorities found it necessary to
abandon thedemand of extradition.

Stephens is sworn to remain with
his men.I Others argue, that should the Head
Centre fly from the country hewould be con-
sidered as having abdicated, and that no Fe-
nian, after such a circumstance would occur,
was fora moment bound to the oath he has
taken. There is a s'.rongbelief entertained in
manyremote districts that James Stephensis
not only secretly located In this country, but
that he continues to issue dispatches, from
time totime, through the country to the A's
and B's. Another significant fact connected
with Fenianism is the greatsympathyevinced
for each prisonerwho receives his sentence in
Dublin, andfor those who are in prison. It is
confidently believed that subscriptions arebe-
ing coUected throughout different districts of
the country for the support of the wives and
families of aU who areor may be arrested-for
Fenianism, who arenot provident enough to
afford the means of sustenance themselves,
and that evenrespectablefarmers are coerced
to contribute to thefund. I merely give the
toneof sentiment and the feeling which per-
vades in the provinces, which is too distinct
not to heobservedby parties in the habit of
travelling among the people in the country
districts.

The trial of Jeremiah O'Donnavan was

Inreply to the
usual question,ifhe hadanything to saywhy
sentenceahould not be passed upon him, the
prisoner said he expected no other result, as
the Crown hadreserved documents necessary
for his defence, packed thejury andthebench.

eighteen years old," hp married Marie Hen-rietta Anna, Archduchess of Austria, aad
daughterof the late Archduke Joseph,Pala-
tineof Hungary?an alliance which was ar-
ranged, it has been asserted, with a view to

throneafter the deathof thefirst sovereign ofthe line. Wemay,however, questionwhetheranysuch purpose lay concealed in the match,
