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The Great Evil.

We have often deplored the division of
the voters of Virginia upona line of color.
1t is fatal to that mutual trust and reliance
without which there is no peace, no well-
ordered industry.

The presence in the hosom of the com-
munity of so Jarge a body of recently-
enfranchised persons voting as one man is
full of social frritation, and detrimental to
the State. This body is not educated—not
discriminating and capable in selections of
men—and prone to side with the desirning
and demagogical who' flatter their vanity
and profess the most and do the least fqr
their advancement and happiness. In this
way they are used by unworthy white peo-
ple.to gét the possession of the gm-emrprnt
which they administer alike for the injury
of white and black.

Take this city with its 6,800 white (to
use round numbers) and 6,200 black regis-
tered voters. Three hundred white men
going over to the blacks will tie the white
vote, and any larger number of white de-
sertions will put the government in the
hands of the 6,200 blacks and the handful
of whites, depriving the real talent and
worth of the country of all participation in
public affairs, to the injury of the public
interests.

There gre always a number of ineapable
and uaworthy men who had far rather sub-
mit their claims, or rather demerits, Lo the
black man, than that they should pass the
ordeal of an intelligent public judgment.
And as long as the blacks are banding and
voting as a race, the danger is that there
will be enough of this unworthy class of
whites to take possession of the offices
through black votes, just as we have it
here in this city now. The transicrring of
about 500 white votes to the colored party
has given that party a majority of 280 or
thereabouts.

A community liable by this process to be
gubmitted to the rule of men who cannot
be the proper sort of men to administer
public affairs is ever exposed to injury. So
that this evil in the bedy politic isa very
grave one. The public well-being cannot
be more effectually served than by the dis-
ruption of this banded organization of «
race and the freedom of its members to mix
up with society and vote as other people.

The use made of the blacks by the dema-
gogues is an outrage upon them, ag it isupon
gociety. It is monstrous that atew whites
«hould climb into public places on the backs
of 6,000 colored voters, hectoring over their
own race, and fomenting the hate of the
blacks towards v.e whites.

There will be a remedy for this in time.
as all monstrous phases of society have their
remedies. It is alike important to white
and black that this remedy should come,
and that soon. Jf not, there will he a steady
increase of hostility between the races. One
unfriendly demonstration invites another,
and unlessa change takes place in the rela-
tions of blacks and whites we may well sup-
pose that a condition of affairs may come
about that will be very injurious to both
classes, but ne vessarily most so to the
weakest.

This subject deserves caruest considera-
tion just now.

'Work to be Done-

1t has been a feature of the public cha
rueter of this city that misfortune has
strengthened the encrgies of her people

and made their fortitude and constancy to
ghine the brighter. They lifted themselves,
as it were, out of the ashes of their city, and
amid the trials and oppressions since the
war, rebuilt their houses in a style of
architecture and capacity greatly superior
to those which had been burned. So, in
every trial and every calamity, they have
borne themselves with calmness and reso-
lution, struggling against adversity.

It is a great solace in time of trouble to
turn to the cares of business and the prose-
cution of great undertakings. The people
of Richmond will find this diversion fromn
unpleasant things us eflicacious as ever,

We have great works to do, and we must
begin now to considér them. Jumes river
must be deepened to accommodiate the
larger vessels to our wharves. This must
be done to meet the demands of the busi-
ness of the Chesapeake and Ohio railroad,
and to fix the plans of that great company
in reference to Richmond us its terminu..
It is controlled by the most practi-
eal men in  the country, who know
what an advantage it is to have the
#hortest line of railroad transportation
between the seurce of production and the
place of shipment in sea-going vessels,
Now if we give them the necessury facili-
ties in the matter of shipment here they
need look nowhere else. They will fix here
their shops and depdts, and will have no
idea of dividing their transportation, und
taking the broken freights to obscure fishing
villages lower down on the tide where there
is no trade and no accommodations, but n
plenty of fever and agua, und a multiplicity
of annoyances that obstruct business and
take away the energies of men and give no
compensation for the trials they bring.

Give here the facilities of trade suited to
the times in which we live, and here will be
established permanently tbe depots and
real terminus of the great Covingtou and
Ohio railroad.

This i8 a matter of vital concern to us all,
and must be promptly attended to. '

Then we must get out of our hemmed-in

situation with reference to our railroad con-
nections westwardly. Our city isin a bag.
The western lines of communication have
their straight roads running elsewhere—
none to Richmond. We must have our
straight roads too westwardly trom our
borders. No passenger from the West, not
obliged to come to Richmond, can now be
brought here. Without truvel we can have
no trade. That we should get this travel
by short and straight lines of railroad hav-
ing the greatest expedition, is a proposition
nene can deny. It is indispensableto our
participation in the western trade.

Now, these things we must do, and it will
be well for our people to 2o Lo work al once
to plan and construct them,

Casualities, political contrarities, and tem-
porary annoyances, should not be permitted
to stay the energies and enterprises ot this
people. They should never fuil to be equal
to the grand situation for great achieve-
ments with which Providence has blessed
them.

The Election.

We have lost our gencral Conservative
ticket by a little less than 300 votes; but
we have the Councilmen from three of the
fve wards, giving us the control of the legls-
lative branch of the city government. This

is an important advantage. We thus have | shoo

a conservative check upon excesses and a
means of enforcing accountability, The
ticket elected by the Radicals is a very in-
different one, and the value of the check we
have upon the city administration cannot be
over-estimated.

Still we hope that the divided power for-
tunately secured in the city government
will resulf in such understanding and just

_ rudence in the condust of public affaire.

A war of cross purposes and counteraction
will only produce trouble and injury to the
city, Yet we must urge the Conservatives
to make no concessions inconsistent with
the public interests and the public dignity.
. As to how this defeat came about, much
tight be said ; bul we deem that much as
best not =aid. ~ There should be no erimina-
tion or recrimination on the Conservative
side. lL.et us forget differences and reform
our columne at once and take position in
defence of the policies and principles which
we hold dear. There is no unanimity of
opinion as to the errors that haVe been com-
mitted, and nothing but injury can result
from the warm discussion of them. Let ug
all concede to one another a patriotic pur-
pose in all we have done to maintain the
safety and welfare of Virginia.

The Results Elsewhere.

The information with regard to elections
in the cities of the State is generally favora-
ble to the Cornservatives in a decided man-
ner. There is a feature in them thatis very
gratifying, and that is that there are more
colored voters casting their votes with the
Conservatives than formerly, In this city
nothing hut the rigid diseipline of the secret
organizations holds the colored men in one
soiid party. If left free and without fear,
naturally the colored voter would exercise
his own diseretion and follow the instinets
of his own judgment.

The indications from the country and the
towns are encouraging, The next trial at
elections will prove that very extensive
changes have taken place in the party fea-
tures of the constituent body.

The Two Reports.

When the country edition of the Dispalch
went to press on Thursday night such was
the nature of the few returns received that
we were satisfied the Conservative ticket was
clected, and so announced in a brief parz-
eraph. But by the time the form was re-
turned from the press to prepare the city
edition, news from the ragged edges of the
city, and from some infected districts, came
to hand, which so duashed our calculations
that defeat took the place of triumph. This
explaing the disagreeing paragraphs of the
two editions.
