Presbyterian Churches.

The cercwonies attending the
INSTALLATION OF REV. SAMUEL J. BAIRD, D. D,,
as pastor of the Third Presbyterisn church
(Church Hill) were very interesting. The
pastor then installed is well known through-
out the State as an able, earnest, and eclo-
quent divine,snd has entered upon the work
assigned to him with his whole beart and
soul. He has been preaching there several
weeks, and already there have been con-
siderable accessions to the attendance in
that place,

On 1he occasion of the installation Rev. E.
T. Baird, D. D., presided and preached the
sermon, taking as his text the 42d verse of
the 22d chapter of Matthew :  “Wbhat think
ve of Christ, whose son is he?” Th&dis-
course was in his usual concise and earnest
style, full of argument, appeal, and incident.
At its couelusion he asked the pastor and
the ehurch the usual questions prescribed
by the chureh, and receiving the proper re-
plies pronounced the union complete.

Then followed the charge to the pastor
by Rev. Moses D. Hoge, 1. D., and the
¢haree to the congregation by Rev. Charles
H. Read, D. D,

The services were concluded with prayer
by Dr. Hoge. and the benediction by the
pewly-installed pastor.

At the conciusion of the services the
members of the chureh came forward and
otfered their coneratulations to their pastor.

At the Grace-Street Presbyterian church
on Sunday cight persons were received upon
examination and one Ly letter.

Another large audience was in attendance
sl Assembly Hall on Sunduy morning to hear
Dr. Hoge, of the Sccond Presbyterian
chureh. His subjeet, ** The Obligations of
Civilization to Christian Missions,” was a
masterly effort, carefully studied, replete
with valuable statistical ioformation, and
was one of bis most eloquent efforts, Al-
though the discourse occupied one hourand
a half in its delivery, the vast audience paid
the strictest attestion throughout.

The Baptist Courches
on Sunday were penerally well attended,
and the lollowing points of specinl interest
may be noted:

Rev. Dr. Burrows, pastor of the First
chureh, returned to the city on Saturday,
and filled the pulpit in the morning. The
Sunday school numbered 475.

The annual meeting of the First Baptist
Sunday school was held on Sunday evening
in the main audience-room of the chureb,
A large crowd of officers, teachers, and
scholars of the school were in attendaoce.
The Rev. Dr. Curry was called to the chair,
and stated that as heretofore the meeting
was convened for the election of officers and
the distribution of prizes.

On motion, the meeting rcélected all the
oflicers by one vote, vira voce, as follows:
Robert II. Bosher, superinicndent; A, P.
Fox, assistant superintendent; G. A,
Haynes, secretary 3 D, S, McCarthy, assistant
secretary 3 Josiah Ryland, treasurer; R. S,
Dosher, librarian 3 R. E, Tyler, C. D. Hablis-
ton, and 1. O. Keesee, assistant Jibrorians
J. ¥, C. Potts, leader of singing; George A,
Hundley, collector: E. T, Walthall, paper
distributor.

The election thus quickly dispatehed, as a
mere form, the pleasant task of distributing
the prizes to the sueccessful little con testants
bezun, The smallest were called to the
front, and stood in a row while Dr, Burrows
gracefully handed the beautiful books to the
little ones, who took them with many abow
and beaming tace. Dr. Curry then delivered
thie prizes to the older pupils, throwing ina
pleasant word in each case, by whicl cheer-
fulness wus didused through the audience.
The prizes were given for punctuality of
attendunce, proficicoey in lessons, and ga-
thering in mew :cholars, A number of
prizes were offered for the new year.

There was an error in the statlsties of the
school as published in one of the city papers
on the 1st instant. The following are cor~
rect: Officers and texchers on roll, 67; num-
ber of scholars on roll, 550 ; average attend-
ance during the year, 381, or 70 per cent.;
largest attendance on any one Sunduy du-
riug the year, 510 scholars.

At the Second chureh the Sunday school
was very large. At its close there wasan
address by Rev.dJ. William Joues, general
superintendent of the Sunday-School and
Bible Board, and a collection for the Board
which he represents,

Dr. Bitting preached to a large congrega-
tion his apniversary sermon, in which he
made & most gratifying exhibit of the work
of the church during the two years of his
pastorate, bringiog out some interesting sta-
tistics, which will be more fully given on
next Sunday at the annual meeting of the
church and Sunday school.

Landis is a-minister of the Gospel, from
Philadelphia, a man of fine sppearance and
of full flow of language; but his thoughts
secm to outstrip even his rapid tongue, and
heoften left his sentences unfinished. We
regret that he had not left more un:zaid,
or we had mnot leard him. Yef,
for -the sake' of (he readers of the
Dispaich, at. least, we must put forth a
protest against the inculeation in this com-
munity of ideas that would undermine the
morality and pure religion in any commu-
nity. The Doctor stated in the beginning
that he was formerly a medical practitioner,
but now a preacher. His medical experi-
ence biased his whole lecture, or # oration,”
as he styled it, and furnished the only hints
of any value during the hour he ranted
ridicuously on the st.ge. Among his earliest
utterances was something of this style,
though net his exact words: * The Holy
Ghost is an entire ghost—that is, a ghost
without holes in it.”

The lecturer apparently believes that
Christ was a man of superior codily and
mental attainments, who ig a suitable model
in his character and personal habits for the
Imitation of every man and Woman: !
earth, He said Christ was a pure scientist,
and there is only one way to go to heaven,
and’ that is severely mithematical, purely
seientific—the law of God, the law of Nu-
ture. Any failure to follow these was to
yield to the temptations of the Devil. Good
is God, evil is the Deyil. Pure air, he said,
is filled with angels—that is, with all the
stements of health and vigor; foul air with
imps, or the poisonous gases that destroy
the body and which result in the destruction
of the soul. -

The lecturer traced the evils of improper
feeding of infants, to boyhood, youth, and
manhood. Improper feeding (suggzested by
the Devil) paved the way for dyspepsia ; that
and partaking of greasy food to a desire for
tobucco ; next camg whiskey, and thence
from evil to evil, from devil to the Devil.
He devoted much attention to descrip:ions
of the sad eflccts of tobacco and whiskey
saying many true tbiogs.of them, n_nc[
gave some wholesome warnings., is wife,
who was born in North Carolina, had told
him, he said, that if he © talked much about
tobaco and whiskey down in Richmond he
would get his head broke, for ali the men
down there get drunk and use tobacco, but
be had found it a lie.”

After vindieating fashion and fashionable
training, he said ladies sboull marry men
healthy in body and mind; men “ correct in
habits of stomach and of mind.”” Let them
select such men *“as your own great Gov-
ernor Walker, a man who knew the right
and dare maintain.” This was the only re-
mark that elicited applause.

We have followed this oration already too
far, and may in a word say it was the most
remarkable aggregation of sense and wpon-
sense, of blaspuemy and religion, ever heard
in this city,
