lyzed to find out whether it is pure enough
to cause its action upou lead.

of river water upon lead pipes must be rare,
as the conditions for such action do not
often occur-viz.: "That the water must

abound In carbonic acid, or contain little or
no saline matter, and with either of these
conditions there must be free access of air.

(Taylor on Poisons, pa«e 363.)

"Practice of Medicine" I do not find one

©f them mentioning the passage of water

through lead pipes as a cause of " lead-poi¬
soning." The standing of water in laid
cisterns with access of air, the use of cider
in leaden vessels, the manufacturing of lead,
the use of it by painters, <fcc., are enume¬

rated as causes, but not the passage of water
through lead pipes. Lead-poisoning does
sometimes thus occur, but it must be rare ;
and there is no danger of our James River
water ever being made sufficiently pure
and clear to act upon leaden pipes. On this
subject I find in " Taylor on Poisons," page
363, the following: "This metal [lead] is

largely used for water-cisterns and pipes,
and under certain circumstances hydrated
oxide and carbonate lead are apt to be formed
in large quantities and diffused in the water.
? ? * ? * This conversion to carbonate
Is observed to take place chiefly with neiv

lead or the metal which basa bright surface;
but it is remarkable that when lead is alloyed
with l-200th part of arsenic it remains unaf¬
fected by water. Old lead docs not easily
produce the oxide or carbonate, the metal
being protected by the crust which is already
formed on it and firmly adheres to it. It is
important Tor the medical jurist to bear in
mind tbat the purer the water, or the less
saline matter it contains, the more it is liable
to acquire the poisonous impregnation ; but
pure water has no effect wbutever unless
there be free access of air." After speak¬
ing of the kinds of water liable to become
poisoned, already quoted in ray article, Tay¬
lor goes on to say: "If this (the saline mat¬
ter) forms less than the fifteen-thousandth
part of the weight of water it is liable to ac¬

quire an impregnation from lead. The
Thames water contains about the seven-
thousandth of its weight of saline matter,
and I have kept in this water for nine years
a mass of lead, exposing lifty-efglit square
inches of surface, without any curbouate be¬
ing produced.

Distilled water treated in like manner du¬
ring the same period has produced a con¬
siderable quantify of hydrated oxide and
carbonate lend. A mixture of equal parts
of river and distilled water had no action on
Jead, consequently a preservative effect ex¬
isted where the proportion of saline matter
could not have been greater than the
14000th part. The Edinburgh water,
according to Dr. C'bristison, contains
about- the 12000th of its weight of saline
matter, and it had but feeble action on

lead. To find whether lend will be acted on

by any water the author recommeuds that
bright, fresh lead be immersed in it, and " if
the fresh metallic surface remaius bright
after some days, or ouly acquire a faint in¬
crustation of sulphate, and hydrosulphuret
of ammonia does not give a brown tint to
the water, there is but little danger of its
being poisoned by lead." The same author
further observes tbat wheu "sulphate of
lime" forms the 5000th of the weight of
water no carbonate of IpaU is produced;
and the sulphate jjme $ss9|yeij In Ibis pr it?
iirger proportion in distilieu witter will
jvjnfer on it the properties possessed by river
"Water. Sulphate lead is slowly formed. This
closely invests the metal, and prevents the
formation of any oxide or loose crystalline
carbonate. With all due deference, Phar-
macentUt's quotations from chemical author¬
ities seem to have little bearing in establish¬
ing what he so much fears.-the danger of
the action of clear James River water on lead
pipes. Galen's warning on lead-poisoning
is all well enough. Dana's "iron-rust" is

"^-HtJFproved to exist in our river water; and,
en passant, clay contains four or five
per cent, oxide of iron (Johnson's Agri¬
cultural Chemistry, page 231); and is
not Pharmaceutist afraid that this may
act on lead, and thus counteract]
all the advantages he claims for clay ? We
have no evidence tbat our river water pos-
»esses less than 8000th of salts the amount
sail by Dr. Christison to be uecessary to
protect lead pipes. Dr, Lambe or Pharma¬
ceutist does not tell us the nature of the
Warwick pump-water, which so soon "ate

meleaifaway." It is presumable it was en¬

tirely different from our James River water.
Pharmaceutist says there is no doubt " tbat

carbonic acid and the sulphates act on the
lead, and afford some protection with a coat¬
ing tbat is generally insoluble." Just the
reverse as regards carbonic acid, which
forms with lead the most poisonous of the
salts of this metal. The water in the Capi¬
tol Square (which people may well avoid,
except as a " dernier resort," for, in my ex¬

perience, it is offensive after settling both to
the t«8te and smell), the fear of production
of calculus by clay, and digestibility of clay,
are side issues, having not much bearing on
the subject. No doubt oxide of iron and
lime are sometimes appropriated by the
system from elay, and in this sense clay may
be said to be digested. That clay has im¬
portant disinfectant properties is well known.
At the eame time 1 do not see why it
may not, like white of egg in coffee, act me¬
chanically in part ; or, like charcoal, absorb
and retain offensive matter. Clay in our
water I consider anything but a blessing;
and while filtering 30,0o0,000 gallons of
water daily in the reservoirs would seem
impracticable, still, if Pharmaceutist's ideas
were to preva:l, our Council might decline
to use sedimematiou in construction of our

- new. water-works by having two or more
reservoir*. Private filtering, from its ex¬
pense and slowness, will never be used bythe masses; but the use of alum In clearing
©or mer water is cheap and rapid, and
should be encouragcd. It leaves no taste
-or anything possibly injurious. -

I think, in summing up, that Pharmaceutist
and the public may rest satisfied tbat our
river water will never be made clear and
pure enough to acton lead pipes, and that
the more this subject is Investigated the
more desirable we shall find tt> S6*
rid of as much dirt as possible from our
river water. All its disinfectant properties
have been made available When the ^water
reaches the reservoir. Ttotfa*
get rid of it, for 1 think it has been shown
that there is need for it In coating our water-
