to be Chief-Justice created genera! sensation,
as after tbe nomination as Minister to Spain,all thoughts tbot he might possibly be Chief-
Justice left the public mind. It was a sur¬
prise to everybody, and to a majority of the
leading Republican senators was a disap¬
pointment and sonrce of dissatisfaction.
Democrats generally,and a few Republican?,
consider that tbe President in this action has
struck wi'.bin bounds of reason.

It was expected tbat Mr. Cashing would
be. confirmed to-day, but be was not, and the
Judiciary Committee will have some talk
over it.

Minister, and had no intimation of the addi¬
tional honor to be conferred upouMiim..
Wben General Babcock appeared at tbe

main door of the Senate this afternoon an¬
nouncing a message from the President in
writing, every cy» was turned upon him, as
it was generally believrd tbe packet lie held
in his hand ccntiked the nomination ot
Chief-Justice. Senator Conkling, who sits
near the middle aisle, intercepted tbe mes¬
senger ou bis way to the desk, and taking
tbe liit of nominations from him hurriedly
glanced over tbom, exclaiming in a tone
loud enough t> be board in the galleries,
.' Chief-Justice.'' At this a large number cf
senators jumped f.oru their seats and gath¬
ered about hiui, snd in a moment the uaine
of Caleb Cusbing was audibly whispered
from senator to senator on the floor.
Senator Tburnun remained in animated

conversation with Senator Conkling for some
time. Senators Su liner anil Boutwell had
their heads together, and the unusual bum
of conversation on tbe floor indicated that
the nomination caused quite a sensation.
The news soon reached the associate jus¬

tices of the Supreme Court through one of
its officers, while no time was lost in tele-
giaphiog it abroad.
The members of tbe House of Represen¬tatives were not visibly affected bv the intel¬

ligence, although it produced considerable
excitement in all other quarters.
The nomination of General Cusking le-

calls the fact that after tbe death of Chief-
Justice Chase the President's first choice as
his successor was Senator Conkling, who de¬
clined the appointment, when he made up
his mind to nominate General Cusbing, it
being thought by him that toward the close
of his administration General Cusbing would
retire from tbe bench by reason of age,
when tbe place thus vacated could be filled
by Attorney-General Williams, whom
tbe President desired should mean time
remain in the Cabinet. General Cushing's
nomination not being'.at tbe time acceptable
to the majority of the Cabinet inclined the
President to hasten bis purpose with regard
to Mr. Williams ; and now, after tbe with¬
drawal of the nomination of Mr. Williams
at his own request, tbe President has re¬
turned to bis original position, and after a
Cabinet consultation has nomluated Caleb
Cusbing. 1 his nomination havlujc been read
in executive session was referred to the
Committee on tbe Judiciary. No tifort was
made to Lave it considered without such re¬
ference. In view of tbe reports heretofore
prevalent as to the nomination of S-jnator
Morton for the chiefjusticeship it is proper
to say that he was neither consulted nor
tendered the appointment. General Cush-
jug's name first occurs on the rolls of the
Supreme Court in December, 18.13, wben he
appears as attorney-general under Pierce's
administration.
