It
must be admitted, too, that General Lbk
-had suggested the idea to some persons,
though not to Mr. Stuart. We pub¬
lished Mr. Stuart's article on the 25th of

December, 1$69, and we well remember how
careful we were in the choice of our words
of comment. Nevertheless, we pronounced
his to be ** unanswerable arguments By
the way, we afterwards, to wit, on the 13th

of January, gave the prooceeding the name
of the '*}scw Movement." The Whig pub¬
lished Mr. Stuart's article the same day that
we did. If both the W/u'$rand the Dispatch
had opposed and denounced the proposition,
it would, under the circumstances then ex¬

isting, have necessarily failed. Perhaps
either paper could have killed it. Genera!
Lite eouldftmve killed it. Other leading
men in Virginia might have killed it. We
make these remarks asindieating that whilst
the honor of proposing a new departure be¬

longs to Mr. Stcart, the movement which re¬

sulted was not exactly what he proposed
and therefore that many persons are iH dif¬
ferent degrees entitled to share in the honor
of having been instrumental in relieving
Virginia from the distressed condition in
which she lay in 18C8. Mr. Stuart's propo-
sltlon was as follows :

"Now for the mode of carrying these
ideas into practical effect. This is a subjcct
by no means free from difficulty, and the
time for action is short. We cannot get up
another convention to form a new constitu¬
tion. But a constitution derives its validity
not from the body which frames and pre¬
pares it, but from its ratification by the votes
of the people. If the Legislature of a State
were to instruct.tbe Court of Appeals, in¬
stead of a convention, to frame a constitu¬
tion to be voted on by the people it would
be competent for them to do so ; and su^b
.1 constitution, if ratified by the popular
vote, would be just as valid and obligatory

If the same had been framed by a conven¬
tion fisM'fnblsd in the usual form.
" To avoid unnecessary delay, let the Ex¬

ecutive Committee, in the interval between
the present time, and the 1st of February,
take the Constitution of 1S50 and the pro¬
posed constitution of 1801, and from the
two select the better provision?, omitting
the word * white ' and all other provisions
that would be in conflict with 'universal
tntfrage and universal amnesty/ and thus
frame a complete eonstiturion."
Mr. Sc-abt proposed further that two gen¬

tlemen from each congressional district
should meet in Kichmoud on the 1st of Feb¬
ruary to agree upon a constitution to be
submitted to Congress. And he added :

" Let this constitution embody the uhiter-
eal-svj'rage and universal-amnesty proposi¬
tion in its broadest terms, and negro eligibil¬
ity to boot."

It required a bold man and a statesmau to
make this last proposition at the time Mr.
Stuart made it. This was the basis of the
new movement. This the feature that made
it a success.
We suggested the 13th day of January as

the day for the meeting. But it was finally
held on the 31st of December, 1808, and the
1st of January, 1869. Mr. Stuart presided,
and explained why he bad invited the con¬

ference. Both the editor-in-chief of the Dis¬
patch and the assistant editor were, like
Saul under different circumstance*, " pres¬
ent and consenting-." So that we know
whereof we affirm.

But with
all proper deferencewe suggest that the plan
proposed by "Senex" is Incomplete. A
constitution framed in the manner suggest-
ed w<.u*d never be accepted by Congress as
the work of the people of Virginia.
We proposed that a new constitution and

the Underwood constitution should be voted
upon as competing propositions. Every¬
body knows that the Underwood constitution
vi&s submitted in parts as the result of the
labors of u us all," We also argued frcfe

The company may need tbeir resources for
improvements, but the bondholders
seem to regard the proposition for funding
in the company'* notes as a sort of forced
loan..Baltimore Sun.

A Big Railroad Fight in Georgia..A
big railroad fight was begun at Atlanta on

the 15tb, in which Secretary Delano and
Senator Cameron figure among the defend¬
ants as members of the company which
leased the State railroad, under Governor
Bullock's administration, at a monthly rental
of $25,000. The fight is inaugurated by
what is known as tbe Seago combination,
who have filed a bill in equity against tbe
Western and Atlantic Railroad Company
and Foster Blodgett. The complainants
state tbat in accordance with the public no¬
tice for proposals for tbe lease of this road
they made out a proposal by which tbey
bound themselves to pay the State of Geor¬
gia a monthly rental of §3-1,000, and that
tbeir security was better by above four mil¬
lion of dollars than that .of Brown,
Cameron, Kimball, and other.*, whose
bid was but for $25,000 per month,
and that Governor . Bullock, well
knowing complainant's ability to give said
security, refused to entertain their bid, and
fraudulently awarded said lease to Brown,
Cameron, Kimball, and others, and accepted

a fraudulent bood. Tbe bill further alleges
tbat the execution of tbe bond by Joseph E.
Brown as president of the Western and At¬
lantic railroad was without authority of
law; that defendants realize the sum of
§500,000 aunually from the lease ; and con¬
clude with a prayer that tbe lease may be de¬
clared void and awarded to complainants.
Tbe bill is signed by Robert Toombs. This
road before the war paid into tbe State Trea¬
sury about a million dollars per annum, and
has done a iargcr business than ever since
the war. Yet an Atlanta letter states tbat
during tbe summer months the losses went
squarely bebiud over $70,000, and that so far
from hairing realized one cent of dividend,
tbey are in debt for repairs, etc , fully
$250,000.

Siiort Roadto Texas..Tbe extension of
tbe Cairo and Fulton railroad was com¬

pleted to Texana on the 15th instant, where
connection is made with Scott's Texas aad
Pacific and tbe entire system of railroads.
The opening of this road shortens the dis¬
tance from St. Louis to ifortheru Tex.is ( ne
hundred and fifty miles, and gives Texas a

line to tbe East w'a "Cairo, III., two hundred
and forty miles shorter than by any other
route.

The Charleston (West Virginia) Fire..
Additional particulars have been received of
the fire in Charleston, W. Va., on Monday
morning, which burned the Eagan block of
buildings in that town and other buildings.
The flames, raged three hours and barned
over the entire square between Capitol and
Summers and Kanawha and Virginia streets
In the burned district the only buildings not
destroyed are the Kanawha 'Valley Bank and
the Masonic and Courier buildings. The
following are the principal, losers: A. B.
